PRESIDENTS ADDRESS
Honourable Members,

I welcome you to this Session of Parliament.

The 10th Lok Sabha has accomplished substantially 
Its tasks and the country has been guided through 
momentous changes in every sphere. I take this opportunity 
to congratulate all of you for your dedk;ated service to the 
natkxi.

The Nation celebrated the 125th Birth Anniversary of 
Mahatma Gandhi which was marked by a large number of 
signifk:ant activities in different parts of the country and 
abroad. An important landmark was the institution of the 
Gandhi Peace Prize for Social, Political and Economic 
Transformation through Non-violence and other Gandhian 
methods. The first Gandhi Peace Prize was conferred upon 
Dr. Julius K. Nyerere. The Anniversary concluded with a 
solemn functksn on 31st January, 1996 at the Bapu Kutir in 
the Valmiki Mandir Complex in New Delhi where Gandhiji 
used to stay.

The law and order situatk>n in the country has been * 
under control. Government would continue to exercise 
extreme vigilence in the coming months to ensure that 
relatuns between different communities and groups continue 
to be harmontous.______________________________

Terrorism and insurgency have, been curbed. 
Separatist tendencies have been contained to a very large 
extent. In this context the performance of the security forces 
has t>een creditable. However, the incident of arms drop in 
Puruiia in West Bengal has highlighed the need for constant 
vigilance In this connection, investigations into the incident, 
and its national and international ramifications, are being 
pursued vigorously. Steps are being taken to ensure 
effective policing of the air corridors of the country.

In Jammu and Kashmir, due to the concerted drive 
by security forces against militants and foreign 
mercenaries, coupled with the acceleration of devek^ment 
activities, there is a perceptible u^.inqe in the overall 
situation. The revival of political activities has been made 
possible. Parliament passed a balanced budget in 1995-96 
and for the first time in many years the Plan outlay is 
expected to be spent fully on development schemes without 
any diversion for meeting the Non-Plan resources gap. 
Though Government had to seek further extension of 
President's Rule upto 17th July, 1996, it remains committed 
to the restoration of representative Government in the State 
at the earliest.

In the Nonth-East several initiatives have been taken 
to tackle the economic backwardness of the region. The 
North-East Council has emerged as an effective instKution 
for implementing developmental activities. The Sixth 
Schedule to the Constitution was amended for giving more 
powers to the Autonomous District Councils of Karbi 
Anglong and North Cachar Hills* in Assam.

The economic scenario has been continuously 
improving. The Gross Domestic Product has shown a 
substantially faster rate of growth in the years subsequent 
to 1991-92. In 1994-95, this had increased to 6.3%. Gross 
Domestic Savings at current pi ices improved in 1994-95 
and was 24 4% of GDP Industrial production increased by 
12% in the first 6 months of the current year over the 
corresponding period last year, showing a strong revival

Along with this, exports have gone up further by 
24.17% in the first 8 months of the current financial year. 
Imports have also grown as a consequence of the overall 
growth of the economy, and the industrial sector in 
particular. Foreign exchange resen^es are at a comfortable 
level of about $16 biHron.

The annual rate of inflation which had almost reached 
17% in August, 1991 has been controlled and in the current 
year, the inflation rate has been brought down to around 
5%, which is the lowest in the last 7 years. As a result of 
the strong support to the agricultural sector, foodgrain 
production and stocks have reached very comfortable leveis. 
The availabifity of various items of mass consumption has 
been maintained. The Public Distribution System has been 
strengthened and by introducing the Revamped Public
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Distribution System, addkionai concessions have been given 
for those living in the poorest areas of the country.

The sniall scale industries sector accounts for about 
40% of the output in manufacturing and 34% cf the country's 
total ejqports. It has recorded a groiMth of 10% during 1904' 
95 and accounted for employment of 146 lakh persons by 
the end of 1994-95. Export of goods by this sector are 
estinrated to have increased from Rs. 13.883 crore in 1991 > 
92 to Rs. 26,400 crore in 1994-95.

in the khadi and village industnes sector ^ales have 
reached a level of over Rs. 4069 crore in 1994-95. This 
sector accounted for employment to 53.46 lakh persons in 
1994-95. A Rs. 1000 crore consortium credit has been 
given to KVIC this year for the first time. Out of this. KViC 
had sanctioned projects costing about Rs. 235 crore by the 
end of January 1996 to generate additional empksyment for 
about one lakh persons.

