SHRI PARVESH SAHIB SINGH VERMA (WEST DELHI): Delhi Jal Board’s
last available accounts from 2017-18 are riddled with errors and
inconsistencies as identified by the CAG, indicating financial fraud and
misappropriation. DJB had 477 accounts until March 2018. Astonishingly, 111
bank account balances were absent from the 2017-18 accounts. The CAG
reported discrepancies in DJB's financial statements provided to them.
Statements showed zero balances in 13 bank accounts holding ¥4.42 crore,
and ignored 37.05 crore in five other accounts, suggesting fraud or
misappropriation. Rs 1601 crore of funds released under capital heads are
showing as unspent in the book of accounts of DJB but the actual money is not
available in the bank accounts. Payments and Deposits worth Rs.300.42 Cr
were not added to the tally accounting software. Works have deviated from
schemes for which funds are allocated. Funds allocated for large capital works
have been spent on more than 12,000 small repair works, without
authorisation. Due to a lack of oversight, alleged fake billing and theft of funds
are likely to have happened in the financial year 2012-13, five water tanker
supply projects were initially budgeted at ¥637.23 crore, but their costs have
since escalated to ¥853.20 crore. No explanation for the Rs. 215.97 crore

difference has been given.

SUSHRI DEBASREE CHAUDHURI (RAIGANJ): | would like to draw the kind
attention of the Hon’ble Minister of Railways towards the need for construction
of a ROB at Raiganj Town, District Uttar Dinajpur, West Bengal.

Nearly 30 acres of
Government land in survey No.54 of Guntagola village has earmarked for said
purpose by the State. Hunasagi Block of Yadgir District also has similar ST
population and there is huge public demand for sanction of ECMRS.
Therefore, | demand for setting up ECMRSs in Guntagola village of Lingasugur
Block, Raichur and Hunasagi Block, Yadgir at the earliest on priority basis to
provide affordable quality education to the ST population of my constituency so

that actual empowerment of marginalized scheduled tribes may happen.

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(xvi) Need to improve the early warning system and provide real time

updates during cyclones or floods, especially in coastal areas
SHRI MAGUNTA SREENIVASULU REDDY (ONGOLE): As per Government
data, India remains the worst flood-affected country in the world, accounting for
one-fifth of the global death count due to floods. Depression and Cyclonic
Storms in Coastal States like Andhra Pradesh also cause frequent flash floods.
Due to climate change, an increase in the frequency of these hazards, timing
and severity is projected, according to a report by the International Institute for
Environment and Development (IIED). In such a scenario, an effective warning
system is needed, as highlighted by NITI Aayog, which recommended a “focus
on scientific research in the development of a model-based system to forecast
flash flood with sufficient lead time”. Our current Flash Flood Guidance System
can only provide warnings about 6 hours-24 hours in advance. A more robust
system is needed to forecast floods at least 48-72 hours beforehand. Coastal
areas are facing additional challenges of weak signal strength, power outages,
and damaged communication networks that hinder effective communication
during these critical times. Therefore, | request the Government to improve our
early warning systems and take steps to ensure last-mile coverage to
disseminate early warnings, coordinate evacuation efforts, and provide real-

time updates during cyclones or floods, especially in coastal areas.

For instance, the standard is the same for
an affordable Injection-mould PVS shoe and costly sports shoes made by
multinational companies. More than 75% of the Indian footwear industry is in
the Unorganized Sector. More time is needed for BIS to build sufficient
infrastructure for testing and ensure the availability of suitable raw materials for
smaller units. Otherwise, they will be driven to closure, leaving behind only a
handful of organized enterprises and MNCs in this sector. | urge upon the
Minister of Commerce and Industries to extend the exemption period for Micro
and Small units producing footwear costing below Rs. 1000. Moreover, | urge
upon the Hon’ble Minister to conduct further consultations with MSMEs so that
corrections can be made in the standards to broadly cover product category,

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| am presenting a Bill. The situation is that Delhi in many ways is a sui
generis situation; it is both the Capital city of India and also a big cosmopolitan
city, and it is one of the major engines of growth insofar as economic activity is
concerned.

What has happened over a period of time is that because there has
been a large influx of populations from rural areas, semi-rural areas, tier-1l and
tier-1ll cities in Delhi, there has been a fairly substantial amount of
unauthorised building activity, there have been encroachments resulting in a
situation that, by 2006, on account of directives from the apex court, Delhi High
Court and the Supreme Court, a process of sealing and demolitions
commenced. The then Government in 2006 deemed it fit to bring a law which
would provide protection against the sealing and demolition etc. Between 2006
and 2011, these laws were passed on an annual basis. To deal with these
problems of encroachment on public land, growth of slums, unauthorised
colonies, and commercialisation of residential areas, there were attempts
made by the previous Governments, specifically by the Governments in 1961,
1977, 2008 and 2012. But these attempts considering the nature of the
problem and the extent of the problems were small and modest, and the
problem remained largely unaddressed.

I must introduce a word of caution here. Sir, issues relating to the growth
of slums and unauthorized colonies or for that matter encroachments cannot
be dealt through inhuman orders or mass demolition and sealing. Therefore,

the then Government in 2006 thought it fit to bring in a law to provide
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protection against such activities for one year. @ 2006 3R a¥ 2011 & &4, this
protection was approved by the House year after year. From 2011, three years’
extensions were sought. We were hoping that the Governments of the day
would address the issue of unauthorized colonies in a systemic way because
when influx of populations took place, a large number of people came in for a
variety of reasons. Maybe because of the poverty of our policies, people
started just occupying available land, cutting colonies and making those
available.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would like to start by
thanking the hon. Members Shri Ramesh Bidhuri, Shri Parvesh Sahib Singh
Verma and Shri Rahul Ramesh Shewale who have spoken on this Bill. Whilst
lending their support to the Bill that is before us, they have also made some
suggestions. Many of these suggestions are already under consideration.
Given the limitations of time, | will respond to the suggestions | have heard.

Hon. Chairman, Sir, through you, | would also like to share with the hon.
Members that the Master Plan, which | said is at the stage of finalization, will
affect those who are living in the so-called unauthorized colonies for which we
have already provided malikana haq, Jahan jhuggi vahin makan and land
pooling has been referred to by several Members. What perhaps has not been
referred to specifically by hon. Members, but | think which is at the back of
everyone’s mind, is urban regeneration of old developed colonies, because |
think this is part of the larger thing.

Sir, today the population of Delhi is in the vicinity of two and 2.5 crores.
My reading based on my experience of the last six and a half years that | have
been associated with the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs, and with
issues relating to the development of Delhi — a city in which | was born, in
which | grew up, a city which is rapidly changing — is that out of the population
of about two and 2.5 crore, about 40 lakh people will benefit from malikana

haq. While dealing with the subject of unauthorized colonies, we found that
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there are still some sections which were not covered in the original list, which
we had promised to sequentially take up after this process is complete. So,
about 40 lakh people will be benefited by it. Then, jahan jhuggi vahin makan
will benefit about 10 lakhs of people. And, when the land pooling will be
finalized, it will cover something like 20,000 hectares in 138 sectors, and
another 70 lakh people will benefit from that. So, these schemes will benefit
about 1.20 crore people. Then, there are other colonies also which are due for
redevelopment. So, Delhi is not only a city which is growing in population and
in economic strength but it is also virtually being rebuilt.

Sir, my previous generation came here after 1947. They did the initial
buildings. Today we have the privilege of sitting in the new Parliament Building.
There are many projects that have come up like Central Vista, Bharat
Mandapam, Yashobhoomi, and if you see all around there is redevelopment
taking place at a massive scale.

Sir, my colleague and friend Shri Ramesh Bidhuri ji wanted the cut off
date to be raised from 2014 to 2022, if | heard him correctly. | would just like to
tell him that this Bill specifically seeks extension for the next three years. This
extension will give us the time cushion and the flexibility to have wide-ranging
consultations on policy matters and guidance on orderly development of the
unauthorized colonies. | think my answer is intended to encompass the specific
suggestion which has been made.

Sir, Shri Parvesh Sahib Singh Verma ji mentioned about the MPD-41. |

have already taken the liberty, in anticipation, of saying something. | have
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already responded to the points on DDA and the land pooling policy which he
mentioned. The Master Plan is at the stage of consultation, and | would say is
at the stage of finalization now. We have made a lot of progress in formulating
this policy, and we will see that ‘substantial benefits’ — | am choosing my words
carefully — will accrue to the citizens of Delhi, all the stakeholders, who are
there, the kisan bhais who own the land and all others.

CENTRAL GOODS AND SERVICES TAX (SECOND AMENDMENT)
BILL, 2023"

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS

(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, | rise to move
“That the Bill further to amend the Central Goods and Services Tax
Act, 2017, be taken into consideration.”

Sir, thank you for giving me this opportunity. | will just put the context in
which this amendment is coming in.

As you know, GST subsumed 17 taxes and 13 cesses. It sort of bridged
all the States and enabled trade. The number of taxpayers registered under
GST has almost doubled to 1.04 crores. | am quoting June 2023 figures. When
it started in 2017, we had only 67.83 lakh taxpayers under GST. So, GST is
actually bringing in a lot of advantage to the economy. The tax incidence under
GST has also been lower to what it was before GST was introduced. Some of
the best features which | can highlight are that the RBI Report itself, while
talking about the State finances as of January 2023, acknowledges that the
North-Eastern States have been the biggest beneficiaries in the GST regime
and they have recorded a compound annual GST revenue growth rate of 27.5
percentage since the implementation of GST as against 14.8 percentage for all

States. Almost all the GST Council’s decisions have been through consensus.

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So, this being the main feature, the need for the current amendment is
something which | would like to highlight.

