Minister, | must express our
deep anguish on seeing this reply. The reply which was laid before this House is
not only evasive but irresponsible also.

Sir, no commitment has been made in this answer. Let me be permitted to
explain the situation prevailing in Tamil Nadu. Last year, on 23" December,
Chennai, Thiruvallur, and Kanchipuram districts were heavily hit by Michaung
Cyclone. In the third week of the same month, again some southern districts like
Thoothukudi, Tirunelveli, and Madurai were heavily hit by another cyclone.

Sir, permit me to say something before this House. When the Government
came to Power in the State under the leadership of Dr. M.K. Stalin — the House
as well as the nation is aware — there was a debt of Rs. 5 lakh crore incurred by
the erstwhile Government. The COVID-19 pandemic was also at its peak at that
time. In spite of these two difficulties, we had overcome and maintained our
financial position in a fair manner.

In this situation, when two cyclones hit Tamil Nadu, the amount which was
sought by Tamil Nadu Government was Rs. 37,000 crore. The hon. Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu met the hon. Prime Minister. Then, the delegation of all

parties met the hon. Home Minister. In spite of that, no assurance has been
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given in this answer as to when this amount is going to be released or how much
is going to be released.

Therefore, my first question is this. An Inter-Ministerial Committee came to
Tamil Nadu and gave its report. The Tamil Nadu Government also gave its
report. Both the reports are before the Union Government. In spite of the
assurances given by the Home Minister in person, nothing is visible. | would like
to know when this amount is going to be released. | would also like to know
whether the amount released is going to match the amount which was released
for Gujarat, Karnataka, and other States ruled by BJP-led Governments.

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(xii) Regarding urgent need for maintenance of 3 bridges by NHAI in Kerala

SHRI HIBI EDEN (ERNAKULAM): | request immediate attention concerning the
Kothad-Moolampilly, Kothad -Cheranelloor and Mulavukad-Moolampilly Bridges
which fall under the jurisdiction of the NHAI. The pillars and caps of these bridges
in the terminal road, are in a dilapidated state and have been exposed to saline
water. There is deterioration of the concrete connecting the spans of the bridge.
Added to this, there is negligence regarding the installation of street lights along
this road. As an answer to my unstarred question in Lok Sabha (dated 9/12/2021),
the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways stated that the Ministry is taking
necessary steps for the installation of street lights. However, despite these
assurances, no progress has been made. Considering the high traffic volume and
the strategic importance of these bridges for the transportation of goods, students,
patients, and commuters, immediate action must be taken to ensure the structural

integrity of these bridges.
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(xiii) Need to take steps for revival of Ramzan River in Kishanganj

DR. MOHAMMAD JAWED (KISHANGANJ): The Ramzan river, which flows
through the heart of the Kishanganj town, is in a dismaying state and has become
a cause for distress among the local residents.For many years, we have heard
promises and discussions about the revival and beautification of the Ramzan
River. However, it is disheartening to note that, despite these assurances, the
river's condition has not seen any significant improvement. Regrettably, it has now
degraded to the point where it is resembling more of a drain than a river, putting
its very existence at risk. Assessment and Action Plan: Conduct a thorough
assessment of the current state of the Ramzan River and formulate a
comprehensive action plan for its revival and beautification. Pollution Control and
Removal of Encroachment: Implement stringent measures to control pollution in
the Ramzan River, addressing both point and non-point sources of contamination
and remove all encroachments. Timeline for Action: Provide a clear timeline for
the execution of the action plan, along with regular updates to the public to foster
transparency and accountability. Budget Allocations: Allocate sufficient funds for
the implementation of the revival plan, recognising the importance of preserving

this natural resource for the well-being of the community.
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(xiv) Regarding land acquisition for Outer Ring Road Project in Kerala

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): | would like to draw the attention of the
Government towards a very urgent matter relating to the land acquisition of
Vizhinjam - Navaikkulam Outer Ring Road project in Kerala. National Highway
Authority of India had already started the work of land acquisition for this project.
The land owners whose property and land earmarked for the project have already
handed over the documents and are waiting for compensation. But the inordinate
delay in providing compensation is causing difficulties to the land owners.
Hundreds of families are facing problems as they are unable to sell their land and
cannot avail bank loans. Those who have given advance for the purchase of other
land and house are under the risk of losing their money. It is necessary take
immediate measures to avoid the delay and help the land owners from this crisis
situation. | request the Government to take necessary action to resolve the issues

for execution of this project at the earliest.
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(xv) Need to reconsider language options for CUET- PG 2024

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI SOUTH): |
would like to raise a matter of great concern pertaining to the CUET-PG 2024
examination. Specifically, my focus is on the language options available for certain
papers, notably COQP11(Law) and COQP12(MBA).It has come to my attention
that these specific papers are currently limited to English and Hindi language, with
the regrettable consequence of excluding Tamil as a language option. This
oversight inadvertently impedes the participation of Tamil-speaking students in the
examination, jeopardizing their educational prospects. In line with the fundamental
principles of equality and social justice embedded in our democratic values, it is
imperative to acknowledge the significance of linguistic inclusivity. The National
Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test (NEET), conducted by the National Testing Agency
(NTA), provides the examination in 13 different Indian languages, setting a
commendable precedent. To ensure fairness and equitable access to educational
opportunities, | earnestly implore a reconsideration of the language options for
CUET-PG2024. | propose that all papers, including COQP11 (Law) and COQP12
(MBA), be made available in Tamil and other regional languages listed in the 8th
Schedule to the Constitution. | trust that the Union Government will give due
consideration to this pressing matter and take immediate and affirmative action to
rectify this situation, upholding the principles of linguistic diversity and

inclusiveness in our educational system.
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(xvi) Regarding release of funds to undertake rehabilitation work for people
affected by heavy rainfall and floods in Tamil Nadu

DR. PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): Tamil Nadu has battled
unprecedented heavy rainfall and floods in December, 2023. In the beginning of
the month, parts of Chennai and its neighbourhood Thiruvallur, Kancheepuram,
and Chengalpattu experienced massive flooding because of Cyclone Michaung.
10 days later heavy rains lashed Tirunelveli, Thoothukudi, Kanyakumari and
Tenkasi Districts. Kalyanapattinum in Thoothukudi district saw heavy amount of
rain, as high as 950 mm in 24 hours, leaving a trail of destruction. More than 20
people were killed, roads and railway lines were washed away, and a bridge in the
area collapsed. Capital Chennai’s Industrial and IT hubs business operations were
severely hit; the damage is severe in areas under the Corporation of Chennai.
Infrastructure such as roads, bridges, and public buildings have suffered severe
damage.

The livelihood of lakhs of
people has also been affected.

Hon’ble Chief Minister has written a letter to the Hon’ble Prime Minister and
has also personally met on 19" December, 2023; seeking an immediate interim
relief fund of Rs. 6,500 crore and a permanent relief fund of Rs. 12,659 crore as
soon as possible, amid the destruction caused by Cyclone Michaung in Tamil
Nadu, So far, the Union Government has not responded to the demands of Tamil

Nadu.

ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Union Government is not providing Kerala its
due share of entitlements in a timely manner on the one hand and imposing
unreasonable restrictions on the State’s borrowing limit on the other hand. While
the State was expecting a borrowing limit of Rs. 7437.61 for the last quarter of
2023-24, it has been limited to a mere Rs. 1,838 crore, seriously affecting the
implementation of several social welfare programmes including the timely
distribution of welfare pensions to over 60 lakh beneficiaries at the rate of Rs.

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(xxii) Regarding recent action taken by RBI against a payment bank

PROF. SOUGATA RAY (DUM DUM): A huge blow to Paytm Payments Bank, RBI
barred it from offering all its core services, including accounts and wallets from
March, effectively crippling the company’s business. Given the significant
customer base of Paytm-once the poster boy of India’s fintech revolution, RBI
action could impact a large number of customers. RBI has allowed withdrawal or
utilisation of balance amounts by customers. It is learnt that Paytm Payments
Bank and One97 Communications had come under RBI scrutiny for purported
lack of requisite information barriers within the group and data access to China-
based entities that were indirect shareholders in the payments bank through their
stake in the parent company. The failure to address these concerns at multiple
levels over an extended period led to the latest action by the RBI, it is learnt.
Antfin, affiliate of Chinese conglomerate Alibaba, has been reducing its stake in
One97 Communications and is still a shareholder in the company. As of
December 31, Antfin held a 9.89% stake in the company, as per stock exchange
data. | urge upon the Government to take immediate steps for a thorough scrutiny

of the un-ethical business of the company along with Chinese interests.
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(xxiii) Regarding establishment of bank branches in Nandurbar to promote
financial inclusion
DR. HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): | represent Nandurbar Lok
Sabha Constituency which is an aspirational district with major tribal population
due to which there is lack of access to financial services in the unbanked areas.
Nandurbar is part of the Targeted Financial Inclusion Intervention Program and
Mission Utkarsh program, which are aimed at achieving comprehensive financial
inclusion in the region. One of the primary challenges in achieving financial
inclusion is the absence of Brick and Mortar Bank/Branches in the unbanked
areas of Nandurbar district. This absence not only hampers the fulfillment of credit
needs for the local populace but also impedes the effective implementation of
various projects and schemes initiated by both the State and Central
Governments. Despite continuous efforts spanning nearly three years and
numerous interactions across various platforms, the public and private sector
banks have not sanctioned or established any branches in Nandurbar which has
resulted in a detrimental impact on Bank-linked and Credit-linked programs
designed to benefit the residents of Nandurbar district particularly in deep pocket
tribal areas in the Satpuda hilly ranges. | request the Government to intervene and

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(xxvi) Need to improve food quality and sanitation facilities in
Indian Railways
SHRI SRIDHAR KOTAGIRI (ELURU): The food in Indian trains have often raised
eyebrows from the critics. There have been complain about the food quality and
the sanitary practices. Complaints of insects and usage of unpurified water has
also been frequent. Many audits reports by the CAG of India have found severe
deficiencies in the catering services of Indian Railways. Quite recently, even in
trains like Vande Bharat, the passengers have complained about the food quality
being served, some even complained that the food served was spoilt. Such
complaints often lead to consumer cases where the precious time and resources
of Indian Railways and the Judicial Mechanism would be wasted. This problem
can easily be resolved by introducing some strict mechanism to ensure that food
being served is of good quality while ensuring the caterers who don’t meet the
requirement face punitive actions. | request the Hon’ble Minister of Railways to
work towards ensuring that good quality food is served in the Indian Railways and

sanitation towards the same is maintained.
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(xxvii) Need to establish an AIIMS like Super Speciality hospital in Jalandhar