Our agricultural strategy has been to increase 
production through the best use of soil and water in an 
integrated fashton. During the Eighth Plan, Rs. 1100 crore 
have been allocated for the restructured Natkxial Watershed 
Development Project for Rainfed Areas The coverage of 
Drought Prone Areas Programme has also been increased 
to 946 bk)cks of 149 districts in 13 States. Coverage of the 
Desert Devek>pment Programme has been further extended 
to 227 blocks of 36 districts in 7 States. These 
programmes are being implemented with the active 
participatkjn of the watershed community.

Foodgrain production in 1994-95 achieved a new 
record of 192 million tonnes. The production of sugar also 
reached a record level of nearly 145.65 lakh tonnes in
1994-95. Qovemment has bulk up a buffer stock of 5 lakh 
tonnes of sugar this year, as a precaution against possble 
fluctuations in availability and prices.

Disburs|j»ment cf agricultural credit through institutkxtal 
agencies is expected to reach a level of Rs. 26.450 crore 
in 1995-96 as against Rs. 21,113 crore in 1994-95. The 
consumption of chemical fertilizers during 1994-95 was
135.64 lakh tonnes. It Is expected to further increase to
156.64 lakh tonnes in 1995-96.

Qovemment has been actueV sensWve to the needs of 
the poor. The programmes of direct allevlatton of poverty 
have been expanded, as reflected in substantial increases 
in alocations for rural devekipment, empbymsnt generatk)n, 
housing, mral water supply, etc.

Under the Indira Awas Ypjana, about 20 lakh houses 
were conalrueled beiwsen 1965-86 and 199446. Howsver, In
1995-96 this programme has been further stepped up by 
undertaking a massK  ̂pro9*nvne of construction of 10 lakh 
houses with a budget proviskm d  Rs. 1000 crore and is 
progressing in fuH swing. Besides, steps have been taken

to augment housing facilities for other sectkms as also 
government servants.

The Prime Minister's Rozgar Yojana whwh aims at 
providing self-employment opportunities to educated 
unempk^yed youth, had benefited 1,96,154 persons during 
1994-95. For 1995-96, bans under the scheme are planned 
to reach 2.6 lakh persons.

As the Honourable Members know, the Government 
has launched the National Social Asistance Programme to 
provide for Old Age Pensions, Maternity Benefit and 
lumpsum payment on the death of the primary bread earner 
in poor families. Complementing this package is a 
pioneering scheme of Group Life Insurance which includes 
subsidized premiums for the poor.

An Integrated Urban Poverty Eradiation Programme 
was launched in November 1995 to tackle the problem of 
urban poor in an integrated manner in ail 345 class-ll towns 
with a population ranging between 50,000 to 1 lakh. A 
provision of Rs. 100 crore has been made in the current 
financial year for the Programme.

Government has strengthened the role and powers of 
the Panchayats and Nagarpaiikas in all Centrally Sponsored 
Schemes operating at the district level and below. This 
initiative has also ensured the emergence of n>ore than one 
million women as leaders and decision-makers at the 
grassroot level. Similarly, the States are being asked to 
empower these bodies with adequate financial and 
administrative responsibilities.

Substantial enhancement has been made in the 
allocatbns for Schenfws of Special Central Assistance for 
Special Component Plan, Post-Matric Scholarships. Natk)nal 
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes Finance and 
Development Corporation and Aid to Voluntary 
Organizations. The Govemnrwnt has also revised the rates 
d  maintenance and other attowances under the Post-Matric 
Scholarship Scheme for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled 
Tribe students.

A National Commission for Safai Karamcharis has 
been set up to monitor the implementation of the Natonal 
Scheme for Liberation and Rehabilitation of Safai 
Karamcharis still engaged in night soil removal. Since in 
Inceptnn of the Scheme, about 94,000 such persons have 
been trained for other vocations and 2.5 lakhs have been 
rehablttated.

The National Backward Classes Finance and 
Devetopment Corporation has so far disbursed Rs. 131.64 
crore for self-employment ventures. To enable the OBC 
candidates to compete on equal terms with general 
candidatee in various recruitment tests and examinatkxis. 
the Qovemment has provktod financial assistance to 122 
coaching centres so far.
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The National Minorities Developnrtent and Finance 
Corporation has established linkages with State channelising 
agencies. Loans are being disbursed for setf-empioymont. 
The Wakf Act, 1995, for effective and democratic 
administration of Wakf Boards has been brought into force 
with effect from 1st January, 1996 The Persons with 
Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and 
Full Participation) Act. 1995 has been enacted to provide 
equal opportunities for persons with disabilities. It has also 
been decided to set up a National Rnance and Development 
Corporation for the Disabled with an authorised share 
capital of Rs. 400 crore. A Bill to set up a National Trust 
to provkie total care to persons with Mental Retardation and 
Cerebral Palsy has been introduced in the Lok Sabha.