Section 109 of the Central Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017, that is,
the CGST Act, provides for constitution of the GST Appellate Tribunal. The
qualifications, the appointments, and the terms of conditions for service of the
President of the Appellate Tribunal and the judicial and technical members are
specified in Section 110 of the Act. Under the GST law, the adjudicating orders
are passed by the GST officers themselves from the Centre and from the State
depending on the jurisdictions allocated. While appeals against the orders
passed by the adjudicating officers lie with the first appellate authority, who is
an officer within the tax administration itself belonging to the respective Central
and the State tax offices, the second appeal against the order of the first
appellate authority under the Centre as well as the State tax administration lies
with the GSTAT, which is, the GST Appellate Tribunal. The Appellate Tribunal
is the first forum at which the GST litigation process itself converges within the
State, which means, the appellate orders passed by the Centre and the State
GST officers become a part of the same appellate forum.

Earlier, in 2019, as regards the GST Appellate Tribunal, benches were
notified. We went ahead by notifying the benches but the same was
challenged in the High Courts. In its order dated, 20" September, 2019, in the
Writ Petition of 2018 in the case of Revenue Bar Association vs. the Union of

India, hon. High Court of Madras held as follows:
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“The number of expert members, therefore, cannot exceed the

number of the judicial members on the bench.”

The High Court of Madras struck down Sections 109 and 110 of the
CGST Act, 2017. Now, there was a parallel development which | draw your
attention to. In August 2021, the Tribunal Reforms Act, 2021 was enacted by
which the qualification and the selection process was standardised for all
tribunals. By that time, there was no GST tribunal but as | said, it was a parallel
development. In August 2021, the Tribunal Reforms Act was enacted by which
the qualification and the selection process itself was standardised for various
tribunals.

Given these developments, in its 42™ meeting held on 28 and 29 June,
2022 in Chandigarh, the GST Council discussed the changes required in
provisions pertaining to the GST Appellate Tribunal in the GST laws so that it
can be brought in conformity with the judgements of the court and in relation to
the various aspects concerning all the Tribunals. So, in that meeting, the
Council had decided to constitute a GoM to look into the issues involved, which
was constituted on 6" July 2022.

The Report of the GoM was placed before the GST Council in its 49"
meeting dated 18" February, 2023 and post approval of the GST Council the
CGST Act was amended by the Finance Act of 2023 wherein Sections 109 and
110 of the said Act were amended. As amended by the Finance Act, 2023, the
GST Appellate Tribunal shall contain one Principal Bench and various State

Benches, which are to be notified. The Principal Bench will be or shall be
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located in New Delhi and shall have one President, a Judicial Member, a
Technical Member, a Technical Member that is belonging to the Centre, and a
Technical Member of a State. The State Benches shall have two Judicial
Members, a Technical Member of Centre and a Technical Member of a State.
State Benches have also been already notified as of 14" September, 2023.
The qualifications of the President and Members are also clearly notified.

Thereafter, it was brought to the notice, and this is the important part of
why this Amendment is coming through. | have just set the background. The
reason why this Amendment is coming through is because it was brought to
the notice of the Ministry by the hon. Chief Justice of India in his administrative
site through the Registrar of the Court that the following aspects of the service
terms were not in consonance with the provisions of the Tribunal Reforms Act
of 2021.

| will again try to draw the attention of the hon. Members that the GST
Appellate Tribunal is developing on its own parallelly to all the other Tribunals
Amendment Acts, which have happened and now by drawing the attention of
the Ministry, the hon. Chief Justice of India in his administrative capacity is
trying to align the two. Therefore, one of the points on which the Chief Justice
of India drew our attention is that the maximum age limit for the post of the
President of the Appellate Tribunal and Members is 67 and 65 years in the
CGST Act, which we had cleared under the Tribunal Reforms Act 2021. Under
the Tribunal Reforms Act 2021, it is 70 and 67 years respectively whereas

what we brought in the CGST Amendment was 67 and 65 years.
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The second point on which Amendment became necessary is that the
CGST did not have a provision relating to the eligibility of an Advocate with a
standing of 10 years at the Bar for appointment as Judicial Member whereas
the same is available in the Tribunal Reforms Act. Therefore, these two were
taken up in the Council, and they were approved by the GST Council. Under
the Tribunal Reforms Act, the Advocate with a standing of 10 years at the Bar
is eligible to be appointed as a Judicial Member.

So, these two particular concerns and specific points, which the hon.
Chief Justice of India highlighted were again placed before the GST Council in
its 52" meeting held on 7" October, 2023.

And the amendments to section 110 of the CGST Act aligning the
provisions with the Tribunal Reforms Act were approved by the Council. So,
accordingly, the CGST Second (Amendment) Bill which is what is now before
us was introduced in Parliament on 13" December, 2023, bringing the
provisions of sections 109 and 110 of the CGST Act in line with the provisions
of the Tribunal Reforms Act, 2021. Once this hon. House passes this
Amendment Bill, the process of selection of the President and the Members
would be initiated. The hon. Chief Justice of India has already consented to
chair the Search-cum-Selection Committee and has nominated a Senior
Judge, Justice Sanjiv Khanna, to chair the Search-cum-Selection Committee
for selection of members both judicial and Member (Technical) which is the
Centre’s Member (Technical). So, this Bill, therefore, is before us and | humbly

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SHRIMATI SARMISTHA SETHI (JAJPUR): Sir, thank you for giving me the
opportunity to speak on the important Bill, that is the Central Goods and
Services Tax (Second Amendment) Bill, 2023. On behalf of Biju Janta Dal, |
rise to support the Bill.

In the last six years, the GST ensured compliance simplification with
uniform processes across the country. But more needs to be done. | will take
this opportunity to highlight some of the concerns. Odisha Government under
the visionary leadership of the hon. Chief Minister Shri Naveen Patnaik ji has
already taken simplification measures pertaining to the State Government. The
State Cabinet has approved Odisha Goods and Services Tax (Amendment)
Bill, 2023 that simplifies the provisions and provides certain facilities to
taxpayers and tax authorities in the State. Provision has also been made for
the GST Appellate Tribunal for hearing appeals against the orders passed by
the Appellate Authority. Subsequently, Odisha has registered a phenomenal
growth rate of 100.77 per cent in the State GST collection in November this
year from November last year.

Coming back to the issues that | want to raise, full compensation to the
States for loss of revenue on account of GST implementation is getting
delayed unduly. State revenues have taken a drastic fall due to the pandemic. |
urge upon the Government to release the pending GST compensation to
States on time.

The Centre’s November 2021 notification to increase the Goods and

Services Tax (GST) on several textiles and apparels from 5 per cent to 12 per
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cent for items with the value slab of above Rs.1000 is a big blow to the
handloom sector. The handloom and crafts sector is under severe distress as
the average handloom household income is only Rs. 3,042 per month. | would
request through you, Sir, for a consideration to the proposal of flat five per cent
GST on all textile and apparel products.

The GST Council has imposed a 28 per cent GST on the full face value
of bets placed on online gaming, as opposed to gross gaming revenue. The
decision was implemented from 1% October 2023, with a review after six
months. A consequence of the GST Council’s decision is the need to decide
whether the amendment is clarificatory and, therefore, has a retrospective
application, or whether it should be made effective only after 1 October 2023.
This is important for estimating past period liabilities. Hence, a clarification is
needed.

India needs to simplify its tax regime to ease the compliance burden on
small and medium businesses. Simplifying tax rates would add to the MSMEs,
make imports competitive and improve export prospects. GST on kendu leaves
has been increased from five per cent to 18 per cent. Central tax on kendu
leaf was earlier zero. The Central Government should place this matter in the
GST Council and revise the rate to five per cent. Hon. Chief Minister of Odisha
Shri Naveen Patnaik on Wednesday announced a special package for the
welfare of eight lakh kendu leaf pluckers and other persons engaged in the
trade. Through you, | request the Central Government to reduce GST on

kendu leaves from 18 per cent to five per cent.
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Our Public Accounts Committee in one of their reports have asked the
Centre to provide GST exemption for imported pharmaceutical products used
by hospitals and research organizations. The committee observed that the
issue of frequent notifications and then repeated clarifications is indicative of
lack of clarity and coordination. The committee has recommended that the Tax
Research Unit may ensure that notifications include examples for clarity and
court cases. | request that the recommendations of the Committee may be
implemented.

In conclusion it is vital to prioritise areas where immediate reforms are

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SHRI LAVU SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Thank you,
Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak on this important Bill.

| appreciate the Minister for setting up of the Appellate Tribunal.
Everything is moving in the positive direction. When we need justice, we need
to have another set of Bench where we can go and represent our case. So, |
appreciate the Minister for coming up with this Bill. But | have one issue in this
regard.

It is with regard to the age limit that has been prescribed for both the
President and the Members and there is a provision in the Bill wherein retired
judges can actually be inducted in. My request from my Party side is that this
should not be a place where again retired judges will come and settle in this
Tribunal. It should not be a retired home for them. | hope the Minister and the
Government will take care of this.

Coming to the GST, | enquired with a lot of MSMEs about the issues that
they are facing with the GST. They said they are doing amazingly well. The
GST collection has grown exponentially and it has been disbursed to the State
Government very well. It has helped a lot of MSMEs, mostly the ones which
are moving from offline to online. They have done exceedingly well in the last
6-7 years. But here also, there are a few issues that need to be addressed
mainly with respect to the MSMEs that are actually working with the
Government. When | enquired these MSMEs about how they are doing, they

said they are doing very well when they are doing transactions with the private

players. But when they are doing business-to-business transactions with the
Government or with PSUs, that is where most of them are facing problems.