SHRI SUSHIL KUMAR RINKU (JALANDHAR): In my constituency, Jalandhar,
there is no Super Speciality Hospital for giving treatment in critical cases.
Jalandhar serves as a central location for a vast population of around 24.50 lakh,
and it includes approximately 1000+ villages. Jalandhar is also an ideal place for
the sports industry. In Jalandhar, there are only few hospitals, and it covers only
emergency first aid and gives general medicines. Patients with critical illness have
to travel to PGl Chandigarh for specialized care, causing significant logistical
challenges and delay in treatment causing death. Furthermore, to alleviate the
burden on PGI, reduce patient obstacles and getting timely health care services
for patients from Jalandhar and nearby areas like Hoshiarpur, Nawanshahr, and
Kapurthala. Establishing a super speciality hospital like, All India Institute of
Medical Sciences (AIIMS) in Jalandhar will ensure that all patients, particularly
suffering from critical illness may receive prompt care without the need of long-

distance travel.
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(xxviii) Regarding filling up of vacancies in nationalized banks

SHRI GAJANAN KIRTIKAR (MUMBAI NORTH-WEST): In the nationalized
banks, 22 thousand vacancies of clerks were filled up in 2012 whereas only 6
thousand vacancies were filled up in 2023. The number of clerks in 2013 was 3
lakh 98 thousand whereas till date it is only 2 lakh 57 thousand. These posts of 1
lakh clerks as per requirement are lying vacant. The number of peons in 2013 was
1 lakh 53 thousand and it is 1 lakh 1 thousand today. This means 1 lakh post of
peons are lying vacant. Due to outsourcing of house- keeping work, staff has been
practically abolished in banks. Moreover, due to frequent interruption of power in
rural areas digital facilities are not functional regularly. Honourable Prime Minister
of India brought ‘Jan-Dhan Yojana’. In this Yojana, 50.70 crores of bank accounts
were operative and Rs. 2.07 lakh crores of deposits were collected in this scheme.
It may be pointed out that majority of depositors are from economically backward
classes and are finding it difficult to transact with the bank. | earnestly request that
all the vacancies of Clerks and Peons, House-keeping staff etc. may be filled up

on the top priority and services charges may be cancelled.

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SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): Thank you, Chairperson Sir
for allowing me to speak on the Jammu and Kashmir Local Bodies Laws
(Amendment) Bill, 2024, which brings several positive changes.

There is inclusive representation in it. The inclusion of OBCs in local body
reservations enhances social inclusivity and ensures that these communities
have a voice in local governance. This step towards broader representation is
pivotal for balanced social development.

There is a streamlined election process. Centralizing the election process
under the State Election Commission promotes a more organized and
standardized approach. This can lead to more efficient election management,
reducing discrepancies and enhancing the overall integrity of the electoral
process.

It ensures empowerment of women by ensuring reservations for women
including those from marginalized communities like SCs, STs, and OBCs. The Bill
promotes gender equality in local governance. This is a significant step towards
empowering women, ensuring their participation and representation in decision-
making processes at the local-level.

There is legal consistency. The provisions for removal of the State Election
Commissioner are aligned with constitutional standards, bringing local laws in
harmony with the national legal framework.

This helps maintain legal consistency and reinforces the rule of law in the

local governance structures. These positives mark a significant advancement in
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ensuring a more inclusive, efficient, and legally consistent local governance
system in Jammu and Kashmir.

The YSR Congress Party stands shoulder to shoulder with the efforts of the
Central Government in ensuring further integration of Jammu and Kashmir
with the country in terms of laws, rights and reservations. It is also astonishing to
note that Article 370 had such a regressive effect on the representation of women
and OBCs in Jammu and Kashmir, and | commend the hon. Home Minister in
trying to undo the injustices one by one.

In every session, there are Bills related to Jammu and Kashmir, whether it
is the Reorganisation Bill, a Bill for providing EWS reservation to the residents of
Jammu and Kashmir or even representation of the Kashmiri Pandits. The
progressive legislations for Jammu and Kashmir are much needed and
appreciated across all benches of this august House.

Regarding issues related to OBCs, in Andhra Pradesh, our Chief Minister,
Shri Y. S. Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu always refers to BCs as Backbone Class,
not backward class. In light of the same, | would urge the Central Government to
bring a law to provide for further representation of OBCs such as reservation of
33 per cent in State Assemblies and also in the Lok Sabha. This would ensure
that the issues pertaining to OBCs are raised and resolved more effectively.

Further, to benefit Other Backward Classes in India, the following three
steps can be taken. The first step is to enhance educational opportunities by
implementing targeted educational programs and scholarship schemes to

improve access to quality education for OBC students. The second step is to take
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skill development initiatives. The Government should launch skill development
programs specifically tailored for OBC youth to enhance their employability in
various sectors. The third step is to provide entrepreneurship support. The
Government should provide financial assistance, subsidies, and training for OBC
individuals to encourage entrepreneurship and self-employment.

Establishing a dedicated Ministry for Other Backward Classes which
comprise about half of India's population could significantly address and
streamline the specific challenges they face. Unlike the tribal communities which
have a dedicated ministry, the OBCs currently lack a specialized Government
body to focus on their unique needs and issues. This proposed Ministry would
play a crucial role in ensuring the effective implementation of quotas reserved for
OBCs, both in educational institutions and employment sectors. Moreover, it
would serve as a dedicated platform to address various forms of discrimination
that OBCs encounter, and to promote greater social justice and equity. The
Ministry could also oversee the development and implementation of policies and
programmes specifically tailored to improve the socioeconomic conditions of the
OBC community ensuring that their concerns and rights are adequately
represented and addressed at the national level.

It has been observed that there are several Government bodies that do not
meet the requirement of 27 per cent positions to be occupied by OBCs. One such
example are our Central educational institutions that have a severe deficit in
recruiting faculty members from Other Backward Classes. The Government data

from 2021 revealed a staggering 6,074 vacant faculty positions in 42
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Government-run universities with 75 per cent of these vacancies falling within the
reserved categories ranging from 62 per cent to 90 per cent vacancy for OBC
positions. Proper implementation of the reservation policy is crucial, and the
Government must focus on rectifying this issue. Expedited recruitment for
reserved categories, regular monitoring, and Government-sponsored preparatory
programs are essential measures.

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Thank you very much,
Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak on the Jammu and Kashmir Local
Bodies Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2024.

Sir, | think India is probably the only country where people are
discriminated from their birth itself. For several centuries, people have been
discriminated on this ground. You can say that this particular community is not
going to ever grow in life. They were oppressed to such an extent that we had the
horrible crime of untouchability being practised in this country. It took several
great leaders to be able to bring in a law against untouchability. Baba Sahab
Ambedkar brought in a law where he said that untouchability is a crime, and it
should not be practised.

But we have to acknowledge that despite this law the practice of
untouchability is still in vogue in several parts of India. | think the appropriate way
to bring that down is to empower those people through reservation. But we have
reservations only in elected bodies like Parliament, State Legislative Assemblies
and local bodies. We are trying to empower those people who have been
oppressed for several centuries. Rajiv Gandhi was the leader who wanted to
decentralize the power and give it to the local bodies, and for this he introduced

the panchayati raj system.
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Sir, this Government is talking about the local bodies in Jammu and
Kashmir where they want to empower OBCs. | commend this Government for
that. It is a very great move. But the problem is that for several hundreds of years
these people have been put down and now for 75 years only we have this policy
of reservation through which we encourage the downtrodden people to grow up in
life.

But we do not have a clue about what has happened with this reservation
policy. For 75 years, we have been giving reservations to several communities. If
you look at OBCs, it is not just two or three communities. There are hundreds of
communities which fall within that OBC category. Unless we have caste-based
census, we will not be able to understand the effects of reservation and find out
which communities have benefited and developed out of this, and which particular
communities are still being oppressed. We have to find out such communities
which have not been benefited so far so that they can be brought up in the
society.

Sir, if you want to recollect, Tamil Nadu is the first State to have the highest
number of reservations. We have 69 per cent reservation, and we feel that
proportionate reservation is necessary. We have to first identify what all the
communities are. When the Government says that this reservation is for OBCs, |
feel that we should also have reservation for several communities within OBCs
itself.

The Government of India has a creamy layer concept. They say that if a

person of one generation has grown or graduated, his son is not eligible for these
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benefits. The Government should understand that these communities have been
oppressed for hundreds, if not thousands, of years. But they are saying that if one
particular family has got the benefits of reservation, these benefits should not be
given to the next generation of that family. So, | would suggest that this
Government, which has brought in the concept of creamy layer, should say that
those who are not from the creamy layer would be given the first preference, and
that reservation quota should be reserved for those people even if they are from
the creamy layer, and it would be provided to them.

Sir, | also want to say that in the Railway recruitment, in order to overcome
the reservation policy, they have gone for two examinations.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: You speak on the Bill.
DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY: Sir, these are the points which are being
raised regarding this.

The Government was talking about empowering OBCs. If they really want
to have reservation happening in respect of OBCs to the people who deserve it,
we need to have a caste-based census.

In 2019, when Article 370 was abrogated, we opposed it not because
Jammu and Kashmir should be treated separately; we felt that India is more of a
continent where we have several regions speaking different languages and we
have our own cultural identities. It is great to say that we are one nation. We are
all part of the nation. If you talk about Tamil Nadu, we will say that we are Tamils
first and Indians next. But if you come within Tamil Nadu and go to Madurai, the

Madurai person will say that ‘1 am a Madurai person first and then only a Tamil'.
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So, these are certain identities which we are living with and that identity should be
respected.

When we oppose the abrogation of Article 370, we are saying that each
and every State in this country, be it UP, be it Tamil Nadu, be it Kerala, we should
have our freedom and independence to run our States the way we want to. You
cannot say that we can have one concept of one nation and that every State in
this country should be following that concept.

Sir, | would like to end by saying that first, you give back Jammu and
Kashmir the statehood and then, let the people over there decide about this.

As a country, what you could probably do is to have a caste-based census.
If a State Government does it, it is only called a survey - Bihar has done it and it
is only called a survey - and it will not be officially acknowledged. So, | would like
to ask this Government whether a caste-based census is on their agenda or not.

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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, thank you very much for giving
me this chance to take part in the discussion on the Jammu and Kashmir Local
Bodies Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2024.

In principle, | agree and support the Bill in providing reservation to Other
Backward Classes. In principle, we fully agree with it. The Bill is introduced and
piloted in this House by virtue of Article 243D, clause 6 of the Constitution of
India. Technically, there is no wrong in piloting the Bill, in introducing the Bill. We
have no apprehension and we have no reservation on this. But if you examine
Article 243D, clause 6 of the Constitution of India, it says: “Nothing in this Part
shall prevent the Legislature of a State from making any provision for reservation
of seats in any Panchayat or offices of Chairpersons in the Panchayats at any
level in favour of backward class of citizens.”