The ongoing immunisation of children against six 
vaccine-preventable diseases has already yielded 
encouraging results. In keeping with the global goal of 
eradiation of polio by 2000 AD, a supplemental dose of 
oral polio vaccine was administered to more than 7.5 crore 
children in the age group 0>3 years throughout the country 
on 9th December, 1995 and the exercise was repeated on 
20th January, 1996. The Pulse Polio Immunisation will be 
continued in future years also.

The allocation for the education sector has been 
steadily increased as part of the Government's commitment 
to achieve the target of allocation of 6% of GDP by the year 
2000 AD. To realise the goal of Universal Elementary 
Education, 110 Districts would be brought within the ambit 
of the District Primary Education Programme by the end of 
the Eighth Plan. A National Elementary Education Mission 
has been launched to cover all chikiren up to the age of 14 
years by the turn of the century. As part of the National 
Literacy Mission, Total Literacy Campaigns have been 
further extended to 368 districts and the Post Literacy 
Campaigns to 159 distncts in the country. A major National 
Programme of Nutritional Support to children in Primary 
Schools covering about 11 crore children from classes I to
V over a three year period was launched on 15 August, 
1995.

There has been a remarkable improvement in the 
industrial relations scenario in the country over the last 5 
yars. There is a significant decrease in the number of 
strikes and lock outs and the number of mandays lost. 
Government is committed to successfully implement the 
Empk)yees’ Pensk>n Scheme introduced in November 1995. 
which provides for the first time life long social security to 
about 19 million industrial workers and their families.

To bring out arbitration law in tune with the 
international thinking on the subject, an Ordinance called 
*The Arbitratk)n and Conciliation Ordinance, 1996* has been 
promulgated. With this and the other steps taken to 
establish Alternative Dispute Resolution Mechanisms, it is 
hoped that India will soon emerge as a pioneer in this fieki 
in the South-Asian Region.

The achievements of our scientists In the past year 
have been noteworthy and give us confidence for the future

Successful launches of INSAT'2C and IRS-IC 
satellites last December once again demonstrated our 
capability to design. buiM and operate state>of*the-art space 
systenns, which will be vital for the development of our 
telecommunication, television, meteorobgical and resources 
survey programmes. We plan to launch INSAT-2D during
1996-97, and INSAT-2E and IRS-ID during 1997-98. We 
have also made good progress in developing the 
Geosynchronous Satellite Launch Vehicle. GSLV, for 
launching our INSAT class of satellites.

During the year, the country's tenth nuclear power 
reactor at Kakrapar commenced operation and was 
stabilised satisfactorily. The research reactors at Trombay 
have supplied more than 60,000 kits for diagnosis and 
treatment to more than 300 medical institutions all over the 
country.

During 1995-96, the situation in some parts of India's 
immediate neighbourhood remained uncertain in security 
terms, Pakistan’s continuing attempts to acquire 
sophisticated weaponry and uranium enrichment technology 
have been a matter of serious concern for u.s. Pakistan's 
attempts heighten tensions in our region and are likely to 
trigger an arms race We have every confidence in th« 
capability of our armed forces to defend the nation 
Government is determined to ensure their capability in this 
regard. I am sure honourable Members would, in this 
context, join me In commending the armed forces for their 
professionalism and dedication.

As a result of the concentrated efforts of our scientists 
engaged in defence research, the Light Combat Aircraft was 
unveiled in November 1995 and test flights would 
commence by the end of this year. The development of the 
Main Battle Tank Arjun has been completed with a view to 
(ts (nductk>n. The DRDO has devek)ped a high performance 
supercomputer using multi-processor technology, which has 
met a long-feK need and which enhances our self-reliance 
in this field.

In the foreign affairs sphere, our relations with our 
neighbours were further strengthened. Our traditionally cbse 
ties with Bhutan were reinforced during the year. The visit 
to India of the former Prime Minister of Nepal. Mr. 
Manmohan Adhicari, iri April 1995 and of the present Pnme 
Minister Mr. Sher Bahadur Deuba earlier this month, 
contributed to developing ck»er mutual understanding The 
inauguration by the Prime Minister of the Indira Gandhi 
Memorial Hospital in the Maldives in April 1995 is 
testimony to our commltnwnt to amily and cooperation with 
that country. Our relatbns with Sri Lanka were marked by 
cordiality and trust. Our trade with Bangladesh increased as 
did contacts between the peoples of the two countries The
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momentum in our relations with China was maintained with 
a continuing dialogue at the highest levels. Our efforts 
resulted in promoting good relations with all our neighbours 
m South Asia, with the sole exception d  Paldstan. We urge 
the Government of Paicistan to eschew its path of 
confrontation with India and respons constructively to our 
repeated offer of a bilateral dialogue to resolve all 
outstanding issues in accordance with the Shimla 
Agreement.