The first problem which they expressed was that they are not able to file
returns. When | enquired why they are not able to file the returns, the bill
amount and the GST amount in most of the cases are delayed by the PSUs or
the Central Government or the State Governments. Even after executing the
contract or even after completion of the work, they are not able to get this bill
amount and the GST amounts and because of this, they are not able to file the
returns. As they are not able to file the returns, they are not able to pay the
GST on time. What is happening here? The Government is getting the work
done either by the Central Government or the State Government or the PSUs.
But instead of paying the vendor or whoever has done the work, they are
delaying it. The Bills are being delayed. They are not able to file the returns.
Once they do not file the return and get delayed, there is a huge interest
almost of 18 per cent that is being levied on these MSMEs.

This is the issue that MSMEs have raised with me. Firstly, this 18 per
cent is not being paid by the PSUs. Secondly, 18 per cent interest is also being
levied as penalty on them, which itself is very high. This has been there when
service sector regime was there. At that time, the MSMEs were getting around
15 per cent PLR from the banks. At that time, you put it around 18 per cent.

Now, when you look at the PLR which the MSMEs are getting from the
banks, it is hovering around 10 per cent. The Government has done

exceedingly well to bring it down to make the MSMEs more competitive across
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the world. But still the penalty is being levied at 18 per cent. So, | request the
Ministry to see if the penalty can be reduced. It is not due to the MSMEs, it is
due to the PSUs which are not paying them. The delay is happening due to
this and huge fines are being levied upon them because of that. So, the
Ministry can look into it. There is a provision of decreasing it.

When you are doing business to business transactions, the main
concern of the MSMEs is that they have issues with cash flows. Why have they
issues with cash flows? They have to pay 18 per cent GST plus 10 per cent
TDS. You return this 10 per cent TDS after one year. So, on the day it starts
the business, 28 per cent is paid to the Government. It has to wait for one year
for this to be realised. So, this can be looked into by the Ministry and you can
come up with a solution.

We are talking about ease of doing business. The Prime Minister is very
gung-ho about it. But we have a large number of slabs in GST. Almost eight
slabs are there. When you look at the countries like Singapore and others
which are more progressive, they have only two slabs. The Ministry can look
into it and bring it down. The maximum slab amount that is being levied upon is
almost to the tune of 18 per cent. | think the maximum slab should be reduced
to 12 per cent or 10 per cent, which most of the progressive countries are
doing. That will be a great thing. These things should be looked at in a positive
way. MSMEs are employing lakhs and lakhs of people in this country. We want
them to be very competitive across the world. It is for them we have come up

with PLI Scheme and all these things. If everything has to work and MSMEs
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have to be competitive across the world, | think these issues need to be sorted
out. | hope for a positive reply from the Miniter. Thank you very much.
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, | thank all the hon. Members who
have participated in the discussion. | appreciate that there is an overall
understanding of what the GST is trying to achieve. The glitches or the
difficulties which have been faced by many of the users of GST portal have
also been raised. The issue of the tax rates has also been raised. | will try to
address each of the primary concerns voiced by the Members.

| thank Dr. Nishikant Dubey for having given a comprehensive picture of
where the GST is today and from where it has reached here. Hon. Member
from Indore, Shri Lalwani ji, of course expressed his concern that only one
Tribunal has been announced for Bhopal in Madhya Pradesh. Every State is
going to get one plus one Tribunal. The second one can be or may be or will
be located in Indore, which is the commercial centre. That, of course, is a
decision based on the inputs given in the GST Council by the State officials as
well. | understand his concern on that.

There was a point mentioned by Shrimati Sarmistha Sethi. | do not know
if she is here now. She asked for a reduction in the GST rate for tendu leaves.

This topic on the GST rates for tendu leaves has been discussed, if |
remember correctly, more than once in the GST Council. | think, since 2017
itself this has been a subject of discussion. In my tenure, this has been
discussed twice. There is no unanimity of views and, therefore, we are not

able to arrive at any decision which Odisha might like. So, the matter on tendu
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leaves lies there but it is not because the GST Council did not take it up for
discussion. It was taken up but no unanimity has been arrived.

Member Sethi also raised the issue of taxation on online gaming with
prospective effect and said if there is a need for a clarificatory exercise, it
should be done. A clarification on that levy was issued and according to that 28
per cent is the tax. Whom it will apply to and on whom will the incidence fall
has been clearly explained. But, about this particular point on valuation rules, |
would like to put on record that the valuation rules to exclude winnings are
prospective. So, | hope there is no confusion on that.

The Member from Shiv Sena, Dhairyasheel Mane ji, spoke about the
cases which are pending in High Courts and the Supreme Court. Now we are
bringing in a legislation with amendments for setting up of the GST Appellate
Tribunal and this particular amendment, of course, is looking at the age limits
so that it will be in alignment of the rest of the tribunals. | would like to inform
the hon. Member that the taxpayer is at his will or liberty to withdraw from the
High Court or the Supreme Court and go to the Tribunal which is getting set up
so that his case can be speeded up. Now there is a new Bench which is
established in the States and the Appellate Tribunal which is in Delhi. So, it is
well within the rights of the taxpayer who can take it up or withdraw.

Sir, the hon. Member from Andhra Pradesh had raised quite a few
issues on the GST and the fact that there are eight slabs along with the penalty
levied on MSMEs and so on. Sir, first of all, on rate rationalisation, there is a

GoM which is formed within the GST. It has had a few sittings but because the
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Chairman of the Committee was the former Chief Minister of Karnataka and
now there is a change of Government in Karnataka, the name of the
Committee’s Chairman will also have to be relooked at. The Committee needs
to be reconstituted and so on. So, that work of rate rationalisation is a larger
exercise which is undertaken by the GoM.

On the issue being faced by MSMEs, the GST Council at the State level
and the GST per se at the Central level also interacts with various MSME
groups. They have had quite a few issues with which the Council’'s team have
sat through and addressed their issues. The issue of PSUs not paying the
MSMEs and as a result they themselves will have to pay the tax on an amount
which is not received has been, | think, to a large extent about the Central
PSUs and it has been addressed. | personally involved myself in saying that
PSUs cannot delay payment beyond 45 days. It was mentioned during one of
my Budget Speeches after which we have followed it up with the PSUs. Once
when there was a fairly unbelievable number floating around in the public
domain about the total amount which is pending from PSUs for MSMEs, | was
perturbed. | went back and checked it up. This understanding that PSU
means Central may not always be correct.

Yes, there are Central PSUs which owe money to the MSMEs. All of us,
the Ministers, are very keenly observing them to see that the delay should not
be beyond 45 days, and the Central PSUs largely now go by that
understanding. However, | do not have the authority to speak about State

PSUs. It is not a secret that State PSUs owe a large amount to the MSMEs
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and the problem, therefore, remains for the MSMEs. But it is outside my realm.
It is very much in the realm of the States where the same concern for MSMEs
should be understood by the State Governments, and they should quickly clear
the Bills. | would like to inform the hon. Member that in this Budget, which was
read out on the 1% February, 2023, we made it a point to say that large
companies cannot benefit from claiming those fiscal incentives and other
incentives which are given to them, without paying the dues to the MSMEs. As
they would normally show it as an expenditure, the expenditure which is going
as payments to the MSMEs, and as a result, that expenditure should not be
taxed. It is the common-sense understanding. But you have not paid them the
dues. And, without paying them if any company shows it as an expenditure, it
cannot draw the claims for having spent that money when actually it has not
spent it and paid the dues to the MSMEs. So, we brought that change in this
particular Budget so that these advantages which accrue to the larger
companies, without actually paying to the smaller companies, should not
accrue till actually they make the payment whichever fiscal year it may be. So,
we have been fairly sensitive to the needs of the MSMEs. | am quite happy to
hear more about it. When | was recently in Vijayawada, the hon. Member met
me with a delegation and also gave me a lot of representations. We will take
that on board. So, that being my reply to all the hon. Members who spoke
about it, | am very grateful and seek the cooperation of the House to pass this

amendment.

PROVISIONAL COLLECTION OF TAXES BILL, 2023

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS

(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, | rise to move"

period of provisions in Bills relating to the imposition or increase of

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Thank you, Sir. | will briefly highlight the
need for a Bill of this nature. Article 265 of the Constitution provides that no tax
shall be levied or collected except by the authority of law. What this Bill seeks
to obtain is this authority from the Parliament to provisionally levy and collect
the newly imposed or increased duty of the customs and excise for 75 days. |
will briefly give you the background.

The Provisional Collection of Taxes Bill, 2023 which is before us
proposes to replace the erstwhile Provisional Collection of Taxes Act, 1931
with just minor changes which are technical in nature. This law is in existence
from 1931. We have just made minor changes and we are here, therefore, not

with a new law but with a mildly amended existing law.

= Moved with the recommendation of the President.
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The provision of the Bill empowers collection provisionally — | underline
the word ‘provisionally’ — during the period between the introduction and the
enactment of the Bill the increased Customs or Central Excise Duty where
such duty rate is increased beyond the statutory rate approved by the
Parliament or where such duty is newly imposed. So, if we are bringing in
something which has to be implemented from a particular date, this Provisional
Collection of Taxes Act, which exists from 1931, is the one which gets invoked.
This Bill confines this interim period to 75 days, and where the Bill is not
enacted within 75 days or is enacted with amendments, the provisionally
collected taxes are to be refunded. So, | would like to make it very clear that
the amendments to this or rates increased by the invocation of this particular
Provisional Collection of Taxes Act, 1931 is valid only upto 75 days within
which | need to make sure that it gets the approval of the Parliament. If it does
not get the approval of the Parliament, then the amount collected will be
refunded.

| already said that Article 265 of the Constitution provides that no taxes
can be levied or collected except by the authority of law. So, if | do not have a
law within 75 days, the amount collected becomes not valid and, therefore, it
has to be repaid.