The spirit of the Constitution talks about the Legislature of a State. Yes,
technically, you are correct. Since the Legislature is dissolved and since it has
become a Union Territory, the Parliament is having ample and absolute authority
to make laws for the Union Territories. But the spirit of the legislation is entirely
different. It has to be by the State Legislature. The State Legislature is the will of
the people of the particular State.

That is why at the time of repeal of Article 370, the hon. Home Minister has
assured this House that Statehood will be brought back to the State of Jammu
and Kashmir at the earliest, within one year. What has happened subsequent to

the repeal of Article 370 or dividing the State of Jammu and Kashmir into two
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Union Territories? It has never happened in the history of independent India. This
is the first time in Indian history a State is being divided into two Union Territories.

A State might have been divided into different States but this is the first
time in the constitutional history and the history of independent India that a State
is divided into two Union Territories against the wishes of the people of Jammu
and Kashmir. So far, no election is held.

The Statehood has not been brought back. In such as situation, you are
coming with these laws. It is a law which is providing reservation to Other
Backward Classes of the people in the State of Jammu and Kashmir. It is not fair
on the part of the Parliament to make a law. Let the Statehood be brought back
and the Assembly be reinstated so that the Assembly can very well provide the
reservation to the people belonging to the Other Backward Classes in the State of
Jammu and Kashmir.

Sir, at this juncture, | would like to say one more thing. Technically it is fully
okay but principally it is not fair on the part of the Government in coming with
such a Bill. We have to remember the 73 and 74" constitutional amendments.
During the time of the then Prime Minister, Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao, this had
been piloted and passed. At the time of Shri Rajiv Gandhi, once it was tried and
failed. This is a revolutionary change which took place in the country regarding
decentralisation of powers, empowering the local bodies. Definitely, Jammu and
Kashmir's local bodies have to be empowered. Election has to be held.
Reservation has to be provided. But at the same time, the assurances made by

the hon. Home Minister in this august House have to be completed at the earliest.
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Also, as rightly said by Supriya Sule ji, when will the Statehood be brought back
or the election will be held? Kindly give an assurance to this august House so that
the people will be satisfied with that.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much, Sir.
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SHRI VE. VAITHILINGAM (PUDUCHERRY): Namaskar Sir. Actually, there are
only three Union Territories with Assemblies, namely Puducherry, Delhi and
Jammu and Kashmir. The nature of two Assemblies, particularly Puducherry and
Jammu and Kashmir are the same. | want to express my problems in Puducherry
while comparing it with Jammu and Kashmir.

There is no Finance Commission and devolution of funds to the local
bodies. It is not attached with the Central Finance Commission also. My humble
suggestion is that the Finance Commission should be constituted for the Union
Territory of Jammu and Kashmir and then only the local bodies will get funds.
Otherwise, there is no meaning of local bodies. We have the same experience in
Puducherry. The local bodies cannot function without funds. There is also no
devolution of powers. This is the problem of the Union Territory.

There is no constitutional commitment for the Finance Commission for the
Union Territories. It is not a statutory body. So, | would humbly request the Home
Minister to constitute the State Finance Commission, and then only the local
bodies will get the fund. The devolution of powers to the local bodies concerned
should be done by the State Government, particularly by the Union Territories. It
has not taken place because the Union Territory is controlled by the Lieutenant
Governor and the Lieutenant Governor will not delegate powers to the local
bodies. So, the Lieutenant Governor should delegate all the powers concerned to

the local bodies and then only the functioning of the local bodies will take place.
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In Puducherry, the local body leaders only have the social status, and there
is no commitment for them. This is a major problem for the local bodies in the

Union Territories. Thank you, Sir.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Motion moved:

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SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you, hon.
Chairperson Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on this Bill.

Sir, the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024, which
is moved by the Minister of State in the Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances
and Pensions seeks to identify the following unfair means and offences during
public examinations:- (i) Question paper or answer key leaks; (ii) Participation in
collusion with others to effect question paper or answer key leaks; and (iii)
Accessing or taking possession of question paper or an Optical Mark Recognition
(OMR) response sheet without authority. Any examination conducted by the
Union Public Service Commission (UPSC), Staff Selection Commission (SSC),

Railway Recruitment Board (RRB), Institute of Banking Personnel
Selection, Ministries or Departments of the Central Government and their
attached and subordinate offices for recruitment of staff, National Testing Agency
or other authority, as may be notified by the Central Government, will be covered
under this anti-cheating Bill.

While the Bill, at the outset, seeks to address the culprits in examination
rackets and recruitment mafia, the dangers of overarching powers of the Central
Government the Bill grants is worrying as it encroaches upon the federal powers
of the States. The bill comes at a time when as many as 1.4 crore applicants from
15 States, applying for over 1.04 lakh posts have been affected as their
schedules and opportunities were destroyed due to exam paper leak and

manipulation mafia.
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There is also a complete lack of any punitive action that has been even
undertaken. The long process of rescheduling examinations takes years and the
grinding Government process forces many applicants to leave their attempts as
they do not have age or situation by their side. They also lose their opportunities
as many of them are not in a position to appear in examinations due to financial
difficulty and also due to lack of leave from their employment, mainly the private
sector employees.

In this case, | would suggest the Government to consider holding
examination within three months from the date of cancellation, and make sure
that a wing for re-examination is created in the case of cancelled exams. Further,
| would request the Government to distribute the quantum of punishment not just
to the direct culprits but also to the conspiracy plotters and the intermediary
agents as well.

| would also like to state the affairs of Kerala State Public Service
Commission. There were several reports of question paper leaks and
manipulation of rank lists where applicants who couldn't even write a single
question of the same question paper claimed to have topped the police constable
exam recently. The sad state of affairs in Kerala, where the entire Public Service
Commission and the Government was hand in glove with the question paper leak
and manipulation mafia is a reminder that more stringent laws are required for
curbing this horrible crime.

Apart from this, the teaching and coaching centre mafia which are linked

with colluders including political leadership, local agents and corrupt staff of
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various Public Service Commissions must not be let off the hook, and punishment
should be awarded to them as well.

| would further request the Government to take steps to enhance anti-
malpractice measures implementing, latest technology so that applicants need
not be subjected to old practices where multiple authorities are involved. The Bill
must also take care to protect students from weaker sections of the society,
including SCs and STs from being targeted. The law needs to be fair and the
candidate must not be targeted unfairly. The young people of our country need
justice as far as every competitive examination is concerned. Unfortunately, there
are so many incidents before us where they face injustice. This law will make
sure that in future, these types of incidents do not happen, and it will be helpful for
lakhs and lakhs of young people of our country.

SHRI D.M. KATHIR ANAND (VELLORE): Hon. Chairperson Sir, | thank you for
this opportunity given to me to speak on the Public Examinations (Prevention of
Unfair Means) Bill, 2024.

This is quite an interesting Bill that the Government of India has brought
into this Parliament. | understand that the Government has seen through all the
setbacks that have happened in the previous years. When a law is being enacted
and is brought in the Parliament, it means that there had been some bad
instances in the past and that the Government has taken them into cognizance
and are now bringing a law.

One big scam that even shaked entire India was the Vyapam Scam, which
happened in Madhya Pradesh that brought the nation to the foot, and wanted to
ask what happened, when did it happen, how it happened and who all were
involved in it.

The Government was silent at that time. After that, many competitive
exams like NEET and UPSC were held in all parts of the country. There was
news in the newspapers and on television that people were jumping into the
windows and prodding the candidates. They were telling the candidates all the
answers from the window. There were other candidates also. It was all there in
the news. The Government was silent about that.

After all these years, there are so many unprivileged people who have
been punished by the illegal malpractices. A study conducted by one of the
leading papers says that 1.5 lakh students have lost their livelihoods because of

these malpractices. Why has the Government introduced this Bill? Why did the
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Government look at the possibilities of reducing these malpractices? These
questions have not been answered in the Bill at all. The Bill only talks about
imprisonment, punishment and fine being imposed. But the Bill has not talked
anything about how these malpractices can be controlled.

For example, who is behind these malpractices? What is causing these
malpractices? Why does a student, who is appearing for the exam, have to get
into malpractices? Is it because he is not prepared? The problem may be of
language also. If the examination is conducted in their language, the malpractices
could be curtailed. But the Government of India is very stubborn on the language
policy where the exam has to be held in Hindi only. In regional areas like Tamil
Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka, and Andhra Pradesh, many of the candidates are from
the State Boards and they are not proficient in Hindi. They are not able to answer
these questions in Hindi. Therefore, the chances are less for them to pass the
exam. Hence, they get into malpractices. The Government of India should have a
comprehensive policy to open training centres for the candidates. The
Government has not done anything about that. If a candidate sits in a UPSC
exam or in a railway recruitment exam, what are the training centres available for
him? What is the educational support that this Government has provided? The
Government has done nothing. If you do something wrong, you will be punished.
But what has the Government done for the aspirants? Are there any training
centres set up by the Government? It has not been addressed or discussed here.

| am coming to another issue. You should take the State of Tamil Nadu as

an example. For example, for UPSC candidates, our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister
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has given assistance of nearly Rs. 7000 to each and every UPSC candidate and
for other candidates going to appear for different exams. When a candidate
passes the exam, a sum of Rs. 25,000 is paid to him or her for appearing for the
interview. This kind of assistance is given by the Tamil Nadu Government.

There is another scheme called ‘Naan Mudhalvan Scheme’ which means ‘I
am the winner, | am the successor'. It is a name of that scheme. The students
who are participating from Government schools, Government colleges, or private
universities get exchanged at certain intervals so that even the students from the
Government institutions are also getting the same kind of technological value
addition in courses. In such a way, they can go for the competitive exams also.
Therefore, the well-being of the candidates is being taken care of. They fairly
perform in the exams. A lot of Tamil Nadu candidates appear for the UPSC
exams but language is a barrier. Therefore, the Government should also look into
the reasons behind this kind of malpractices.

The Government constituted a committee to examine all these kinds of
malpractices. Where is the involvement of the States in the committee? The
States have not been consulted. The States are not being involved in these
committees. An arrest can be made with a warrant and a bail will not be a matter
of right. Also, there can be up to three to five years of imprisonment and Rs. 10
lakh fine can be imposed.

So, if a proper enquiry is not done or partiality has been done or someone
is going to be partial, who are the persons who are going to be identifying these

law breakers? How is it going to be identified? Where is the Committee? Where is
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the involvement of the States? These are the pertinent questions that come up
before enacting this law. The Government of India should look into all these
things.