A landmari( in SAARC's progress was achieved last 
year with the operationalisation of the South Asia 
Preferential Trading Arrangement (SAPTA) from December 
7. 1995. The signing of a trilateral Memorandum of 
Understanding on transit by India, Iran and Turkmenistan, 
which seeks to establish a viable surface route between 
India and Central Asia for commercial and other links, was 
an important event in the development of our links with 
Central Asa. ASEAN has agreed to full dialogue partnership 
status for India. This reflects the growing, mutually beneficial 
relationship between India and ASEAN.

Our relatkms with the Russian Federatton continued to 
be close. Further areas for cooperation in economic, 
cultural and other fields were identified. The India-United 
States relationship registered steady growth, in particular in 
the economic and commercial areas. Political and 
economc cooperation with countries in the African continent 
was promoted through high-level visits to and from Mali, 
Mauritius, Namibia, Zimbabwe. Egypt, Burkina Faso and 
Ghana

India tooi( the lead in articulating the political, 
economic, SQcial and other concerns of the developing 
countries in international forums like the World Summit for 
Social Development in Denmark in March, 1995; the UN 
General Assembly's 50th anniversary Special 
Commemorative Meeting in October, 1995; and the 11th 
Non-aligned Summit in Colombia in the same month. 
Consistent with its comnrtitment to the objective of complete 
nuclear disarmament within a specified tinw-frame, India is 
participating actively in the negotiations for a 
Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty. At the same time, 
we view the indefinite extension of the Nuclear Non- 
Proliferation Treaty as an obstacle to universal nuclear 
disarmament as it seeks to legitimise the nuclear arsenals 
of nuclear-weapon states.

As this Session will be a brief one, only essential 
legislation will be taken up during this Session. Some 
Ordinances promulgated since the last Session will be 
placed before Parliament. A Statement of the estimated 
receipts and expenditure of the Govemmtnt of India for the 
financial year 1996-97 will be lakl before you for the 
purpose of passing Vote on Account authorising expendlure 
for a part of that year. Vote on Account in respect of the 
States under the President's Rule would also need to be 
passed.

The policies of the Qovemment have put the country 
on the path of growth enabfing the people to realise their 
potential. The strength of the country lies in the strength of 
its economy and the unity of its people. During the last four 
and a half years, your dedication, wisdom and vision have 
left an imprint that will guide the nation into a brighter 
tonrKvrow.

I commend you to your taks in this Session and wish 
you success.

Mr. Speaker : Hon. Members, I have to inform the 
House with profound sorrow of the passing away of two of 
our colleagues Sarvashri Surya Narayan Singh and Qovk\d 
Chandra Munda and also six of our former colleagues 
namely Sarvashri Heera Bhai, Bakin Pertin, Amiya Nath 
Bose, Dev Kanta Borooah, T.S. Negi and P.C. Sethi and 
Shri N.T. Rama Rao, Ex-Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh.

Shri Surya Narayan Singh was a silting Ment)er of Ljok 
Sabha representing Balia Parliamentary Constituency of 
Bihar. He was also a Member of Seventh and Ninth Lok 
Sabha representing the same constituency during 1980-84 
and 1989^1.

Earlier, he had been a Member of Bihar Legislative 
Assembly during 1977-79.

A veteran freedom fighter, Shri Singh participated in 
the independence movement. A multifaceted personality, 
Shri Singh was an active social worker, an educationist and 
a prominent trade union leader. Ha took initiative in opening 
schools, colleges and libraries. He was actively associated 
in the flood and earthquake relief works during 1987-88. 
Shri Singh was instrumental in the distrubution of surplus 
land to the poor and the landless.

An acth^e parliamentarian. Shri Singh served on 
various parliamentary and consultative committees of 
various Ministries.

Shri Surya Narayan Singh passed away on 8 February, 
1996 at New Delhi at the age d  76 years.

Shri Qovinda Chandra Munda was a sitting Member of 
Lok Sabha representing Keonjhar parliamentary constituency 
of Orissa. He was also a Member of Sixth and f4inth Lok 
Sabha representing the same constituency during 1977*79 
and 1989^1.

Earlier, he had been a Member of Orissa Legislative 
Assenftbly from 1962-1977 and served as Deputy Minister in 
the State Council of Ministars during 1967-70.
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During his membership of this House, he served as 
Member of various parliamentary and consultative 
committees.