Why do we then at all need to collect temporarily? Why do we want to
provisionally collect it and run the risk that if we do not pass the Bill, we will
have to pay the refund back? Why do we want to do it? This provision is

required for reasons such as to provide tariff protection to domestic industry on
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immediate basis. Sometimes you will have to bring it immediately, and not wait
for 75 days or not wait for the Session to conclude, pass the Bill and so on. So,
you want immediate relief to be given. When the prices are going up, you need
to moderate it, avoid speculation in the market and also for revenue
considerations.

This is not required in the Income-Tax. It is only required for the Indirect
Taxes. In the case of Income-Tax, changes are made in the Finance Bill for the
next Financial Year. So, on 1% February, | might bring in the Budget, and will
announce it. But it gets effective only from 1% April. So, for the next Financial
Year is when changes are made. Therefore, the power to collect tax
provisionally is not required for income-tax. In the case of GST, all the rate
changes are first of all carried out only based on recommendations of the GST
Council. So, it gets decided in the Council, and then it comes here for the
Central Government to pass it as a part of either Finance Bill or otherwise. On
the recommendations of the GST Council the effective date of change of rate
is also decided, and then it is synchronized between the Centre and the
States. That is the case for the GST. Hence, the power to collect tax
provisionally is not required for the GST. It is only, therefore, for the Customs
and Excise Duties that we need it. So, | appeal to the House that this
temporary provision which gives me the provisional power to collect taxes
subject to the House passing the Bill continues with it, and if it does not within
75 days, | can pay back, helps me to stabilize the prices in the market, helps

me to ensure that there are no speculations in the market, and above all helps

DR. BEESETTI VENKATA SATYAVATHI (ANAKAPALLE): Thank you,
Chairperson Madam. | stand here to support the Provisional Collection of
Taxes Bill, 2023 on behalf of the YSR Congress Party.

Before | speak in support of the Bill, | would also like to take this
opportunity to talk about some of the ongoing issues regarding taxation and
collection of taxes and provide some suggestions regarding the same.

The first point is regarding the remarkable surge in Centre’s tax revenue
collection and the need for its strategic allocation. | would like to highlight that
in 2022, the Central Government has observed an extraordinary 303 per cent
surge in tax revenue over the past 12 years, escalating from Rs. 6.2 lakh crore
in the financial year 2010 to Rs. 25.2 crore in the financial year 2022.

The second point is regarding high tax burden on middle class. In the
current context, the middle-class population in our country would welcome a

reduction in the tax burden. Presently, the rich constitute a small proportion,
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and the majority of India’s population remains tax exempt, leaving the middle-
income group with a substantial tax burden and limited returns.

The third point is regarding enhancing the Public Provident Fund. The
unchanged interest rate of the Public Provident Fund, PPF, demands
immediate attention, having remained at 7.1 per cent since April 2020, falling
short of the 7.9 per cent recommended by the Reserve Bank of India, RBI.

Another point is regarding expanding the tax base for inclusive growth.
The increase in population has led to a growth in the workforce. However, the
income tax base has not seen a corresponding expansion, necessitating
attention. While the absolute number of Income Tax Return filers in India has
risen, a closer examination of the data from the Ministry of Finance in Lok
Sabha for financial year 2023 reveals a comparatively lower number of
individuals who have actually paid income tax, especially when compared to
the figures from financial year 2020. To achieve this inclusive growth, the
Government should consider reducing tax rates by broadening the tax net. A
scenario where a larger population files Income Tax Returns and contributes to
income tax payments could lead to a more prosperous country and a more
even distribution of the tax burden among assesses.

This, in turn, could result in substantial reductions in tax rates providing
individuals with more disposable income for spending and contributing to the
accelerated growth of the economy. Taking steps to effectively harness this

workforce can contribute significantly to the GDP.
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Though the hon. Finance Minister expressed her commitment to
addressing the challenges faced by the middle-class while presenting the
Budget 2023-2024, significant tax burdens persist among the population. So, in
conclusion, from YSR Congress Party under the dynamic leadership of our
hon. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Shri Y. S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu, |
appeal to the Ministry to consider implementing the suggestions from our Party
as | had presented today as these reforms will undoubtedly contribute to the
further growth of our economy.

DR. TALARI RANGAIAH (ANANTAPUR): Sir, given that existing criminal laws
were historically used to enable India’s colonisation, the primary step in
revitalising and modernising our criminal justice system is critical. At that time,
these laws were used to terrorise people and stifle the dissenting voices, but
they no longer represent the current dynamics and aspirations of the Indian
society. The adoption of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita represents a significant
shift from the India Penal Code (IPC) 1860 to create a more unified, equitable,
responsive legal framework that aligns the current concerns and growing
societal standards. The Bill is a progressive and cohesive replacement for the
outdated Indian Penal Code, harmonising with modern context and addressing
newer challenges. It is sensitive to today’s serious challenges: the likes of
terrorism, mob lynching and cybercrimes, the areas that have remained
underserved by the IPC’s outmoded provisions. Additionally, it is expanding
the ambit of ‘terrorist acts’ to the offences committed against the State and its
citizens perpetrated outside of India to provide the Government with legal
mechanisms it needs to combat the situations like Khalistani vandalism at
Indian High Commission in London last year, strengthening India’'s defence

system against the activities that jeopardise its core interests and citizen’s well-
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being. Seeking to fill in the legal loopholes while strengthening the legal
system against these rising threats, the Bill ensures that it stays unified and
relevant in the face of changing criminal dynamics. This legislative change is a
key and cohesive step towards establishing a judicial system that is adaptable,
just, and capable of protecting every citizen’s rights and security.

Sir, justice delayed is justice denied but justice hasty is justice
miscarried. | recall the words of jurist Domitius Ulpian, who emphasised that
justice is the perpetual will to allocate to every individual his or her due. This
legislation, heralding a new era of legal system, stands as a testament of our
commitment to uphold the justice while embracing the necessary reforms.

This transformative Bill includes several pivotal reforms crucial for the
modernization of our criminal justice framework. Its provisions echo a collective
desire to ensure fairness, expediency, and the safeguarding of individual
rights. From the expansion of electronic modes in legal proceedings to the
emphasis on forensic investigation for severe offences, the Bill resonates with
the ethos of progress. However, as we aim for a more equitable and efficient
justice system, it is crucial to consider the diverse socio-cultural dynamics
across our nation. The Government of Andhra Pradesh urges for provisions
addressing regional nuances. Flexibility in implementation could better
accommodate the unique challenges faced by different States, ensuring
effective and equitable application across diverse landscapes. While
acknowledging the positive strides made in this Bill, it is essential to advocate

for measures ensuring compensation and redressal for individuals wrongfully
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detained or accused. The inclusion of such provisions would safeguard against
potential injustice and reaffirm our commitment to a fair and just legal system.
With regard to improved witness protection measures, the provision for audio-
video recording of witness testimonies potentially enhances witness protection
and augments the accuracy of recorded statements. The option of recording
witness testimonies by audio-video electronic means at designated locations
introduces modern methods for maintaining accurate legal records.

Setting of specific timelines for crucial legal procedures, such as
submitting medical reports in rape cases within seven days under clause 184,
delivering judgments within 30 days to 60 days after completing arguments,
and informing victims of investigation progress within 90 days, ensures
expeditious justice delivery. The Bill expands the scope of medical
examinations for accused individuals by allowing any police officer to request
such examinations. This ensures timely and appropriate medical attention,
especially in cases involving sensitive issues like rape.

The coexistence of the old and new legal frameworks may lead to
confusion and inconsistency in legal application. Ambiguity in some clauses
like shifting the burden of proof in specific cases requires further clarification to
avoid misinterpretations and their potential misuse. Judges and lawyers need
adequate training to effectively implement the new procedures and interpret
the law accurately. The Government should make provisions for holistic
support services to victims of crime, including counselling, financial assistance,

and access to medical care more effective and introduce various other
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measures to protect witnesses from intimidation and retaliation, including
physical security, witness anonymity programs, and relocation support. Provide
avenues for victims to participate in the legal process and advocate for their
rights and interests. The Bharatiya Sakshya (Second) Bill makes some
essential changes to the original Act and successfully fulfils many of the
Ministry's objectives. Most notably, it widens the ambit of electronic records
admissible as evidence and removes certain colonial references from the initial
Act.

There is a high rate of case dismissals due to lack of evidence. In 2021,
Government data brought to light alarming statistics, revealing that 7.5 lakh
police cases are closed annually in India due to lack of evidence. This
concerning trend is observed nationwide and has consistently increased since
2016 when the National Crime Records Bureau began documenting such
cases under the category of "True, but Insufficient Evidence” or “Untraced” or
“No Clue" in its crime records in India. Given the Home Ministry's expressed
commitment to achieving an enhanced conviction rate of up to 90 per cent and
fostering a citizen-friendly and efficient criminal justice system, the issue of
case dismissals due to insufficient evidence demands urgent attention and
intervention.

It is imperative to address this challenge. The report of the Bureau of
Police Research and Development indicates widespread vacancies across all
ranks including specialised investigation units like Crime Branch and a small

pool of forensic investigation and resources over the years. To enhance the
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effectiveness of police investigation and expedite case resolution, police
stations require additional forensic resources, well-trained personnel and
increased staffing in dedicated investigation wings. The Ministry must also
confront the long-standing issues of under-staffing within the premier
intelligence and investigation agencies. The chronic shortage of personnel in
the Central Bureau of Investigation has significantly hampered the agency’s
work, as, in October, 2023, there were 42 Superintendent of Police level
vacant positions out of 73 sanctioned posts marking the highest vacancy rate
among all the 17 police organisations. The Intelligence Bureau closely follows
with 32 vacancies of the same SP level. The SP level officers play a crucial
role in investigations as they supervise and are directly engaged with cases.
Studies indicate that high caseloads correlate not to just low conviction rates
and court delays but also the sub-standard evidence collection and analysis.
Therefore, addressing these staffing gaps and resource shortages is crucial for
enhancing the overall efficiency of law enforcement agencies.