To summarize my submission to this august House, | request the
Government of India to break this barrier of language which is causing all these
malpractices. This is number one.

Secondly, please involve the States, encourage the States, give them the
required funds so that all the students from the States will be able to participate in
all these kinds of competitive exams.

Thirdly, please involve the States when some kind of malpractices happen.
The involvement of the State should be there when the Committee is constituted
to enquire into these kinds of malpractices. When the hon. Chairperson was
speaking, he mentioned about the Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes or any
other caste, community being partially or marginally penalized in these kinds of
malpractices. So, at the end of the day, the fear of the students has to be
removed and only then fair and correct exams will happen. If you take the
Western countries, whenever you go, these kinds of malpractices are not there.
The technology has been involved. If we involve this kind of technology, then the
malpractices will not be there. The exams are being conducted in the States and
the State’s involvement has to be there.

With these words, | summarize my speech and say that this law may be

amended with my amendments submitted in this august House. | request the
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Government of India to look into this and involve the States for the investment

and time being spent for the future citizens of India.
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SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): Sir, thank you for allowing
me to speak on this Bill, the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means)
Bill.

Sir, this is a much-needed law and was much awaited by crores of youths
who have suffered due to paper leaks, especially in job recruitment. Without
taking names of States that have seen such leaks, it can be safely said that this
law would deter further leaks, as a specific law to punish the wrongdoers which
was missing.

There are a few positive things in this Bill which | would like to point out.
The Bill promotes transparency and fairness. The Bill is designed to increase the
transparency, fairness, and credibility of public examination systems. This
ensures that the hard work and genuine efforts of candidates are rightly
acknowledged and rewarded, thereby safeguarding their future prospects.

The Bill serves as a model draft for States, offering them the discretion to
adopt its provisions. This helps in establishing a uniform approach to tackle
malpractices in public examinations across different States and prevents
disruption in State-level public examinations.

The Bill deters against unfair practices. Section 10 of the Bill by punishing
any person resorting to unfair means and offences to be punished with
imprisonment of three to five years and a fine of Rs. 10 lakh, effectively deters
individuals, organized groups, or institutions indulging in unfair means, thereby

protecting the integrity of the public examination systems. It ensures that those
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who seek to exploit the vulnerabilities of the examination system for monetary or
wrongful gains are legally discouraged and held accountable.

There are some suggestions from my Party. Why is a candidate given
immunity from the Bill if he indulges in malpractices that lead to the examination
process being vitiated? The Bill mentions that a candidate shall not be liable for
action within the purview of the Bill. | would be happy if the hon. Minister could
clarify this limitation of the functioning of the Bill if the candidate is a wrongdoer.

Secondly, the Bill's implementation might require significant financial and
human resources, raising concerns about its practicality and effectiveness,
especially in rural or resource-limited settings. Has the hon. Minister made a plan
on ensuring that such limitations of resources do not limit the effectiveness of the
Bill? The requirement for States to adopt similar legislation could lead to
inconsistencies in application and enforcement, potentially creating disparities in
the examination systems across different regions.

Does the hon. Minister plan on asking the UPSC to engage with the States
and helping them out in enforcing the provisions of the Bill?

In conclusion, the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill,
2024 represents a pivotal stride towards ensuring integrity and fairness in public
examination systems. However, the Bill does raise certain concerns that merit
further clarification and planning. The exemption of candidates from punitive
measures even when involved in malpractices, needs more clarity to ensure that
the law is comprehensive and leaves no room for exploitation. With the right

measures and continued oversight, this Bill has the potential to significantly
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enhance the credibility of our public examination systems, fostering a more just
and merit-based society.

In Andhra Pradesh too the Government has taken strict action against
people who indulged in leaking exam papers of Class 10 at Narayana School in
Tirupati. Our hon. Chief Minister Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy garu has always
taken the strongest action against such forms of corruption, irregularities and
other criminal activities.

With these suggestions and comments, | support the Bill on behalf of my

introduced by hon. Union Minister Shri Jitendra Singh ji. | believe that the intent
of the Bill is very good, to preserve the value of a public examination as a test of
merit.

If unfair means at public examinations continue to be very common, like it
is today, the aspirants and students believe that they have a right to do so
because so many others have done so without being penalised. Cheating leads
to delays and cancellation of examinations adversely impacting the prospects of
millions of youth. In the absence of any specific law to deal with unfair means and
offences committed in the conduct of public examinations, we welcome the
legislation from the Government of India. In this context, | would also like to
mention that in our State of Odisha, all the examinations have always been
conducted with fair means till date. No paper leaks, etc., are being reported like in
a few other States where they have been reported frequently. In this context also,
| would like to appreciate the provision with regard to checking malpractices and
organised cheating in Government recruitment exams, proposing a minimum
imprisonment and also a fine for persons and organisations indulging in such
illegal practices.

Common practices like leakage of question paper or answer key, directly or
indirectly assisting the candidate in any unauthorised manner, tampering with the

computer network or a computer resource or a computer system, creation of fake
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website to cheat, conduct of fake examination, issuance of fake admit cards or
offer letters, manipulation in seating arrangements, allocation of dates and shifts
for the candidates to facilitate adopting unfair means in examinations, will be
controlled because it will now carry punishment and a fine for both individual and
the service provider including barring from assignments being given.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | am from the field of education and | am surprised
and shocked by the new ways that some notorious students and ill-intentioned
people are coming up with. In every examination season, the media reports
scandals. It has now gone high-tech. The recent hit cinema 12" Fail brings this
out in a harsh and real form. So, this is definitely the need of the hour. But we
need to go to the root cause also. Merely tackling the menace of corruption is not
enough as it is just a symptom of deeper issues in the system. The main cause
which is there is a mismatch between the number of aspirants and number of
opportunities that are available. Learning is conditioned by the proposed
examination system. If the examination pattern tests mostly memory, then
teaching will ensure that students only prepare for rote memory. This is the
general pattern. We need to address this issue. NEP-2020 goes a long way in
handling it in formative years.

In a situation where opportunities aspired for are really limited, the
boundary between the selected and rejected candidates is a simple cut-off score.
It is not unreasonable to imagine that while those selected are deserving, there
could be deserving candidates even among those rejected. A large number of

aspirants, huge amount of resources spent on them by families is a testimony of
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their keenness to crack the exam. The coaching centres focus on techniques of
cracking the exam and time management, and they frequently conduct a series of
mock exams to churn out exam-smart students. The climate of cruel competition
is instilled in both schools and coaching centres whereby students are taught to
view their classmates as rivals. Cheating despite being unethical is similarly
perceived as an effective shortcut to passing the exam. Desperate parents also
go to any extent to see their children emerge victorious in exams and also in
games.

In the Indian educational set-up and context, the element of fear underlies
most activities associated with learning and assessing. The presence of fear is
often justified as being important for learning and is used to scare, threaten or
intimidate children. Fear associated with consequences of not learning takes
precedence over the joy of learning.

The exams are more about elimination than selection thereby enhancing
the importance of coaching. Fear is a key component of such exams as
implications of success and failure in them are severe. What are the possible
solutions available?

| have some alternate methods. Perhaps more humane way of examining
students' aptitude and competence needs to be identified.

They must have entrepreneurship skills. Students should be helped in
honing their entrepreneurship skills.

They must have meaningful choices. Make education more meaningful that

supports students to make choices that are not influenced by their social prestige

like engineering and medicine and more importantly be given opportunities and
supported to develop different facets of their personality.

There must be responsive education. Make education responsive to
employment skills required. However, a unilateral relationship between education
simply responding to market needs will do more harm than good.

| hope these issues are addressed behaviourally and we stand to support
the Bill. In this regard, | would also request to see that financial punishment and
imprisonment should be lessened in case of students. It should be more strict for
the agency or the institutes or the centres that are really practising and motivating
students to adopt the unfair means.

In case of financial punishment and imprisonment, it should be less for the
students. It is because they do not have knowledge as to when they adopted this
unfair method during the examination.

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DR. M.K. VISHNU PRASAD (ARANI): Sir, thank you very much for giving me an
opportunity to speak on the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means)
Bill, 2024.

Sir, the dream of any youth is to get a government job, and the purpose of
their appearing in an exam is either to pursue higher education or to get a
government job. The Central Government jobs can be achieved through exams
conducted by Railway Recruitment Board, Staff Selection Commission, banks
etc. After getting a government job, especially a Central Government job, one
gets a lot of opportunities. Immediately he will go for a loan. He or she can get
married. So, the dreams are plenty.

In the past, there have been several leaks in the system. | am observing for
a long time that the hon. Members in this august House have been talking on this
Bill extensively, and the hon. Minister also mentioned the importance of this Bill. |
appreciate that this Bill is essential. It is the need of the hour. There is no doubt
about that. But we all remember as to what happened in Vayapam scam. Let us
not politicise this Bill. It is a very serious issue. AlImost 2000 FIRs were registered
and many lives lost. What answer are we going to give for this?

Sir, conducting an exam is not a joke. Starting from preparing a question
paper to printing, coding, distribution, evaluation, declaration of results, then re-
examination, re-calculation, and so many other things are there. So, there should
be leak proof system. We have adopted a system to ensure transparency through
various steps like self-attestation by candidates, shortening of exam cycle from 18

months to six to eight months, allowing of computer-based exams so that
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interviews do not take place, digital certification, digital work orders, etc. In spite
of all these efforts, which the Government has been taking for long, it is
heartbreaking to know that almost 41 document leak cases have taken place. It
has been reported in 15 States, that is, all across India it is happening.

Almost 14 million people have applied for about 1.04 lakh employment
opportunities. Look at their condition. Once an incident of unfair means takes
place, immediately the examination gets cancelled, and nobody knows when the
next exam will take place. Dreams of millions of youths are shattered. | urge this
Government, as my fellow colleague from the Congress Party, Shri K. Suresh
mentioned, that re-examination should take place within three months from the
date of cancellation.

Please consider this important issue because the youth cannot wait
indefinitely. Till now, in around 41 leaked paper cases, there is no FIR filed and
no arrest has been made.

We are really surprised to know that there is no legislation to specifically
deal with these unfair means. That is why, now the Government is bringing this
Bill. We appreciate it. Malpractices or unfair means take place in several ways —
leakage of papers, impersonation, unauthorised entry into the examination
centres. Even the computers are being hacked. It is coming in the Bill. | would like
to ask when computers can be hacked, why can the EVMs not be hacked. Let us
not brush aside this point. When this Government is bringing about the issue of
computers being hacked, then EVMs can also be hacked. | think, this

Government should also focus on bringing a separate legislation for that.
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Examinations and elections are not different entities. We have to consider both of
them equally and important.