An active social worl(er. Shri Munda worked hard for 
the betterment of the poor and the downtrodden people of 
his area and evinced keen interest in community 
devekspment programmes.

I4e also authored 'Jagaran' and few other books on 
Oriya literature.

Shri Qovinda Chandra Munda passed away on 19 
February, 1996 at Keonjl̂ argarh, Orissa at the age of 66 
years.

Shri Heera Bhai was a Member of Sixth and Ninth Lok 
Sabha representing Banswara parliamentary constituency d  
Rajasthan dunng 1977-79 and 1969-91.

Earlier, he had been a Member of Rajasthan 
Legislative Assembly during 1957-72.

An agriculturist by profession, Shri Heera Bhai had 
participated in the freedom struggle. An active social 
worker, he was imprisoned several times for taking part in 
agftations for abolitk>n of bonded labour and for enforcing 
prohibition. He fought relentlessly for promotion of 
Panchayat R^.

Shri Heera Bhai passed away on 25 December, 1995 
at Kakanwani near Banswara, Rŝ asthan at the age of 73 
years.

Shri Bakin Pertin was a Member of Sixth Lok Sabha 
representing Arunachal East parliamentary constituency of 
Anjnachal Pradesh during 1977-79.

He was also a Member of Arunachal Pradesh 
Legislative Assembly.

Shri Pertin started his poiitical career at a very young 
age when he was still a student. He served as Vice- 
Presklent of Siang Zila Parishad during 1975-77. He also 
served his home State in various capacities. He worked 
hard for the upiiftment of the downtrodden and promotion of 
adult educatkxi.

Shri Bakin Pertin passed away on 5 January, 1996 at 
Guwahatl at the age of S3 years.

Shri Amiya Nath Bose was a Member of Fourth Lok 
Sabha representing Arambagh parliamentary constituency d  
West Bengal during 1967-70.

An advocate by profession, Shri Amiya Nath Bose, 
who was a close relative of Net^i Subhash Chandra Bose, 
was actively associated with the Indian National Army. He 
was Secretary of the Council fa  Intematkxtal Recognitk}n d  
independence in London during 1942-44 and General 
Secretary of the INA Committee of West Bengal during 
1945-46. He was the founder Member of Neti# Research

Bureau and General Secretary of Netaji Hall Society. 
Cafcutta.

A widely travelled person. Shri Bose had special 
interest in the fields of defence, foreign policy and 
economic planning.

Shri Amiya Nath Bose passed away on 26 January, 
1996 at Calcutta at the age of 81 years.

Shri Dev Kanta Borooah was a member of the 
Constituent Assembly, Provisional Parliament, First and 
Sixth Lok Sabha representing Nowgong parliamentary 
constituency of Assam dunng 1949'50, 1950-52, 1952-57 
and 1977-79 respectively. He had also been a member of 
Rajya Sabha during 1973-77 and served as a Cabinet 
Minister in the Union Council of Ministers dunng 1973-74 
He was a member of Assam Legislative Assembly during 
1957-72 and sen/ed as a Minister in the State Government.

He also served as Governor of Bihar from February, 
1971 to February, 1974.

Shri Borooah who led an active political career 
suffered imprisonment several times while participating in 
India's freedom movement.

A joumalist by profession, he was editor of two daily 
newspapers namely the Dainik Aeeamlya and the Natun 
Assamlya. He also authored a book d  verses m Assamese

A widely travelled person. Shri Barooah was one of 
the members d  the Indian delegations to the U.N.O. ml 954. 
1955 and 1974 and Commonwealth Conference held at New 
Zealand.

Shri Borooah was associated with various socio­
cultural and educational institutions in Assam. He was the 
member of Courts of Guwahati and Viswabharati 
Universities and President of Assam Society of Cultural 
Studies dunng 1964-68 and Assam Publications Board.

Shri Dev Kant Borooah passed away on 28 January, 
1996 at New Delhi at the age d  82 years.

Shn T.S. Negi was a member of sixth and seventh 
Lok Sabha representing Tehri Garhwal parliamentary 
constituency d  Uttar Pradesh dunng 1977-79 and 1980-84.

Earlier, he had been a member of U.P Legislative 
Assembly for two terms during 1950-52 and 1962-67 He 
was also a member d  Vidhan Sabha of erstwhile Tehri 
Stale.

An advocate by prdession, Shn Negi was a well 
known social an^ poiitical worker. He worked hard tor 
ameliorating the tot d  people d  erstwhile Tehri State.