The use of forensic techniques in evidence collection is crucial in
building strong cases specially in serious crimes like homicide, sexual assault
and burglary. Forensic science goes beyond the analysis of finger prints and,
as such, it actually provides the necessary tool for examining documents,
mobile phones, computers and audio, video footages. However, the
challenges of high case load, outdated equipment, shortage of experts,
deficiency in police training and implementation translate to rare uses of

forensic analysis as per several reports. The scarcity of evidence is a major
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reason for India’s low conviction rates for offences against human body
including murder, sexual assault, kidnapping and human trafficking. Even for
crimes against women, our national average conviction rate remains 25.3 per
cent according to the NCRB data. Currently, only 10 to 12 cases are referred
to forensic science labs. These labs are already overburdened with pending
cases. A study indicates that if cognisable offences are referred to the forensic
science laboratories, backlog of cases would increase eight-fold. The hon.
Home Minister recently announced that forensic investigation will be
mandatory for all offences with a punishment of over six years. There is,
however, a lack of resources in this regard. We are lagging behind global
standards in adopting modern forensic techniques in criminal investigation.
Developed countries have 20 to 50 forensic scientists for one lakh people,
while India has only one person for every three-lakh people. Approximately,
only 5000 forensic professionals are working across the country. Moreover,
the report claims that many police stations lack access to forensic technology.
This highlights the need of significant improvement by adopting the advanced
forensic methods to align with international standards. There is a significant
deficiency in specialised training. Although police undergo training
academically covering various subjects such as policing, criminal law,
weapons training, media etiquette and physical training, there is a notable gap
when it comes to forensic technology. Research indicates that one-third of civil
police personnel in India have never received training in forensic technology.

Experts have stressed on the importance of having personnel with expertise in
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forensic science involved in every step of criminal investigation. With these
suggestions, we support these three Bills. Thank you very much.

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH-WEST): Hon. Speaker, Sir, |
am grateful to you for giving me this opportunity. At the outset, | express my
wholehearted support to the Bills under consideration on behalf of Shiv Sena
party.

Sir, it has been a priority of the Government to curb the crimes, which
are increasing day by day all over India. The crime-mongers are not afraid of
police action or law courts since they know well that they would not be
punished soon for their crimes or unlawful activities. There are a total of 806
districts in 28 States and eight Union Territories. To deal with crime and civil
cases, 672 district courts and 25 higher courts have been established, which
are working effectively.

Sir, though the total sanctioned strength of judges in the country is 1443,
only 785 judges have been appointed. Thus, 658 posts of judges are lying
vacant.

This has resulted in a large number of pending cases, say,
approximately five lakh plus all over India. The total number of cases pending
for more than 30 years is 1,69,000, and 4.3 crore in High Courts throughout
India. Considering the large number of pending cases in the courts, top priority
should be given to fill up the vacancies of judges. Not only this, it is also
necessary to increase the number of courts and judges. This only can have a

deterrent effect on the crimes and criminals. The citizens who are awaiting
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justice in their years-long cases will be happy to get final verdict in the court
within a reasonable time.

The Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha (Second) Sanhita, 2023 now includes a
new section 530(ii) as part of our commitment to creating a digital India. As per
this section, trial and proceedings under this Code may be held in an electronic
mode by use of electronic communication or use of audio-video electronic
means.

An FIR plays a vital role in initiating criminal proceedings and taking the
guilty party to the court. Despite multiple attempts to streamline the process, a
hurdle still persists in the form of delay in lodging an FIR. The Code of Criminal
Procedure, CrPC’s Section 154 is set to undergo an important modification
through the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha (Second) Sanhita. The modification
would add Section 173 which states that an FIR for a cognizable offence can
be filed through electronic means irrespective of the area where the offence
occurs. Also, this is different from the process of uploading the FIR online by
police which pertains to making a traditionally filed FIR available in digital form.
Under this section, the police officer is mandated to electronically record the
information on being signed within three days by the person giving it.

The Bharatiya Nyaya (Second) Sanhita also mandates promptly
delivering free of cost a copy of the recorded information to the informant or to
the victim as per clause 173(2) of the Bill. This approach enables citizens to
report crimes or provide information via electronic means rather than resorting

to in person visit to police station which might not be feasible due to security
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reasons or any other issue. Additionally, this may also reduce the hesitation
shown by the police officer to lodge an FIR because of its highly transparent
nature. Now, the Bill proposes the use of digital technology in eliminating
human errors or mischief, and reduces the risk of corruption within the Police
Force.

These collective efforts aim to modernise and streamline the FIR
registration process.

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SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): Sir, you had asked a very
pertinent question how much time has flown after the IPC, CrPC and the Indian
Evidence Act came into existence. | was just making a calculation. The IPC is
163 years old. The Indian Evidence Act is 130 years old. If we calculate and
consider 1972 when the promulgation of CrPC was done, though it was there
earlier, it is already 51 years old. All these three Acts which are going to be
repealed today are the Acts of 19" century and 20" century. We are in the 21"
century.

| would say, four months ago after the first introduction of three new
pieces of legislation to overhaul the criminal justice system, the hon. Minister
for Home Affairs placed it before us, he revised it last week. The new criminal
code makes some crucial changes. The Bills for the first time bring terrorism,
corruption, and organised crime under the ambit of ordinary criminal law. There
were special laws earlier but now it has come into the ordinary criminal law.
These aspects were reserved for stringent special legislation since they upend
the general protection by reversing the burden of proof on the accused as per
French jurisprudence to restrict bail. At the time of introduction, the
Government had told us that three provisions of IPC, that is, sedition,
criminalisation of homosexuality, and adultery had been repealed. Fine print
shows rajdroh has been changed to deshdroh. The narrative has been doing
the rounds for quite some time that the Indian criminal justice system is not
delivering. Victims of crime are often helpless. The cases are dragging

endlessly and courts are getting choked. These are the four major issues
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which actually were perturbing us for quite some time. All this is being caused,
it is said, because of colonial laws that somehow do not fit with Indian
traditions, Indian customs.

The magnificent edifice of the democratic structure today in India rests
on the rule of law. As it is always said, as the civilisation progressed, the
society formed a ruler or created a raja but the raja has to perform his duty
through law. It is not actually the raja who protects the subjects. It is the law
which protects the subjects. That is the reason why we look up to our
Constitution with great hope and admiration because it is not the Prime
Ministers or the Chief Justices who give justice. They do not give us justice. It
is the law which protects every citizen of this country. It may be said the State
does not protect the citizens. It is the law that protects the citizens. The law is
supreme. The three Bills that are before us today are replacing laws of 19" and
20" century. The question is whether they reflect current norms of criminal
jurisprudence.

Numerous facets of the Indian criminal justice system predate our
independence from the British.

The IPC was modelled after the Irish Penal Code made by English rulers
that came into effect in 1860 though the Commission was formulated in 1838
and took 20 years to frame the provisions of the Penal Code. Subsequently, it
got implemented in Ireland, but in India it got implemented in 1860. The CrPC
was enacted in 1861 and revised in 1973, which establishes the rules for

criminal proceedings. In 1872, the Indian Evidence Act modelled as per the
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British jurisprudence was passed. Since 1872 this has not undergone any
significant changes. Now, it is going to be changed with the approval of this
House.

Invariably, there had been some talk in media and also outside that how
can we pronounce these Hindi versions of the law -- Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita.
As Indians are very innovative, they have already found a way out. Instead of
saying Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita the lawyers are also saying BNS. So, in that
respect, that is not an issue in some quarters where they have a tendency not
to utter Hindi names or Indian names.

BNS is primarily going to be a primary legislation governing criminal
offences. This Bill preserves several sections of IPC. Additional changes
include the implementation of new laws targeting organised crime and
terrorism; strengthening of punishment for certain existing offences is made
and it introduces community service as a form of punishment for some minor
offences. Importantly, excluded from consideration are specific violations under
IPC that have been invalidated or modified by judicial rulings. These include
acts of adultery and same-sex intercourse that is stipulated in section 377.
BNS will have 365 sections instead of 511 sections. 175 sections have been
changed, eight new sections have been added and 27 sections have been
repealed.

Now, | would come to three or four specific sections of Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita (BNS). Now, IPC section 124A, that is sedition, says: “... words, either

spoken or written, or by signs attempts to bring into hatred or contempt, or
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excites or attempts to excite disaffection towards the Government established
by law ...” be punished. This is the sum total as sedition has been described,
and a large number of freedom fighters including my parents were all
imprisoned because of this section and went behind bars for months and years
together.

But section 150 of the BNS, 2023 says and | quote: “... or by electronic
communication or by use of financial means, excites or attempts to excite
secession or armed rebellion or subversive activities, or encourages feelings of
separatist activities or endangers sovereignty or unity and integrity of India be
punished”. Instead of Government, as | said earlier, established by law, the
new section says ‘endangers sovereignty or unity and integrity of India’. This is
a very welcome step.

But | still find some loopholes, which need to be plugged. Instead of
making incitement to violence or disruption to public order a condition
precedent to invoke the charges, the proposed section 150 continues to
criminalise any act that excites or attempts to excite secessionist activities or
encourages feelings of separatist activities. Furthermore, it penalises a person
who indulges in or commits any such act thereby giving the law enforcement
agencies a greater discretion to decide what can be brought within the fold of
an ‘act’ endangering sovereignty, unity and integrity of India for slapping the
charges.