In the Bill, the punishment is extending from three years to ten years and
fine up to one crore of rupees. At the same time, when the service providers are
being punished, the important point is not only the employee; the management
team and their core person also has to be roped into the investigations. | think,
the investigation is done by DSP or ACP level officer. When the system is going
on like this, | would like to say that this is a very good system. A legislation should
be brought, offence should be inquired into and if a person is proven guilty, he
should be punished.

This is for the Central Government examination centres alone. If you see it
percentage-wise, more people are appearing in the private examinations which
are conducted by private colleges and deemed universities. Candidates are
appearing for examination in connection with their graduation, post-graduation
and higher education in their own colleges or universities. | am not saying that all
the deemed universities or private institutions are indulging in malpractices. But
some biased practices are still taking place in the name of ‘internals’. So, what is
the regulatory system which this Government is going to have to control it? We
should have some monitoring system because the most talented people are
being deprived and untalented, unqualified or less qualified people are being
pushed and encouraged by the management. The Government should think

about this in a comprehensive manner as to how they are going to rope in the
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management team, the deemed university people also for conducting
examinations.

This Government has brought in a legislation, which is welcome-able with
some recommendations being passed on from our side. Most importantly, | am
happy to see that the Minister, while presenting this Bill, is talking about the level-
playing ground, but level-playing ground comes when the students of government
schools and private schools, and government institutions and private institutions
have to face the examination called NEET! In Tamil Nadu, we are vehemently
opposing NEET because the students are trained in the government syllabus in a
particular language and they have to compete with the students from all over
India who are being educated in the private institutions, and the syllabus and the
examination papers are being prepared at the Central level. Where is the level-
playing field here? | would request this Government to consider this disparity with
motherly nature and approach.

He has also mentioned about so many suicides. In Tamil Nadu, so many
suicides have taken place because our children are not able to get through the
NEET examinations in spite scoring excellent and outstanding marks in the
examinations at State level. So, a comprehensive Bill has to be passed.

We support the Bill. At the same time, there are some suggestions which
we are giving to this Government. | would request the hon. Minister to consider
them.

Once again, | thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on this Bill.

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SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): The Public Examinations
(Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024, has brought different stages and ‘unfair
means’ has been categorised under Clause 3 of the Bill.

What | intend to say is that all these categories are already covered by the
Indian Penal Code and Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023 also which has been
passed but has not been implemented yet. Up till today, whenever and wherever
this sort of activity is performed, criminal proceedings vis-a-vis civil proceedings
are initiated against the perpetrator. | have consistently been saying for last few
years that in our country there is no deficiency of laws to cover these criminal
activities, but the problem is the implementation. The law is passed in this
Parliament with the Parliament’s wisdom. But ultimately, it has to be implemented
by the implementing agency. That is the greatest failure in our country today. Still,
| am saying this. | am not objecting to anything, but still | am saying that all the
activities are already covered.

Clause 15 of the Bill says, “The provisions of the Act shall be in addition to,
and not in derogation of, any other law for the time being in force.” Therefore,
existing laws are there. You are further categorizing it, making a sub-category,
mini sub-category, but in a broader sense, it all exists. The question is whether
the Central Government has taken steps in respect of this maladministration
whenever malpractices happened and whenever such offences were committed.

Sir, through you, | want to know this from the hon. Minister. For the last five
or 10 years, in how many cases has this law been implemented by the Central

Government, prosecution has been done, conviction has been made. These
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answers should be given. No one indulges in these types of activities, but the
point remains that sometimes something is said which is very attractive. It goes
well into the ears, but the question is, is it established? In our country today,
unfortunately, we go by media trials. In any sensitive criminal case, media trial is
there. Everybody is facing this, whether it is the Central Government whether it is
a State Government, whether it is a Central Minister, whether it is a State Minister
etc. They prove it before the case starts. Naturally, consequences have to follow.
Public criticism is there like, ‘this man is bad, that man is bad, this Minister is bad,
that Minister is bad’. But | do not believe in that until it is proved and established
in the court of law. Our country is going in that direction. All the Ministers are
here. | will request the hon. Minister that whenever a criminal case is there, court
is seized of the matter, public trials should be stopped. Anyone is made not only
accused, but he is made a criminal instantly. Let us take a case. A Minister's
name is involved. Nobody knows whether it has been done by him or not. Public
trial is there. A Minister’s relative is involved. It is immediately taken in that way in
the media trial that this gentleman is a relative of that Minister. Therefore, the
media trial ruins his career. | will request the hon. Ministers to please think about
this also. Ultimately justice is not done. Justice has to be done in their cases. It
should be seen whether he has really indulged in such malpractices or whether
he has done anything or whether anyone has really done the criminal activities or
not.

Sir, | was not here but | was told that someone has mentioned about the

scam of West Bengal in appointment of teachers. | just tell you. Some allegations
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were there. All the cases will be seen in future. All the unsuccessful persons
come. Unsuccessful persons come, lodge complaints against the successful
persons. This is a scenario. After four years or five years, they are coming. In
West Bengal also, some unsuccessful persons have come. One of the single
Judges of the Kolkata High Court by a judgment terminated the services of
32,000 Primary Teachers and directed to start a fresh selection process. The
matter went in appeal. The appeal court stayed the termination but directed to
continue the selection process. The matter went to the Supreme Court. The
Supreme Court set aside the entire order. This happened all because of the
media trial. There was no evidence. Nothing has been established. If you speak
about a story of ‘scam, scam, scam’, it has to be established in the court of law.

In another case, the same learned Judge terminated the services of 15,000
teachers and employees. They went up to the Supreme Court. The Supreme
Court has set that aside because the principles of law have not been followed.
Follow the principles of law. | am not saying that if any malpractice is there, no
steps should be taken. Steps should be taken. But it should be in accordance
with law, not because of someone’s saying. There must be a concrete proof.
Before you reach to the conclusion that malpractices have been done, there must
be an established fact, concrete evidence. It should not be done because of
saying of someone. Today there is social media. Anybody can lodge any
complaint against anyone. Steps have been taken on that basis. It cannot be

done in this way. Therefore, what | am suggesting is this.
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As far as Clause 3 is concerned, it is having two consequences. One is
criminal consequences, another one is civil consequences. The moment it comes
up that some malpractice has been done, 2500 students are there, 2500 students
are scrapped. But all 2500 students have not done it. May be 100 people have
done it or 150 people have done it. May be 200 people have done it. The
problem in the country is this. Whichever is the investigating agency or the
Inquiry Committee, without identifying those 150 or 200 persons, they are coming
up with a report, etc., as if 2500 persons are involved in this. This is not justice.
All students cannot be said to be dishonest. | am sorry, | do not agree to it. All
persons cannot be said to be dishonest. Dishonest persons may be there; there
may be one per cent or two per cent who are dishonest. Our young generation is
brilliant. Our young generation is honest. Our young generation is sincere. Our
young generation will develop our country. We believe and we are having a trust.
But if there is one or there are two persons, segregate it, please. | do not find
anywhere any such process, whether CBlI comes, whether any investigating
agency comes. | have a number of experiences. Whether it is in the Indian
Railways or other places, only one report is coming. But segregation is not there.
For someone committing a criminal activity, the rest should not suffer. The
Central Government must look into that. Whoever is the agency, whoever is
conducting it, please apply your mind. Look into the matter; segregate it. Please
do not go on the basis of the media trial. A few Judges are there also nowadays

in our country — in the evening they are watching TV shows and in the morning
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they are reading newspapers — who are deciding the matter on that basis without
adhering to the established principles of law.

Of course, the provisions are good. | would seek one clarification from the
hon. Minister. Since you have said ‘in addition to’, if impositions of penalty are
different, let us assume here it is one year, and in that it is three years, then what
will happen to that? Which law would be followed?

With these words, | extremely extend my thanks to the hon. Chairperson.
Also, | have conveyed possibly whatever | had to say to the hon. Minister. | have

just missed. Sorry for that. Please do not mind.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Thank you very much, hon.
Chairperson, Sir.

With regard to this Bill, the intent and content seem to be good. Some
amendments are required to be made and that can be done. There is an
elaborate discussion on this Bill. | hope that the hon. Minister will include that kind
of suggestions.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this is like a model Act. It is going to be a model Act.
The States can have their discretion and there it can be improved. Various States
have made separate laws in this regard. In Karnataka, there is a different law. |
want to say that it seems to be good. What | am saying is that there is a need to
examine the examination system, and ensuring the credibility is the need of the
hour. It is a very important thing. We all know that during the examination season,
lot of scandals happen. Reports come in a very painful manner. In my hand is a
comprehensive survey conducted by The Indian Express with regard to leakage.
It is a big document. | could not catch it within the time frame. This survey says
about paper leaks in 15 States in 41 job recruitment examinations. It is a big leak.
We can very well imagine how much havoc it will cause in the country.

Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this issue requires immediate attention. What are
the solutions? Learned friends were saying that technology application will help to
some extent but there are risks in some of these technologies. There is a risk part
even in the Atrtificial Intelligence. We understand that. But in spite of all these

things, in the examination centres, whether it is in universities or in any other

public institutions, these kinds of improvements through technological application
may help us to tide over the difficulties.

Now, | come to the university side. | had been the Education Minister in the
State of Kerala. Sir, you were also very instrumental in making the system
perfect. Sir, there are 1,100 universities, 50,000 affiliated colleges including 700
autonomous colleges and 40.15 million students. It is big thing. There are a lot of
irregularities especially as mentioned in this Act like fraud, leakage, and
corruption. It is a matter to be addressed very seriously. Examination reform is
the only best way. Kerala be made a model. Instead of examination once in a
year we make continuous evaluation. Learning everything from the textbooks and
learning it by heart, and then sitting in the examination hall, are not the right way
of doing that. It has to be comprehensively restructured. Learning by heart is an
easy thing. But the talent has to be measured. Unfortunately, the system which is
now working is that it is not student-centered, but it is textbook-centered and
teacher-centered. Ability of students has not been considered. So, instead of this
instructive type of an education, it should be constructive type of an education.

Now, the other thing is about autonomous college. Autonomous college
was a bold initiative. Subject to correction, Tamil Nadu may be the first State in
India which introduced examination in the autonomous colleges.

After that, | think Andhra Pradesh introduced it. Kerala comes as third or
fourth State. They deserve some kind of liberty in formulating the courses and
kind of things. But a supervision by the Government is required. From practical

experience, we must encourage autonomous colleges. That will have very good
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impact on our educational system. At the same time, in order to ensure credibility,
the Government must have a scrutiny over that. | am not saying that to tighten it.
That is one thing.