An active parliamentanan, Shn Negi was a member d  
various parliamentary committees. He also served on 
consultalive committee d  Ministry d  Communications.
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Shri T.S. Negi passed away on 3 February. 1996 at 
Narendranagar. Tehri Garhwal at the age of 73 years.

Shn P.O. Sethi was a member of Fourth, Fifth. 
Seventh and Eighth Lok Sabha representing Indore 
parJLimentary constituency of Madhya Pradesh during 1967* 
t'O. 1971 72. 1980-84 and 1964>89 respectively. He was also 
X member of Raiya Sabha for three terms during 1961-64.

(V/ and 1976-SO He also sen/ed as Deputy Minister, 
of State before serving as Cabinet Minister in the 

Uniui) Council of Ministers and held several important 
pontolios such as Ministries of Petroleum, Chemicals and 
Fertilizers Railways, Home Affairs and Planning to name a

He also served as Chief Minister of Madhya Pradesh 
during 1972-75.

A veteran freedom fighter, he had plunged into Indian 
freedom movement after boycotting college in 1942.

An able parliamentarian and a seasoned politician, 
Shn Sethi had served the country with distinction in diverse 
fieldb of national reconstruction.

A widely travelled person, he represented India at 
various International conferences and organisations such as 
Commonwealth Finance Ministers" Conference at Barbados 
in September, 1969. meeting of Asian Development Bank at 
Seoul in April, 1970. He was leader of the Indian Delegation 
to Colombo Plan Conference held at Victoria. Vancouver 
Island, Canada. He was also nominated as India's Governoi 
to Asian Development Bank, Manila and International Bank 
for Reconstruction and Development.

Shri Sethi who had keen interest in the sports and 
cultural activities, served as a member of Madhya Bharat 
Kala Praishad and Madhya Pradesh Village and Khadi 
Board.

Shn P.C. Sethi passed away on 21 February, 1996 at 
Indore at the age of 76 years.

I also inform the House regarding the sad demise of 
Shn N.T. Rama Rao, who was the Chief Minister of Andhra 
Pradesh

Shn Rama Rao started his career as a film actor and 
later became a matines> idol. His unique acting talent made 
him an instant success. His career in films span nearly 
halt a century and he acted in over 100 films contributing 
to making each one of them a remarkable one.

He started his political career in 1982, became the 
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh in 1983 and later on rose 
to become one of the national leaders. Shn Rama Rao was 
popular among the masses of his State because of his 
secular ideas and for amelioration of poor and down trodden.

Shri Rama Rao passed away on 18 Januaryi 1996 at 
Hyderabad at the age of 72 years.

We deeply mourn the loss of these friends and I am 
sure the House will join me in conveying our condolences 
to the breaved families.

The Prinie Minister (Shri P.V. Narastmha Rao): Mr.
Speaker, Sir. it is with a very heavy heart that I nse to pay 
my respectful homage to Shri Surya Narayan Singh, a 
sitting Member of this House. Shn Singh was deeply 
committed to the cause of the welfare of the poor and the 
downtrodden. He was a trade unionist who worked for the 
rights of the working class. We will all miss him in this 
House.

I am also grieved to note that another sitting Member 
Shri Qovind Chandra Munda. who is no longer with us. He 
was a champion of the Scheduled Tribes and had published 
c number of books on Oriya literature.

Shn Amiya Nath Bose was a distinguished barrister 
and organised Indian Congressmen in Great Bntain. He was 
a nephew of Neta)i Subhash Chandra Bosa and was closely 
associated with the INA Committee. He was also the founder 
member of Netaji Research Bureau. Calcutta.

I a'so express my deep sense of loss and pay my 
condolences at the passing away of Shri Dev Kant Borooah. 
He was a distinguised freedom fighter and journalist. He 
was an intellectual who has a deep interest and love for 
books. He served with distinction in several capacities as 
Minister in Assam. Union Minister and Governor of Bihar 
I had a particular attachment with him Leing General 
Secretary of the All India Congress Comm, tee while he 
was the President.

I offer my condolences on the passing away of Shn 
T.S. Negi He was devoted to the service of the people of 
the Tehn region and worked for their welfare.

Shrl Indri^lt Gupta (Midnapore): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I 
join with my other colleagues and with the Leader of the 
House in expressing our deep son’ow at the passing away 
of so many of our earlier colleagues in this House as well 
as two of them who were Members of this House, sitting 
Members.

Mr. Surya Narayan Singh, rather I should have 
referred to him as Comrade Surya Narayan Singh, was one 
of the outstanding leaders d  our Party in Bihar where he 
had buHt up a very strong and powerful base among the 
poorer sections of the people in the district of Begusarai 
and only last Monday, on the 19th I had the opportunity of 
attending a mammoth meeting which was called just 
accent to his village.