This discrimination needs to be looked into. This bill gives a wide

spectrum of discretion to the enforcing agencies.
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Thirdly, the term ‘separatist activities’ can be interpreted in several ways
and can be used as a political tool to curb opposition parties to organise
protests against any of the policies tabled by the Government.

Section 153 (b) of IPC has been recast as clause 195 of BNS with an
addition where 195 (1) sub-clause (b) criminalises the making or publication of
false and misleading information jeopardising the sovereignty, unity, integrity or
security of India. The phrasing of clause 195 (1)(d) raises three potential
causes for concern. ‘False and misleading’ and ‘jeopardising’ are the two
words that render the clause very vague. There needs to be clarity. It leads to
multiple interpretation. Similarly, the word ‘jeopardises’ can cover a wide
unforeseeable range of consequences. Why do you leave all this in the hands
of decision makers? It should be noted that the criminal law does indeed deal
with the matter of determining what constitutes false information. It also does in
other situations such as making a false statement under oath or providing
fraudulent evidence, but in this clause, due to subjective nature of determining
truth or falsehood, despite the need to control the mass dissemination of
misleading information, it will become very challenging.

Another issue which has been incorporated in BNS is the ‘organised
crime’. Clauses 109 and 110 have been introduced effectively to deal with
organised crime. Clause 109 borrows heavily from the existing State
legislations in organised crime, especially from Gujarat and Maharashtra. That
is also necessary. Clause 110 creates a separate category of ‘petty organised

crime’ from ‘organised crime’ for the first time. IPC section 120 (a) deals with
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criminal conspiracy where two or more persons agree to commit a crime.
There are two things, ‘gang criminality’ and ‘racketeering’, that have not been
defined, so are ‘anchor points’. There is a word ‘anchor points’ that | fail to
understand. There is no distinction between the commission of an offence and
its attempt. It has to be looked into.

Then the concept of community service is not there in IPC. This is a
welcome step but BNS does not define what community service will entail and
how it will be administered. On mob lynching, clause 101, sub-clause (2) and
clause 115, sub-clause (4) introduce a new provision against the heinous
crime of mob lynching without specifically using the term. Section 352 of IPC is
applied for murder. It says, “whoever commits murder shall be punished with
death”. In BNS, there is a phrase, “personal belief or any other ground which is
without any definitional clarity”. Therefore, it is quite dangerous. On abortion,
section 132 of IPC is there. Unfortunately, except for moving the provision from
section 312 up to 316 and from clause 86 to 90, no significant changes have
been made. BNS does not even bother to change arcane terms such as ‘quick
with child’ with an appropriate word.

There are certain other words also relating to a cart and relating to a
horse. All these things have been there that need to be removed because
those were the ideas of 19" century, and most of them have crept in here. It
repeats the language that was there in the 19" century. Medical and ethical
understanding of pregnancy and abortion has gone tremendous change in

today’s world. That could have been brought in this BNS.
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Now, coming to BNSS, this will replace CrPC 1973. The major issue
here is that audio-video recordings are now made in line with the increasing
use of technology, and for ensuring greater accountability and transparency in
police investigation. Courts have time and again emphasized the need for
utilization of audio-video recording. Clause 105 in BNSS is new which aims to
record search and seizures through “audio-video electronic’ means, preferably
by cell phone. Instead of Section 157 of CrPC, it is Clause 176 relating to
procedure for investigation. A proviso is added in the BNSS which was absent
in CrPC. However, Section 161 and Section 154 have been retained in Clause
180 and Clause 173 of BNSS. Sub-clause (3) mandates for videography of the
process of forensic evidence on mobile phone or any other electronic device
which is a safeguard against manipulation and irregularities. This is a crucial
safeguard to prevent torture and coercion of the accused during questioning in
custody but a significant drawback is that this is not a mandatory requirement.

It is not certain whether subsequent recovery evidence audio/video-wise
need to be recorded or not which is not mentioned. There is no mention of
audio-video recording during investigation like spot inspection. Instead of
Section 164 of CrPC under Clause 183 of BNSS, recording of confessions and
statements before a magistrate is crucial safeguard to preserve the rights of
witnesses. Confession be recorded in the presence of a lawyer is an all
important safeguard against false confession, but this should have been made
mandatory. The provision under Section 321 of CrPC has a gap in terms of

allowing the prosecutor to withdraw from the prosecution of a case with the
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consent of the court without giving the victim a chance to be heard. But this is
addressed in Clause 360 allowing that that the victim must be heard before
such withdrawal is allowed. This is a significant step. The right to information
for the victim has been expanded in BNSS. So, in that respect, | believe that
BNSS has expanded the scope in protecting the victim in a very great way.

One issue is relating to handcuffing. It falls short of well-settled
constitutional threshold established to protect a person’s right to dignity under
Article 21. Only thing which has come is in economic offences, offenders are
now being exempted from handcuffing.

Clause 398 is an entirely new addition which provides that every State
Government shall prepare and notify a withess protection scheme for the State
with a view to ensuring protection of witnesses. This is a welcome step, no
doubt, but it merely reiterates the direction under Mahendra Chawla case,
nothing more than that.

Clause 173(3) introduces a mandate for collection of forensic evidence
by the forensic experts in all offences punishable by imprisonment of seven or
more years.

This clause broadens the scope of forensic experts which could include
private experts without any regulatory body to ensure their proficiency or
compliance with professional and ethical standards. That could lead to
problems as we have institutes now in our country where boys and girls are
studying forensic science. | think, this scope is going to expand in a very great

way. But we need a regulatory body also to look into that.
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Article 22 of the Constitution requires a person in police custody to be
produced before a Judicial Magistrate within 24 hours. The CrPC provides for
this. The BNSS retains this provision. There is a phrase ‘occasion is past’.
This was not defined. But subsequently, after the Standing Committee gave its
report, there has been a change in that. BNSS specifies that in petty cases, a
person be released as soon as possible within 24 hours but leaves a lot of
things for the enforcing agency to their discretion. Suppose | have participated
in a demonstration, the police catch hold of me and take me to a certain place
25 kilometres away in a jungle and leave me there, what can | say? | can only
travel by foot and come back and say, “Yes, | have come back within 24
hours”.  But that is not the case. It happens. It happens with political
demonstrations.

Now, | come to the last Bill, that is the Bharatiya Sakshya Bill (BSB).
The Indian Evidence Act, 1872 provides two kinds of evidences: documentary
and oral evidence. The Bill provides that electronic or digital records will have
the same legal effect as a paper record. There is a need to reset the justice
dispensation system. Appellate courts are overburdened with appeals.
Victims are waiting for years and undertrial prisoners are languishing in jail
beyond their presumed conviction time.

The policing system has not embraced the advancement of 21% Century
technology that has transformed investigation and criminology in other
countries. The Indian Evidence Act, 1872 is a relic of the past. We have

discussed this aspect a number of times in this House earlier. The Bill exhibits
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modern modifications, linguistic adjustments for gender, inclusivity, and
replacement of outdated terms such as ‘insanity’ with ‘mental iliness’. In the
Bill, the definition of ‘document’ has been expanded to include electronic or
digital records on emails, server logs, documents on computers, laptop or
smartphone, messages, websites, locational evidences and voice mail
messages stored on digital devices. The definition of ‘evidence’ has been
expanded to include any information given electronically which will enable the
appearance of witnesses, accused, experts, and victims through electronic
means.

The BSB has incorporated most of the recommendations made by the
Standing Committee on Home Affairs. Several drafting errors that were
highlighted have been also addressed. Under the Indian Evidence Act,
information received from an accused in police custody is admissible if it
relates to a fact discovered whereas similar information is not admissible if it
was received from an accused outside police custody. The BSB retains this
distinction.

| am coming to the point regarding why | am mentioning it. In 1960, the
constitutionality of this provision was challenged on the ground that it creates
an unjustifiable discrimination between persons in and outside custody.

The Law Commission, in 2003, suggested redrafting the provision to
ensure that information relating to facts should be relevant, whether the
statement was given in or outside police custody. The Law Commission has

made several recommendations which are not being incorporated but overall,
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the BSB is in tune with time. This is also being discussed outside. | think some
Members may also be speaking on that aspect. If | give a statement before
police, | may be under duress and it has been pronounced by the court that it
is not admissible. If it is given before a Magistrate, one thing has happened
that before a lawyer also, it can be recorded as it is happening in some modern
or advanced countries.

To a certain extent, the accused needs protection especially from the
law enforcing agency. In conclusion, | may say, laws introduced during the
colonial era were enacted to keep the subjects -- Praja, as we say -- the
Indians in line. Therefore, it is imperative that the outlook must be changed,
and law and order must be viewed outside the colonial lens. Since the drafting
of a new criminal law is in discussion, it is imperative that justice prevails as
drafting criminal law of a nation is not a regular practice.

Hon. Speaker, Sir, this reminds me of one thing that we are missing here
in this House. It is for your consideration, Sir. In the old House, the present
Samvidhan Sadan, there was a line on top of your Chair in Sanskrit which
read, ‘Dharma Chakra Pravartanaya’. That means, ‘Wheel of Righteousness
shall prevail’. What we do here, what we discuss here, ultimately, it is to keep
the Dharma Chakra turning. So, you can find a suitable place for that here also
because that is something unique to our culture and civilisation. That can be
considered.