Sir, | do not want to take much time. | have one other thing. What is
happening here? Politics, of course, is there. As correctly mentioned by learned
friend, some kind of fabricated story is there. But we have to convince ourselves
that the system is working properly. This is an effort towards that. What | am
suggesting is that a very healthy discussion has taken place in this House. Many
academicians have participated in the discussion. | hope the hon. Minister will
follow that and try to make adequate changes or modifications in this Bill itself. |
hope that this is an eye opener as far as the credibility of the system is
concerned. | hope the Government will make various changes.

| have one more thing to mention in the end. When we are planning
reforms, even in the case of examination or whatever it may be, it should be done
in a speedy manner.

This is the time for internationalisation of education. We have to be on the
fast track. If we go slow, we will be sidelined. If we want to change things, we
must travel on the fast track. We hope that the Government will keep this also in
mind and make adequate modifications.

With these few words, | conclude.

Thank you very much.
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SHRI HASNAIN MASOODI (ANANTNAG): Thank you Sir for allowing me to
speak on the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024.

Sir, | stand in support of the Bill. | congratulate hon. Minister Dr. Jitendra
Singh for bringing this Bill and it tells us that rights step are taken for a grave
problem that has of late assumed immense proportions.

Sir, this is a timely step taken in the right direction. Hon. Minister said that
this is the second important piece of legislation after Women’s Reservation Act.
That law provides reservation for women in the Legislatures. But my personal
view is that this is much more important than that because that delays the
implementation. We do not know after a decade or so the benefits may reach the
target group but here, it is instant and we know that the provisions of this Bill will
be applicable immediately after the Rules are framed and | expect the Rules will
be framed immediately after the Bill is passed.

Sir, the Statement of Objects and Reasons states that it is to enhance the
transparency in the examinations for recruitment and also admission to higher
education institutions. The problem does not only plague in the recruitment
process but also the process of admission to higher educational institutions.

Sir, the Bill is well drafted. | have gone through the definitions clause. The
definition of unfair means is inclusive and the Bill is expected to have the results
that are intended. We should not stop with this Bill. | believe that the recruitment
process and admission is a holistic approach.

Having transparency in the exam is not the end game. We should take

steps to provide a level playing field across the country. The Bill encourages the
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States to have a similar legislation in the States. But the effort should be to have
a level playing field. What can be done to achieve that level playing field?

For someone, who does not have the level playing field, transparency in
examination and recruitment processes does not mean anything because he has
to compete with someone who has his ambitious vision and who belongs to
different strata of the society. | do not know what steps would be taken but |
expect that the hon. Minister will have his attention towards providing level
playing field.

We should try to integrate ICT tools. ICT tools are more objective, very fair
and raise less suspicion in the process. | think we should try to have the ICT tools
integrated with the recruitment processes.

A problem which was highlighted by one of the hon. Members is that
cancellation of examination should not push the candidates into a period of
uncertainty. There should be a statutory period for having the examination
conducted once more. It may be two months, depending on as to how we can
organise the logistics etc., but it should be statutorily fixed. We should not leave it
to the individual authority or individual commission or individual body to fix the
date for examination. It should be statutorily fixed so that we have that
examination.

We know that cancellation results in delays and it creates bitterness
amongst the unemployed youth. So, it should be conducted in a timeframe so that

they need not wait endlessly and they have an opportunity.
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Secondly, after this whole exercise, we should statutorily also provide a
waiting list. | have been approached by some candidates who met me in Jammu.
They said that the local administration has done away with this system of waiting
list. People are hopping from one place to another for jobs. For example, there
are 108 posts and someone’s rank is 109", There should be a waiting list of the
selected candidates. So, we should have the period for the waitlist to be operated

statutorily. Thank you very much.
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Thank you very much, Sir, for
giving me a chance to take part in the discussion on the Public Examinations
(Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024. According to me, it is a very important
Bill.

My first suggestion to the hon. Minister is to kindly send this Bill to the
Parliamentary Standing Committee for close scrutiny. The Bill is against the basic
principle of criminal jurisprudence. As rightly pointed out by my learned friend just
now, there is no substantive law for the conduct of public examinations. You are
bringing a substantive law to address the issue, which | fully support.

If you go through the Bill, the drafting of the Bill, the content of the Bill, it
can very well be seen that this is against the principle of criminal jurisprudence. |
will explain it one by one. What is the intention of the Bill? | fully agree with the
intention of the Bill. There is no bad intention on the part of the Government in
bringing such a punitive Bill which provides for more punishment, grave
punishment for malpractices done in the public examinations.

Transparency in examination for recruitment as well as admission to higher
educational institutions is highly essential. It is the need of the hour. Yes, at
present, there is no specific substantive law to deal with the unfair means or
offences conducted by the various public examination agencies. So, there are 20
offences and unfair means which have been identified in this Bill.

It is including imprisonment, manipulation of answer-sheet, and also

tempering with the documents. All these things will come within the purview of
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Indian Penal Code. Specific offences are there in the Indian Penal Code but you
are coming with a substantive law. There is no problem with that. But, if you see
the quantum of punishment being provided in the Bill, it is disproportionate. That
is my first objection. It is because there is imprisonment of three to five years,
which you have mentioned, for each and every unfair means. If any unfair means
is adopted, the punishment is three to five years in case of an individual and it will
be upto five to ten years if it is an organised crime. There lies the quantum of
punishment. The meaning of ‘unfair means’ is explained in Clause 3. Kindly go
through Sub-Clause 8 and Sub-Clause 12 of Clause 3: “Wilful violation of norms
or standards set up by the Central Government or conduct of an examination on
its own through its agency.” What are the norms to be stipulated if there is any
violation of any norms? He will be given a punishment for three to five years. In
that case, any official can be targeted. The basic deviation from the violation of
the norms is that the quantum of punishment will be three to five years along with
fine upto Rs. 10 lakh. If it is an organised crime, it will go upto Rs. 1 crore and the
imprisonment will be upto five to ten years.

Similarly, if you go through Sub-Clause 12 of Clause 3, there is
‘manipulation in sitting arrangements’. The definitions are very exhaustive. It can
be interpreted in any way. If you are preparing in the sitting arrangements of the
students along with allocation of dates or shift of the candidates to facilitate
adopting unfair means in examination, then also this quantum of punishment is

too much. That is why, | am requesting the hon. Minister to have a close and
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legal scrutiny of this Bill so as to have a proper criminal jurisprudence. Suppose a
student is just copying or murmuring with neighbouring student, the punishment is
too much. This is totally disproportionate. That is why, | am raising my objection
here.

As far as the legal drafting of this Bill is concerned, kindly go through
Clause 8, Sub-Clause 3, the Proviso. It states that:

“Provided that nothing contained in this sub-section shall render any

such person liable to any punishment under the Act, if he proves,

that the offence was committed without his knowledge and that he

exercised all due diligence to prevent the commission of such

offence.”

Madam, it is the basic criminal jurisprudence. If he proves that without his
knowledge this act was done and he has applied his mind in due diligence, why
should this proviso be there after putting the punishment? The same thing is
being repeated in Sub-Clause 4 of Clause 10. It says:

“Nothing contained in this section shall render any such person liable

to any punishment under the Act, if he proves, that the offence was

committed without his knowledge and that he exercised all due

diligence to prevent the commission of such offence.”

What does it indicate? It means, if he proves that he is innocent, nothing
will be applicable. Why is this proviso being incorporated in such a very important
Bill? | have given ten amendments in this respect also? Kindly go through these

amendments. Most of them are harmless amendments. That has to be looked
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into. That is why, | am once again requesting the hon. Minister. Due to paucity of
time, | am not going to explain all these things like ‘unfair means’. Please go
through Clause 3. According to almost all the provisions, if you are directly or
indirectly assisting the candidate in any manner, unauthorisedly, in the public
examination, then, you will be punished with imprisonment of three to five years.
So, this is the way by which the ‘definitions’ and ‘unfair means’ are being
described. This ‘definition’ and the ‘unfair means’ are very exhaustive and it can
be interpreted in any manner. That has to be relooked into. | am not doubting
the intention of the Government to address this issue but, at the same time, these
reservations have to be looked into with a close scrutiny.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much.
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KUNWAR DANISH ALI (AMROHA): Thank you very much, Madam Chairperson,
for allowing me to speak on the Public Examinations (Prevention of Unfair Means)
Bill, 2024.
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DR. K. JAYAKUMAR (TIRUVALLUR): Thank you very much, hon. Madam
Chairperson, for giving me this opportunity. For a change, a Bill has been brought
in to get the appreciation of the Opposition Parties also. | have been watching the
deliberations going on here. Almost all the Members, who spoke ahead of me,
have appreciated this Bill. We should appreciate the hon. Minister, Dr. Jitendra
Singh ji, for this.

Madam, at the same time, | would record my personal views by saying that
you are very late in doing this. We are all aware as to what is happening in
various parts of the country. Some of the Members have also mentioned about
what the size of the scam is, how many States have suffered due to this, and how
many young lads have sacrificed their opportunities because of some scamsters
coming in.

If you see the types of scams, it is largely the outsiders coming in and
doing it. Rarely, the students or the candidates, who are taking up the
examinations, are involved in this. They get into the system and spoil it to earn
money in a quick and fraudulent way. | once again appreciate that you have
realised the seriousness of this and brought this Bill.

At the same time, | join with our learned Member, Mr. N.K. Premachandran
j who has pointed out quite a few changes which | feel are quite legitimate to
have. | have also seen some lacks and lacunae in this Bill. One of them is that it
does not provide a straightaway solution. Suppose, if an examination is cancelled

because of a scam, that batch of students have to wait for a very long period.
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They have no way to move on. They studied for this tough examination for
six or seven months. But now they have to indefinitely wait for the Government to
come up with a new set of examination for them. Therefore, | feel that there
should be an option which should be acceptable to the students’ community or
the students who are appearing for a particular examination.

Another thing is with regard to the accountability of the officers of the
agencies which conduct an exam. | have seen it to an extent possible. | would not
say that | have gone through it very thoroughly. Here again, there is nothing
mentioned about the people at the helm of affairs, who are responsible for it. Most
of the large-scale scams in this regard have happened with the involvement of the
highest people sitting in the affairs of those matters. Therefore, | plead that the
involvement of those people who are sitting at the higher level should be
investigated and an appropriate solution should be found out. This is one of my
suggestions.

Madam, what | have been watching in this House is that normally whenever
the Government brings in a law, they always try to bind the State Governments.
Take up any law whether it is an agricultural law or CAA or any kind of law —
plenty of laws have been passed in this House — you have always tied up the
State Governments. | do not understand why you have taken a different route by
not involving the State Governments and not binding them in this law. So, this is
another point that | wanted to bring to your notice.