He was a nephew of Netaji 
and perhaps becuase of that he was very much concerned 
with the freedom struggle and especially the role played by 
the Indian National Army. I think the Obituary Notice may 
have omitted to mention the fact that he was, for a 
shortwhHe. apponted as our Ambassador to Bumna. He also 
happened to be my opponent in the 1971 election. But he 
was a very fnendly person and a very erudite lawyer.

Sir, Mr. Oev Kanta Borooah, I think, was an epitome 
of Indian culture. He was really a cultured man. He had a 
vast knowledge of Iterature. He used to have a huge fibrary 
where his friends always had the Iberty to help themselves 
to books, if they wanted to read. He was interested in 
music, in architecture and in so many fiekis of culture. He

was deeply versed in those fiekis. He was also very fond 
of cigars, foreign cigars. Some people who like smoking 
cigars-some years ago I was one of them, not now • took 
advantage of his generosity including me. He was a very 
friendly and cheerful person. He eamed sorr^ notoriety for 
some political Statement he made. I do not know whether 
he was serious about it or not. But anyway, those things 
are all now forgotten in the presence of death.

Mr. P.C. Sethi served the Government in so may 
capacities.

He performed many ministerial functions here. I 
remember, he was a very competent Minister, whichever 
portfolio he happened to be holding, and he was very 
friendly to all Members, including those in the Opposition. 
He worked very hard and he had a tong career, which was 
a rewarding one.

Sir, he was the one person who really believed and 
tried to implement the wish of the Father of the Nation, 
Mahatma Gandhi that the basic amenities such as food, 
sheMer and ckith should be provkled to every person m this 
countiy. He was undeterred and has implemented several 
welfare measures such as giving rice at Rs. 2 per k.g. to 
the poor people, constructbn of lakhs of pemrnnent houses 
to the poor people and making clothes available at 
subsidised rates to the poor people. He was the one 
person, who had implemented total prohi)itk)n the moment 
he came to power, during his third tenure as the Chief 
Minister of Andra Pradesh, consequent to the great 
movement against arrack and other alcohols.

In the passing away of Shri N.T. Rama Rao on 18th 
January, a real friend of the poor people d  this country is 
lost. His Government had left a deep impression while 
trying its best in the process of development by not ignoAng 
the interests and well-being d  the poor people.

I thank you once again. On behalf of Telugu Desam 
Party, I request you kindly to convey condolences, on behalf 
of our Party, to the family members of Shri N.T. Rama Rao 
and to the other former IMembers ctf this House.

Shri a  Venkateehara Rao (Bapatia) : Mr. Speaker. 
Sir, when Shri N.T. Rama Rao died on 18th January, the 
poor man's bowl in Andhra Pradesh got tilted. He was a 
man who practised his poMcal philosophy after coming into 
power. Even though he earned a lot of rnoney, ha 1 ^  like 
a poor man in the sense that baaicaily he belonged to a 
poor nnan's family. When he waa in Madras, he uaed to 
walk miles and miles for a cup of tea. From such a 
background and from his axperianoes from cinema and also 
in real We, v^en he canne to poltical field and to power, he 
practised his political phioaophy which is food, sheler and 
cblhing for the poor.

With his background, he started his poUtksal career 
and his own activities as well aa the activities of his Party 
were directed towards the welfare d  the poor.

Even after becoming Chief Minister, he led a simple 
life. If anybody goes and sees his house in the Banjara 
hills, he win find that H is a simple small house surrounded 
by poor huts. He even used to sleep on the floor nrMny a 
time. This was his way of living. He preached us, his 
folowers, to fight t i  the end. That is how he used to preach 
and practice.

With aH his courage, when he introduced the housing 
scheme in the State and when he sad that two lakh houaes 
would be constructed every year, everybody laughed at it. 
But dunng his tenure of seven years when he constructed 
twelve lakh houses, that is. equivalent to the number of 
houses that have been constructed in the whole countiy. 
everybody appreciated it. This was the kind of his approach 
to politics. Even in real life, he practised it. During his 
cinema cancer also, he played the role of many characters 
d  the poor. With all that e}Q>erience. he took up the cause 
d  the poor in the State d  Andhra Pradesh.

When he died on 18th January, and we )ust gave a 
call in the State to perform poor feeding and every village 
and every street of the State responded to it and they 
performed the poor feeding everywhere in the State of 
Andhra Pradesh.