And here, history is in the making today with a new law for our Indian

criminal jurisprudence being enacted. That is a great thing which is happening.
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| personally thank our hon. Home Minister and also the hon. Prime Minister for
taking the initiative. Others could have done it but they did not. You have taken
that challenge upon yourself and the Government has taken that challenge. It
goes to our credit that we are a witness to this history in making.

This august House is today a witness to history in the making in the true
sense because what we are enacting today is a historic reform that will touch
the lives of 140 crore Indians not just for today but for centuries to come. While
doing so, we are ridding ourselves of a 162-year-old colonial baggage and are
moving towards a swadeshi vyavastha at the time when Bharat is entering the
Amrit Kaal of its glorious period of history. | want to thank and congratulate,
hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modi ji and our very visionary Home Minister,
Amit Shah ji for piloting this historic reform of India’s criminal justice law.

Chairman Sir, if you will spend a minute to understand the context in
which our criminal justice system came to be introduced by the British, it
comes to light that all the three criminal justice legislations, the IPC, the CrPC,
as well as the Indian Evidence Act were enacted right after the first war of
India’s Independence in 1857. The objective of the then British Government
while introducing these three legislations was to subject the natives, subject
the Indians to such a criminal justice system that will obliterate, annihilate all
kinds of possibilities of rebellion.

So, all the three laws, namely the Indian Penal Code, the CrPC and the
Evidence Act were enacted with this intention of subjecting the native
population to humiliation and making sure that their self-confidence was
always subjected to insights. The British understood that there are two

important aspects of a society that need to be controlled to completely colonise
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and destabilise a native population. One was education and the other was the
criminal justice system.

Lord Macaulay in his prophesied ‘Education Minute’ exhaustively
mentions how the British tried their very best to remove from the civilizational
memory of this country, our educational as well as criminal justice system that
had been in practise for so long in the country. | must say today that when the
country is on the threshold of Amrit Kaal under the leadership of hon. Prime
Minister, Narendra Modi ji, we have implemented the National Education
Policy, 2020 and today we are enacting these three Sanhitas, which are going
to replace the colonial codes and in the true sense we are moving away from
colonisation of education and colonisation of our criminal jurisprudence.

Today marks an important day also because for about 160 long years
and almost seven decades after Independence the country's criminal justice
system followed legislations, which were made by the British, made for the
welfare of the British, and made in Britain. Today, in those places we are
enacting a law that is made by Bharat, made in Bharat and made by
Bharatiyas for the welfare of Bharatiyas. This marks a very important step in
our decolonisation journey.

While we are here, | would want to draw the attention of this House to
another important aspect of the British criminal jurisprudence of how vicious
the intent of the British was while bringing and enacting these legislations. One
of the biggest examples of this intent of the British is the example of the

Criminal Tribes Act of 1871. In 1871, the British Raj enacted a legislation
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called the Criminal Tribes Act under which large communities, large tribes were
declared as criminals by birth and they were subjected to multiple humiliations
and restrictions. There were police manuals that were drafted enumerating
long lists of how these criminal tribes must be dealt with, how they must be
punished, how they must be abused, and for a long time, even after
Independence, many of our jail manuals contained these very provisions, and
many tribes that were enumerated in the Criminal Tribes Act faced severe

humiliation both legally and socially.

Many of the major castes of Hindu society like .Y like this, these were the
words that were used by the British. ... (Interruptions) Yes, it is
unparliamentary. These were the words that were used by the British. Many of
these communities or 140 of them were declared as criminals by birth. By
1947, at the time of our Independence, more than two crore people existed in
this country who were, by definition, criminals by birth.

This was the intent behind the criminal justice system of the British. This
is just to explain the monumental difference that we are today making by
moving out of the dark shadow of the British’s criminal justice system and
moving towards a completely Indian and Swadesi justice system.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: | suggest that the names that have been uttered
should be removed. Only the numerical, i.e. two crore, should be there.
SHRI TEJASVI SURYA : With respect to the changes that have been made in

these three legislations, | want to take a few minutes to highlight some very

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important changes. Under the BNS, precedence has now been given to crimes
against women and children. Some of the most important changes that have
been made have been made keeping in mind the protection, empowerment,
and justice delivery for our sisters in the country. Not only the precedence in
numbering reflects this intent of the Government but also providing death
penalty for gangrape of a minor girl is introduced for the first time. Most
importantly, we have been witnessing for the last few years that a concerted
attempt by a certain vested interest group of suppressing their identity and
luring young women under the false pretext of marriage. Even this has been
declared an offence and stringent provisions have been made to punish such
attempts. We also keep observing that there are multiple instances of hit and
run cases; what we refer in a collectible term. In most of these hit and run
cases, it is always the rich who hit and run, and the poor who do not have
access to justice, and power are left fighting for justice without any support. For
a long time, this offence of hit and run was not codified and not declared as an
offence. That has now been brought into the law and, as also, offences like
chain snatching and mobile snatching. If you go to any police station today,
you will see a board. Most of the cases that are reported in urban areas, at
least, in our country are the chain snatching and mobile snatching cases but,
unfortunately, we did not have a penal provision to deal with this. This has
been added now.

We have also seen that whenever there are protests in the name of

displaying outrage, certain antisocial elements use that opportunity to damage
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public property amounting to crores of rupees. For the first time, under
mischief, by expanding the provision, ‘damage to public property’ has also
been made an offence. Hereafter, any antisocial elements who indulge in any
such activity will be facing the music of the law. There were many provisions
which were reflective of the colonial and Victorian morality of that era. Both
sections 377 and 497 which dealt with adultery were a reflection of this
Victorian morality. Both of them have been omitted and we have now truly
moved away from a pre-colonial legislation system to a post-colonial legal
system.

There is another aspect that gives us a great amount of joy. For a long
time, the Indian Penal Code was not fully applicable to the whole of India, it
was applicable to the whole of India except in the State of Jammu & Kashmir
and in Jammu & Kashmir, we had the Ranbir Penal Code that was in
existence. With this Act, and with the abrogation of the article 370, the BNS will
be applicable to all the States including the State of Jammu & Kashmir. This is
another very historic step that Parliament has taken with this enactment.

While these are some of the important changes that have been made to
the BNS, the Criminal Procedure Code was also crying for reform.

Many committees, the mention of which have been made earlier, made
reports on reports. Committees gave voluminous suggestions, but none of that
was implemented by earlier Governments because the Criminal Procedure
Code is that procedural law which is the foundational law on which criminal

justice system is adjudicated, delivers justice. But it was the discrepancies
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inherent in the CrPC that led to the vast number of under-trials that we have,
pendency of cases that we have, the complexity of criminal justice system that
we have, and the whole “justice delayed is justice denied’ kind of a feeling that
a large number of people in this country felt that going to court was itself a
punishment. It was a vexatious issue. Many major changes are made under
the CrPC to address the complexity of the procedure and make it more simple,
keeping the citizen’s interest and protecting the interests of both victim as well
as the informant. For example, it has been provided that no arrest shall be
made in any case of an offence punishable for a term less than three years,
and if the person has infirmity or is above the age of 60 years, he cannot be
arrested without prior permission of the officer not below the rank of DSP. We
are aware that how in many cases, especially in Section 498 dowry cases,
senior citizens are harassed even at the cost of false cases that are registered.
Even though the Supreme court in multiple instances, even in Lalita Kumari
and many other judgments, has enumerated that arrest should not be made
whimsically or arbitrarily, experience is such that this was not followed. For the
first time, by codifying this as a principle, interests of those people who are
weak, senior citizens are protected from arbitrary arrests. The provision on
mandatory video-conferencing during search and seizure also tries to balance
harmoniously the interest of the victim as well as the need for transparent and
fair judicial system. We have also come across, in our own experience, people
coming to MPs, people coming to MLAs with complaints that they went to the

police station, but the police did not file an FIR saying that it does not come
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under their jurisdiction. ar W?Eﬁ%, &7 — I&T, SN -JeN | By the time he finds
out which police station comes under his jurisdiction, time would have lapsed
and the FIR and its sanctity would have lost meaning and in multiple instances
cases have gotten quashed at courts because of the delay in filing of FIRs. For
the first time, through zero FIRs and e-FIR, this paradigm change has been
brought in our criminal justice system where an individual can report a case,
file an FIR of a cognizable offence in any part of the country and it is mandated
on the part of the police to register the case and then forward the complaint to
the police station concerned for investigation. This is again a very, very
welcome step.

In addition to that, it has come to our experience that when a
complainant or an informant goes to a police station, files a case, after filing of
the FIR, he is not aware as to what is the status of the case or what is
happening with it, he will have to repeatedly meet the Station House Officer.
He is not aware, and he goes to the DCP office, standing for hours together.
He is not aware of the status of the case or status of the investigation. But in
this Sanhita, it has been made mandatory, provided that the police officer in 90
days shall inform the progress of investigation to the informant or victim by
digital means. This is again an attempt at making the citizen the center of
criminal justice system and not the crown. In addition to that, one of the biggest
challenges that our criminal jurisprudence or criminal justice system faced was

the abysmally low conviction rates.

If you compare our conviction rate to more advanced jurisdictions like
Israel or Australia, our conviction rate is abysmally low. One of the reasons for
this low conviction rate is the quality of evidence that is submitted before our
courts. To address that, especially in serious offences, it has been made
mandatory for forensic science experts to visit the crime scene to collect
forensic evidence in all cases that are prescribing punishment for seven years
or more. This is a truly revolutionary provision because not only is it going to
enhance our conviction rate, it is also going to protect those innocents but
those who are facing false allegations and false charges. This is because one
of the foundational principles of an effective functioning criminal justice system
is to punish the guilty and to protect the innocent. That can be done if the
quality of evidence submitted before the court is increased. This is a very
important provision in that regard.