Then, there is a point with regard to the unfair practices. One of my

colleagues has just spoken about it. Why do these unfair practices take place?
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Who is responsible for this? We should find out the reasons in order to curb such
practices. These reasons are rooted in our educational system itself. The
students who have not prepared well, look for an escape route.

So, we should provide better education to students and inculcate discipline
in them from the primary level itself. | am myself an example in this regard. It
never came to my mind to adopt any unfair practice in the exams. | would
disclose this that | could not pass some of my exams. But | never adopted wrong
methods. | only appeared in the exams when | was fully prepared. If | knew that |
would not pass in a particular exam, | preferred to stay out rather than getting into
any shortcut method. Such kinds of good habits and ethics should be inculcated
in the younger generation from the primary school education itself.

In this regard, | would like to mention that our hon. Chief Minister, Mr. Stalin
is moving step by step in the direction of welfare of the students. One of the
cornerstones he has laid is the introduction of breakfast system for all the
elementary school children from class-1 to class-5 in about 31,000 schools. This
is done by the State Government of Tamil Nadu for the first time in the country.
So, about 17 lakh children are taking breakfast under this scheme because
without breakfast many children could not go to school and stayed at home. The
attendance in the school was coming down. To see that the students at the
primary level itself should be educated in the State and in the country, this
breakfast system has been introduced. This is only one of the many programmes

that have been launched in the education sector by our Government.
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Madam, there are several educationists, intelligent people and
academicians in the country. | would urge that the Government should consult

with them before piloting the Bill in the House. Thank you very much.

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DR. DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Vanakkam Madam
Chairperson. Thank you for giving me the opportunity.

Madam Chairperson, Tamil Nadu has one of the great indices in education.
It has been brought out by the Education Policy that the State should have a
primary school for every one kilometre, a middle school for every three
kilometres, a high school for every five kilometres, and a higher secondary school
for every seven kilometres. Due to this, Tamil Nadu has attained the Gross
Enrollment Ratio of 52 per cent. That is the target of India to reach this Gross
Enroliment Ratio by 2030. Tamil Nadu has reached that now itself. It is because
of all the policies that had been brought out by the Dravadian principles and
ideologies. The said principles and ideologies opened education to the
underprivileged. It was during the time of Justice Party in the year 1920 under the
regime of the then Government that the noon- meal scheme for Chennai
Corporation Schools was started but after that it was stopped due to no funding.
Later on, it was done by the great leader, Perunthalaivar Shri Kamaraj. We have
many other schemes which have brought students to schools for education,
which include giving free cycles and bus passes to students and so on.

The flagship programme under the able leadership of Shri M.K. Stalin
which we would like to mention here is the breakfast scheme which is the first of
its kind in India. There is another scheme for giving Rs. 1000 to girl students who
study in Government schools from classes 6 to 12. They are given Rs. 1000

during their entire college education, whether they study in a Government or a
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private college, irrespective of the courses that they pursue. This is going to bring
the Gross Enrollment Ratio of Tamil Nadu to 75 per cent.

Madam Chairperson, through you, we request the hon. Minister to bring
back the subject of Education to the State List instead of the Concurrent List
because people sitting in Delhi cannot decide the language that the people want
in Tamil Nadu or in the North East. Madam, in developed countries, even though
they have one largest spoken language, still the education policy is decisively
taken up by the province or the state and it is not done by the Centre. So, it is
high time that each language is given importance and cultural diversity is
protected.

Madam Chairperson, it was our great visionary leader, former Chief
Minister, the Late Dr. Karunanidhi who had abolished the entrance exams in the
State. Due to the abolition of entrance exams, students from rural areas were
able to get into medical and engineering colleges. But with the advent of NEET
exam, what has happened is that only the affluent are able to get into such
colleges. Even if you get a single percentile in your 12" examination, you still get
passed.

you are rich enough, by spending Rs. 20 lakh you can go to a private medical
college. So, this is what we are against.
Madam Chairperson, with regard to entrance examinations, | would like to

say that the students who go for the exams are thoroughly searched and are
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physically frisked. Their dupattas are removed. Their hair clips and earrings are
removed. Even their ornaments are removed. They should not be treated as
terrorists. They should be treated as students who are just going to colleges and
they should be treated with dignity and humanity.

on the legislative document under the nomenclature, the Public Examinations
(Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024. 1t may be called as Anti-Cheating Bill.

| would like to draw the attention of hon. Minister towards an important
thing. According to a news item published in The Indian Express, it has been
stated that there have been very large number of cases of question paper leaks in

recruitment exam across the country in recent years. An investigation by The
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Indian Express found at least 48 instances of paper leaks in 16 states over the
last five years, in which the process of hiring for Government jobs was disrupted.
The leaks touched the lives of at least 1.4 crore applicants for about 1.04 lakh
posts. What shall be the fate of those aspirants who have been caught in this
kind of nefarious activities for which they have not committed any fault?

The second thing is that through this legislative document, you are talking
about bringing transparency. Just yesterday, | have mentioned that according to
the Transparency International Report, India’s ranking on the Corruption
Perception Index dropped from 85" in 2022 to 93™ in 2023. That means, the
Corruption Perception Index has been alarming by increasing. Here, in this Bill,
certainly, lofty ideals have been enshrined but the issue is that you are putting
your entire emphasis on punishment. Why are preventive measures not being
conceived? The Bill has penal provisions for committed offences but lacks
preventive measures to reduce such acts. ... (Interruptions)

The second thing is that the transparency regime in the country is currently
facing significant challenges. Three State Information Commissions are inactive
and six including the Central Information Commission have pending vacancies at
the leadership level. Additionally, there is a backlog of 3.21 lakh complaints and
appeals. How would you be able to deal with this kind of a situation?

In October 2023, a cyber-security firm based in the United States disclosed
that the personal data of 815 million Indian citizens such as Aadhaar numbers

and passport details were being sold on the dark web. In the past five years
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leading upto March 2023, there have been a total of 47 incidents of data leaks
and 142 data breaches reported as per the Union Government.

When there is a plethora of such kind of leaks, how will you be able to plug
these kinds of serious loopholes?

Not only that, only 38 per cent of households in our country are digitally
literate. Around 70 per cent of India’s population struggles with limited access to
digital services. Among the poorest 20 per cent of households, only 2.7 per cent
own a computer and 8.9 per cent have internet access.

Again, | am also trying to highlight the issue that the entire emphasis of this
legislative document is to centralise the entire authority at your disposal. That is
why, the Bill grants significant authority, including the power to the Union
Government to formulate rules and regulations. Additionally, it confers the ability
to transfer investigations to Central agencies, thus consolidating considerable
control of investigation in the hands of the Union Government.

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: Adhir ji, though | am not a law knowing person, to my
limited knowledge punishment itself is a deterrent for prevention. This is a first
step towards prevention. And then, as we move on from this experience, we will
collectively apply our minds and go in for further steps also. But if we do not take
even this first step, then we will not be preventing anything at all.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: | have said that you are putting emphasis
on punishment rather than prevention.

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: It is both.
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SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: Even my colleague, Shri Premachandran
stated this.

DR. JITENDRA SINGH: No, that is what | am saying that punishment of a culprit
is also a means of deterring the crime to happen again, which also is a preventive
measure. Secondly, if you take prevention in the larger scale, preventing the
technological lapses happening or prevention at the level of the means used, |
said that we will, in the times to come, envisage including experts to offer their

input for that. But at least, let us take this first step.

Shri A. Raja,
Hon MP of Nilgiri constituency has even demanded in this august House about
the inclusion of Baduga community in the SC list. This request should also be
considered sympathetically by this Government. On behalf of Viduthalai
Chiruthaigal Party, its leader Shri Thol Thirumaa Valavan MP submitted a letter to
the Hon Union Minister of Social Justice during the last Session of Lok Sabha
requesting that the fishermen community of Tamil Nadu should be included in the
list of Scheduled Tribes. This demand was put forth before the Hon Minister. |
request that this genuine demand should also be duly considered by this
Government and due action be taken. Union government has the right to amend
the list of SCs and STs. A Constitutional provision has given this authority to the
Union Government. But the State Governments have powers to amend the list of
OBCs in the State. During the time of British some castes in Other Backward
category have been mentioned in a disrespectful manner. Those names have

been amended and corrected by the Tamil Nadu Government. Similarly some

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castes in the list of SCs end with a suffix “in” in Tamil which is disrespectful. It is a
long pending demand that such cases should have a ‘respect’ giving suffix in
place of a suffix ending in Tamil with “in”. | request this Government to consider
this demand as well. We have already submitted our demands before the Hon
Minister in this regard. When such lists are created, they were subjected to
several amendments or changes. Particularly in Tamil Nadu, when the Justice
Party was in power in the year 1922, the people belonging to Adi Dravida
community wanted them not to be called as Paraiyars or Panchamars. Shri M.C.
Rajah and Shri Rettamalai Srinivasan had fought for this cause and got an
Government order dated 25" March 1922 for this community to be recorded as
Adi Dravidas. As a result of which they got the name Adi Dravidas. But in the
1931 Census, the rendering of such caste names was made as it was earlier.
This confusion continues for more than 100 years. | request that necessary
amendments be made in this regard at the earliest.

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SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Thank you, Madam. | thank my
party, All-India Trinamool Congress, for giving me this opportunity to speak on the
Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled Castes Order (Amendment) Bill,
2023.

It is a pleasure to see that this Government is finally giving respect to the
Valmiki Community through the Scheduled Caste Order and the Koli Community
and the Pahari Ethnic Group through the Schedule Tribe order. But, at the same,
time, it is extremely disheartening to see what this Government is doing with the
SCs, STs and OBCs across the Country. Has it been fulfilling the reservation
facilities already in vogue in other parts of the country? Has there been any
specific object to uplift the people of Jammu and Kashmir by the Government of
India?

That needs to be clarified. No specific projects or ideas have been tabled in
the House to improve the lives of the people of Jammu and Kashmir. Only
implementation of reservation policy will not serve the purpose. In the perspective
of coming elections, this has been initiated by the Central Government.

Provision of punishment for atrocities on backward people has not been
highlighted. In 2022 alone, there were nearly 60,000 atrocities against the
Schedule Castes and 10,064 atrocities against the Schedule Tribes. As per the
NCRB data, the crime against tribals has been increasing year after year. Just in
2 years, from 2020 to 2022, there has been nearly 22 per cent increase in crimes

against tribals.
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Madam, the gross enrolment ratio of SC and ST students at the
undergraduate level is at 23 per cent and 17.2 per cent respectively whereas the
national average is 26.3 per cent. As per the Union Government initiative, the
Eklavya Schools are meant for the SC and ST students. But, still, 38,000
vacancies across the country have not been filled up.