This IS the atmosphere he created m the hearts d  the 
poor. I will narrate a small incident d  mine, that is, the 
experience d  my family. My daughter is about 11 years 
dd. A year back, she went on her birthday to him and then 
his mother, that is, my wife also took her to him and she 
asked her daughter to take his blessings by touching the 
feet d  Shri NT. Rama Rao. My daughter rduaed to touch 
his feet. In turn, she said "No, I do not practise touching d  
feet. Then, he saki to his daughter; *Do not force her. You 
allow her to grow. She could express her feaUngs very 
bokily. You encourage this kind d  nature so that she win 
grow and she will get on well in her Nfe." Then, just for 
three days the grand-daughter dkl nd go there. After that, 
the grand-daughter went to him on Pongal Day. The man 
was sitting in the chair. She gave a sweet<box to him. She 
went and touched his feet. Then she came back to her 
mother and tdd her mother; *Ma, I touched grarrt-faither's 
feet today.* Her mdher asked : *Why did you do that? You 
never practised that. You never bowed and touched 
anybody's feet.* Then, the daughter said : *Ha looks Mw a 
God to me.” So, Sir, in this respect, he is a God to the 
poor man in the State of Andhra Pradesh. Whatever he 
beKsved. he practised. The poor man's bowl got tied when 
his heart stopped.
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With these few words. I pay respects to may leader 
and i also convey my deep condolences to all the 
colleagues like Shn Surya Narayan Singh, Shri Govinda 
Chandra Munda and others who have passed away I 
request you to k'ndly send my condolences to the members 
of the bereaved families

Shri Syed Shahabuddin (Kishanganj) Mr Speaker, 
Sir I associate myseH with the tributes that you have paid 
the Leader of the Hou«;e and the Leader of the Opposition 
have paid to our colleagues Who have departed, to the 
former Members of the House and the great Leader Shn 
N T Rama Rao Sir we shall in this House, miss the 
seriousness and sobri<>ty of Shn Surya Narayan Singh and 
the amiable disposition of Shn Govinda Chandra Munda 
Sir I had the good fortune of having some brief association 
with some of the leaders who have passed away I come 
to know Shn Amiya Nath Bose as the Ambassador to 
Burma and in his despatches, which I had the occasion to 
see while I was serving in the Ministry, I was impressed 
by his deep concern for the national security and for his 
interest in developing our relations with the friendly people 
of Burma

Sir I knew Shn Dev Kanta Borooah in many ways and 
I would like to mention in the House that his loss is a great 
loss to the field of Islamic scholarship because very few 
people know that while he built up a great collection of 
books he was a great scholar of Islamic philosophy and 
Islamic culture To my mind, he was the very 
personification of our secularism

Sir I came to know Shn P C Sethi when he was the 
Home Minister in the dark days of the Nelli massacre and 
I was very much impressed by his humane approach, by 
his sympathetic attitude and by his concem for the people 
who had suffered

Shn N T Rama Rao was a great leader of ours and 
he was destined to play a great role in our country With 
him a chapter has been closed He did his best not only 
as a leader of Andhra Pradesh but also as a leader of the 
nation He showed us the path of national unity, c< struggling 
together for the common cause as the Chairman of the 
National Front A great void has been created by his death 
which IS not likely to be filled

Sir, with these words, I pay my personal tributes and 
request you to convey my condolences and the condolences 
of our Party to the bereaved families

Shri Yalna Singh Yumnam (Inner Manipur) - Sir, on

Shri Chltta Basu (Barasat) Mr Speaker, Sir, I join 
you. the Leader of the House and other distinguished 
leaders of the opposition to express my shock and dismay 
on the former Mennbers of this House who have left us

Sir, of them. I want in particular to mention the name 
of Shn Surya Narayan Singh with whom I had the privilege 
of working together He was a great mobiliser of the people, 
a great organiser of the toiling masses and a great 
democrat in the sense that he led the toiling masses to the 
true path of emancipation

Sir particularly I also feel obliged to mention the name 
of Shn Amit Nath Bose He was a Member of this House 
and he was one of those in his yound days who helped 
Nelaji Subhash Chandra Bose in his great escape I am told 
and the country knows about it he had a very important role 
to play in organising Netaji's escape at Nairn and also 
subcequently he worked tirelessly in the direction of 
popularising the thoughts and works of Netaji Subhash 
Chandra Bose Therefore, they have also made particular 
contribution for the freedom movement of our country

Lastly, I also want to express my condolence to the 
family of late Shn N T Rama Rao who was a great 
personality in Andhra Pradesh He won the hearts of 
millions in Andhra Pradesh With his passing away, a void 
has been created in Andhra Pradesh and it is very much