The other big affliction, ailment of India’s criminal courts is the delay in
dispensation of justice. The moment a case is filed, you never know when the
justice is finally dispensed. Going to the courts itself is a vexation, is a
punishment for both the victim, his family as well as the accused. For the first
time, investigation, submission of charge-sheet, investigation pursuant to filing
of charge-sheet, pronouncement of judgement, all of these have been made
time-bound by the statute itself.

Even seeking of adjournments was a common practice for all. Many
lawyers in the House who have practised in the criminal courts are aware that

seeking of adjournments as a matter of right is a practice seen in our sessions
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courts, in our trial courts. Every delayed date creates a burden not just on the
exchequer but also on the families of the victim as well as the accused. For
the first time, even this arbitrary adjournment has also been dealt with under
the Sanhita where it has been provided that where the circumstances are
beyond the control of a party, not more than two adjournments may be granted
by the Court after hearing the objections of the other party and for the special
reasons to be recorded in writing. In a sense, this provision will make sure that
there is a mukti from unlimited and arbitrary adjournments, which is a big
ailment of this system.

We have also seen that in many cases, even in serious cases which
have a political colour, if there is a change in dispensation, the new
Government drops the prosecution of these cases. In Karnataka, the previous
edition of the Siddaramaiah Government dropped more than 1600 cases
belonging to the now banned and declared terrorist organisation like PFI to
meet their vote bank politics. In many instances, these were very serious
cases of murder, culpable homicide, organised crimes, terrorist activities.
More than 1600 cases were dropped. In many instances, even the victims
were not heard. For the first time, under the new Sanhita, it is mandated that
where prosecution is supposed to be withdrawn, especially in cases where the
punishment is seven years or more, the victim side shall be given an
opportunity of being heard. This is again a very important step in not only

diluting political interferences in criminal justice system and prosecution, but
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also placing the interest of the citizen, the victim over and above the interest of
the State.

One of the points that Ravi Shankar Prasad ji made was about the
condition of our undertrials. Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | remember when you had
made an intervention earlier when the Bill was proposed four months ago and
had drawn the attention of this House to the condition of our undertrials. Lakhs
of people who may be otherwise innocent are languishing in our country’s jails
because the wheels of justice are moving so slowly and painfully slowly. In
many of these instances, rather in most of these instances, the undertrials are
young people. Any third-year or a fourth-year law student who had visited a jail
will understand that 80 per cent of our undertrials are young people who are
staring at a bleak future just because their cases are not being heard properly.
In many instances, they would have completed more time as an undertrial than
what they would have faced had they been convicted of that offence. To
address that issue, a new provision has been made that if a person is a first-
time offender, he shall be released on bail by the court if he has undergone
detention for the period extending up to one-third of the maximum period of
imprisonment specified for that offence. It has also been made mandatory that
where the undertrial completes one half or one-third of the period, it will be the
duty of the Jail Superintendent to forthwith make an application in writing to the
court in this regard.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | want to take a couple of minutes at the end to

only highlight some monumental changes that have been made in the Indian
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Evidence Act. One of the biggest challenges that our courts would face in
evaluating and appreciating evidence in today’s day and age where digital, IT,
electronic evidence, play such a vital part of our everyday communications,
was that our Evidence Act was not equipped to handle and appreciate the
quality of electronic evidence. The thrust of the changes that have been made
in the Evidence Act, which is now going to be replaced by the Sakshya Bill, is
the importance placed on electronic evidence, digital evidence, and new age
mediums of communication and presentation of evidence before the court.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: It is used as primary evidence. Earlier, some electronic
equipment was used as secondary evidence. Now, it is primary.

SHRI TEJASVI SURYA: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | am coming to this point. |
want to explain this with an example.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, you must be aware and the House must be

aware that very recently, in the famous case of * he was acquitted.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Do not mention the name. That name should not go on
record.

SHRI TEJASVI SURYA: Hon. Chairperson, Sir, he was acquitted on the
premise that the person who recorded the speech did not provide the original
DVD to the Investigating Officer. But the speech was broadcast live, and
millions of people all over the country and all over the world were witness to it.
But the court ruled that the digital evidence that was submitted before it was

not admissible because the person who recorded the original DVD, did not

provide it to the Investigating Officer. So, all other copies which were available
online and which were available at the time of making of the speech were not
considered either as primary evidence or secondary evidence, and were
rejected. This was a major lacuna in our Evidence Act. That has been
addressed by expanding the definition of primary evidence.

In the new Section 59, in the definition of primary document, new
explanation has been added. A video recording which is simultaneously stored
in an electronic form and transmitted or broadcast to another, in such a case,
each of the stored recording is considered as original.

So, had this Bill got enacted a few years ago, the fate of that person who
made hate speech would have been very different than what it is today,
Chairman, Sir.

In addition to that, provision has also been made to make available
evidence through appearance of witness, accused, victims through electronic
means. We have seen how in many instances cases have gone on forever
because either the witness or the expert withess or any other person could not
appear before the court physically.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please conclude

SHRI TEJASVI SURYA: So, all of these are important changes that have been
brought to the criminal justice system by the enactment or the introduction of
these three important legislations.

Sir, | must place on record the gratitude of millions of young Indians

today because | represent the demography in this House for bringing this
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monumental reform. It is because this is a philosophical change in the way we
are approaching our citizens. This is a philosophical difference in the way the
country and the country’s criminal justice system is viewing our own people.
This marks a departure from the colonial era legislations.

Chairman, Sir, the United Kingdom and its press were aware that
Narendra Modi Government will herald and usher in such reforms and they
knew this on the very first day that the people of this country gave Narendra
Modi ji the mandate in 2014.

| want to conclude by reading four lines from the Editorial of the
Guardian newspaper of 18" May, 2014. On 18" May, 2014, just after the
election results were declared and the country’s people had elected Modi ji to
be the Prime Minister of the country with an overwhelming mandate, the
Guardian wrote in its Editorial.

“Today, 18" May, 2014, may well go down in history as the day

when Britain finally left India. Narendra Modi’s victory in the

election marks the end of a long era in which the structures of
power did not differ greatly from those through which Britain ruled

the sub-continent. India under Congress was in many ways a

continuation of the British Raj by other means.”

This was an observation made not by an Indian newspaper. This
was not an observation made by the Panchjanya or the Organiser of
RSS. This was the observation that was recorded by Britain’s foremost

newspaper the Guardian, on the day the people of this country voted
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Narendra Modi ji to office in 2014. And what has followed since then is a
conscious effort towards decolonisation of this country through the
education policy and now through these historic sanhitas which are
going to overhaul the delivery of the criminal justice system in India.

| rise to welcome and support this visionary Bill which seeks to do away with
the last remanent of the British raj by replacing the archaic and redundant laws
of the colonial era with utilitarian and pragmatic laws which are more relevant
in today’s context whilst keeping constitutional morality in mind.

We as a people are litigant by nature with great faith in the criminal
justice system and retributive justice. Our hon. Prime Minister and our hon.
Home Minister in the last four years have brought in path-breaking legislations
whether it be on triple talag or abrogation of Article 370 or more recently the
reorganisation and reservation in Jammu and Kashmir. This Bill is just going to
add to their tally of path-breaking legislations. They are leaders who have the
will and the courage of their convictions to bring in revolutionary legislations for
the betterment of the country. There are several interesting aspects of the Bill
like, for the first time, community service has been introduced, abetment to an
offence committed in India by a person outside India has been made an
offence. After that, a new offence, which is particularly significant, has been
added which is mob lynching since the Supreme Court has been requesting
the Centre to bring in legislation to control mob lynching. After that, there is
another very interesting new provision which strengthens the clutches of the
law on proclaimed offenders and absconders. This is a problem which we are
facing currently. As per Section 356 (6), absence of the accused would not
prevent the court from proceeding with a trial including pronouncement of

judgement. No appeal by a proclaimed offender would lie until he or she
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appears before the court. This is a very interesting provision which has been
added to this Bill.

What has really impressed me the most and which | appreciate as a
woman is Chapter V wherein detailed provisions have been made for offences
against women and children. A new offence has been added for having
sexual intercourse on false promises of marriage, employment or promotion by
supressing one’s identity. There are instances which are on the rise where
women are also involved in cases of assault or use of criminal force against
other women to disrobe or engage in acts of voyeurism. These two criminal
acts have also been made gender neutral which is a very important point to
note here. Apart from that, a new section has been added to make hiring,
employing or engaging a child to commit an offence a punishable offence
which is also very important. Besides these, there are certain other important
issues. The Bill emphasises on increased use of forensics and technology.
Under the Indian Evidence Act, more emphasis has been placed on forensics
and technology. The definition of primary document, secondary evidence has
been changed to be more relevant with all the internet usage and things like
that.

Sir, | would like to say here that the Section which deals with women is
very welcome because right from cyberbullying to stalking or causing a woman
to abort or miscarry a foetus without her consent, or buying and selling children
for the purpose of prostitution, all these aspects have been paid considerable

attention to. | do not want to take too much time of the House. | just want to
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add here that | agree wholeheartedly with the hon. Member Satya Pal ji when
he talked about the year 2018 when the hon. Supreme Court decriminalised
adultery. This has had a very disturbing effect on the fabric of Indian society.
Women are treated as broodmares only to give children and thereafter, men
go on with their life as they feel fit. And in rural India, women are being beaten
by drunken husbands. There are far-reaching ramifications. | would like to
request the hon. Home Minister to please look into this matter and review this
Act which had been decriminalised.

Lastly, | would just like to say in conclusion that | particularly compliment
and thank the hon. Prime Minister and hon. Home Minister for this
transformative and progressive Bill which addresses the concerns of today,
and especially for putting the interest of the unborn child and his mother in the
forefront.