KUMARI GODDETI MADHAVI (ARAKU): Thank you, Madam, for giving me the
opportunity to participate in this discussion. This is a welcome step, and | fully
support it. | would also take this moment to highlight the issues faced by the
Scheduled Tribes throughout the nation and make a few suggestions on the
same.

Tribal people are estimated at 10.4 crore and cover 8.61 per cent of the
country’s total population as per the End-of-the-Year Review 2022 of the Ministry
of Tribal Affairs.

Even after 75 years of Independence, tribal community is the most
disadvantaged in terms of access to sanitation and hygiene, education, nutrition,
drinking water and medical services.

Now, | come to education. The Government should focus more on tribal
education, especially at the primary level. In tribal regions, the majority of schools
suffer from inadequate infrastructure, often lacking essential learning materials

and basic sanitary facilities
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Owing to the perceived absence of immediate economic benefits
associated with education, tribal parents often prioritise engaging their children in
financially rewarding employment opportunities.

Furthermore, many educational initiatives targeting tribal communities are
formulated in official or regional languages that are unfamiliar to tribal students,
which is a challenge in effective learning.

Tribal communities comprise over seven per cent of the Andhra population.
The 30 Eklavya Model Schools that have been established are concentrated in
only eight out of 26 districts. Therefore, to provide quality education to the tribal
students, there is a need for more Eklavya Model Residential Schools in all tribal
districts of the State and the country with adequate availability of teachers.

So far as health issues are concerned, provision of emergency
transportation for pregnant tribal women to health facilities for obstetric care is
one of the major necessities of the tribal women. Establishment of more Mini-
Anganwadi centres and expansion of Village Grain Banks to tribal areas can help
increase the access to nutrition in the tribal areas.

Representation of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes at senior
positions is very low.

Our esteemed Chief Minister, Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu has extended
the SC/ST sub plan of Andhra Pradesh further by 10 years to provide more
growth and development opportunities to the tribal population of Andhra Pradesh.
| would request the Minister to address the issues raised by us and take our

suggestions into account.
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With this, YSR Congress Party supports this Constitution Amendment Bill.

DNV SENTHILKUMAR S. (DHARMAPURI): Madam, thank you for giving
me an opportunity to speak on The Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled
Tribes Order (Amendment) Bill, 2023. | would like to welcome and support this
Bill.

Madam, many communities which have been deprived for long have been
included in this List. Similarly, | would like to request that in my Parliamentary
constituency of Dharmapuri, in the Assembly Constituencies of Pappireddipatti,
Harur, Dharmapuri, Palacode, Pennagarm and Mettur, there are many
communities, especially the Kurumbar community and the Lambadi community,
which have been demanding ST status for a very long time.

We have approached the State Government and the representatives of
both the Lambadi community and the Kurumbar community have met the hon.
Chief Minister, Shri M.K. Stalin, and have made a demand. | would like to place
on record over here that our Tribal Affairs Minister, Shri Arjun Munda, has been
very helpful. Whenever we approached him, he has always assured us that
whenever the recommendations come from the State Government, he will be very
helpful in having these communities listed.

| would like to place on record that the Tamil Nadu Government has
forwarded the case of Kurumbar community to the Central Government. They are
the 13" synonym and because of no fault of theirs, many youths belonging to that
community lost reservation in work and education. When the British handed over
the Government, because of phonetic variations like Kurumbar, Kurumba,

Kurumbans, many communities were left out. But the Tamil Nadu Government
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has forwarded their case to the Central Government and it is now with the Tribal
Affairs Minister. | would like to know when it would come into effect so that the
youths belonging to these communities could be benefited.

Regarding the Lambadi community, it is a Scheduled Tribe community in
the adjoining States of Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh, but not in Tamil Nadu.
The State Government of Tamil Nadu has gone for a new ethnic study. As soon
as that study is over, we will process it to the Union Government. We request the
Government that both the communities be included at the earliest.

Madam, | would also like to take this opportunity to demand, through you,
an Eklavya School in my Parliamentary constituency of Dharmapuri in various hill
areas.

Lastly, | would like to urge upon the Union Government to come up with a
caste census at the earliest so that all the representatives of various ethnic
groups, Scheduled Tribes, underprivileged and marginalized people get a say.
So, | demand a caste census at the earliest.

With these words, | conclude my speech.

"DR. THOL THIRUMAAVALAVAN (CHIDAMBARAM): Madam Chairperson,
Vanakkam. | thank you for allowing me to take part in the discussion on this very
important Bill.

People belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes constitute
more than 25 per cent of population in our country. Their population has
increased. But only the SCs are given 15 per cent reservation and STs are given
7.5 per cent reservation. My first and foremost demand would be that people
belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes should be given
reservation as per their population.

Similarly in some States, the rendering of some caste names of SCs and
STs are disrespectful. This is not only prevalent in Tamil Nadu but also in all other
States of our country. State Governments do not have any power to change or
amend such rendering of caste names. They have only the recommending
powers. Therefore, | urge upon the Union Government to bring amendments to
the Constitution extending powers to States to amend the rendering of such
Caste names in the lists of SCs and STs. This amendment is very much
necessary for the people belonging to these communities. Therefore, | urge upon
the Union Government to bring necessary amendments to the Constitution of
India extending powers to States to amend the rendering of such Caste names
which are ‘disrespectful’ in the list of SCs and STs.

In Tamil Nadu, there are 74 Castes in the list of Scheduled Castes. Out of

which, the following castes do have the physical and cultural traits of a nomadic

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tribe. They are communities or castes less than 1000 in number. Some
communities are even less than 100 in number. Baira, Bakuda, Bandi, Bellara,
Domban, Godagali, Godda, Gosargi, Holeya, Jaggali, Jambuvulu, Koosa,
Kuravan, Nayadi, Vetan, Vettuvan are the Scheduled Castes who can be called
as microscopic minorities or the negligible minorities among this lot. People
belonging to these Scheduled Castes which | have listed are unable to compete
with other SCs in the list who are more in number than them. They are deprived
of getting education and employment opportunities among this lot.
Anthropologically they are belonging to nomadic tribes. If such Castes are
included in the list of Scheduled Tribes, they may get opportunities in getting
education and employment. |, therefore, urge upon the Union Minister to include
these Scheduled Castes in the list of STs.

| also associate with the demand put forth by our Hon MP Shri DNV Senthil
Kumar for including the people belonging to Kurumba and Lambadi tribal
communities in the list of Scheduled Tribes. | urge the hon. Union Ministers to
accept this demand and include them in the list of STs.

Chairperson, for giving me an opportunity to participate in the discussion on the
Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled Castes Order (Amendment) Bill,
2023 and the Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled Tribes Order
(Amendment) Bill, 2023 which have been moved by the hon. Ministers. | support
these two Amendment Bills which are related to the State of Jammu and Kashmir.

Madam, many of the hon. Members belonging to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes have expressed their views and have also stated very many
burning issues which these communities are facing throughout the country. | am
not going into all the details. But what is the living condition of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes in this country? Their living condition is very poor. The
Government is also not taking care of the welfare of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes in the country.

Even the budget allocation under SEP and TSP for Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes has decreased and also cut short. Whatever amount is
estimated for SEP and TSP, it is not being spent timely. In many of the areas,
SC/ST fund allocation has also got lapsed. SC/ST fund in different Ministries is
also not being spent timely. The officials — | mean bureaucrats — are not taking
any interest to spend the money allocated for welfare of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. This is the main problem. | would like to bring it to the attention

of the hon. Ministers.
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Madam, atrocities among the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are
increasing day by day throughout the country, especially in the northern part of
India. Everybody knows about it. Every media agency is also reporting on this.
We have a strong law here, the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes
(Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Act. But it is not being implemented
properly. The police authorities are not ready to register the cases under this Act
and conviction is also very, very less.

This is the situation in the entire country. But the Home Ministry of India is
not giving any strong direction to the State Home Departments to register the
cases under this Act wherever the atrocities against SC/ST are there.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH: Madam, | am concluding. The Scheduled Castes
and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Amendment Act should be
used against the atrocities. But unfortunately, there is no such direction from the
Home Ministry. That is why, the States are also not taking it seriously.

Madam, another important issue is unemployment. Employment
opportunities in the Government sector are decreasing day by day. Private sector,
private companies, multi-national companies are growing in number. There is a
long-pending demand from the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe
communities to have a special recruitment in Government sector as well as the

private sector.
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In the Government sector, the backlog vacancies are filled up through
special recruitment. At the same time, the Government should insist upon the
private sector to appoint the Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes personnel.

The Government should fix the percentage and, in that proportion, the
Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe employees should be recruited in the
private sector. The Government of India has not taken any step for the
recruitment of SC and ST in the private sector. Lakhs and lakhs of vacancies are
lying unfilled in the Central Government departments. | would like to appeal to
the Government in this respect. Hon. Home Minister is here along with the hon.
Minister of Social Justice. | would like to appeal to the Ministers to take
necessary steps for conducting a special drive to fill up the backlog vacancies of
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Madam, the hon. Minister is aware of the issue of the Post-Matric
Scholarships. Lot of questions have already been raised in this House on
previous occasions in this respect. The Post-Matric Scholarships are not given
timely. Our SC and ST students are facing serious problems. How can they
study without scholarship? Madam, you are very much aware about the
conditions of the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe students in this country.
They are solely dependent on scholarships for their studies but the Government
is not taking any serious step to release the money for the Scheduled Caste and

Scheduled Tribe students.

There is a case pending in the
Supreme Court. Justice Ranganath Mishra Commission has already
recommended their inclusion in the Scheduled Castes List. But, unfortunately, the
Government of India has not taken any positive step in this direction. That is why,
Dalit Christians are not getting reservation. This is also a long-pending demand
from Dalit Christians. | would like to appeal to the hon. Social Justice and
Empowerment Minister to consider this also.

The Order lists the castes deemed to be Scheduled Castes in the
Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh. The Bill adds Balmiki
Community as a synonym of Chura, Bhangi, Balmiki, and Mehtar Communities.
The synonym will apply only in the Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir.

The Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir) Scheduled Tribes Order
(Amendment) Bill, 2023 amends the Constitution (Jammu and Kashmir)
Scheduled Tribes Order, 1989 to create a separate list for Scheduled Tribes for
Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh. The Bill also adds four
communities to the list of the Scheduled Tribe in Jammu and Kashmir. These are
"Gadda Brahmin", "Koli", "Paddari Tribe" and "Pahari Ethnic Group". The two
