Academic Activities in AYUSH

Will the Minister of Ayush be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Government has any programme to promote education, research, and innovation in
Ayurveda, Yoga and Naturopathy, Unani, Siddha and Homoeopathy (AYUSH) by providing
academic activities, training and capacity building in the country;

(b) if so, the details of the components of such programme along with the date of launch of such
programme; and

(c) the milestones that the scheme has accomplished, State/UT-wise, especially in Maharashtra State
and Palghar District?

(@) & (b) Yes, the Ministry of Ayush is implementing a Central Sector Scheme namely
AYURGYAN since 2021-22 with the aim to support Research & Innovation in Ayush by providing
Extra Mural Research activities and Education by providing academic activities, training, Capacity
Building etc. The scheme is effective from 08.06.2021.

The Scheme has 03 components viz. (i) Capacity Building & Continuing Medical Education
(CME) in Ayush (ii) Research & Innovation in Ayush from FY 2021-22 and 3™ component namely
Ayurveda Biology Integrated Health Research has also been added under the scheme from FY
2023-24.



Further, Ministry of Ayush is also implementing a Central Sector Scheme viz. Ayurswasthya
Yojana since 2021-22 having 02 components namely i) Centre of Excellence; & ii) Ayush in Public
Health. Under Centre of Excellence, there is a provision for financial assistance to eligible
organizations to strengthen competencies of AYUSH professionals in Education technology,
Research & innovation and such other fields necessary for promotion of AYUSH at national as well
as international level. The detailed guidelines of both the Schemes are available on the Ministry’s

website (www.ayush.gov.in).

(© Both the schemes are Central Sector Scheme and are not specific to any State/UTs and
regions.  Under the schemes, fund is not allocated State/UT-wise and financial assistance is
provided to the eligible organizations/institutions across the county as per the provision contained in
the scheme guidelines.

Further, the milestones of both the schemes since its inception are as under:
1. Ayurgyan Scheme

i) Under Capacity Building & CME in Ayush Component:

» Fund to the tune of Rs.2.70 Crore during FY 2021-22, Rs.6.25 Crore during FY 2022-23,
Rs.4.50 Crore during FY 2023-24 and Rs.0.69 Crore during FY 2024-25 (as on 15.07.2024)
was released/disbursed to conduct 28, 73, 49 & 08 training programmes respectively, in
different subjects for Ayush teachers, doctors, paramedics and Ayush/Non-Ayush Scientist/

Doctors etc.

i) Research & Innovation in Ayush component

» Fund to the tune of Rs.1.76 Crore during FY 2021-22, Rs.2.82 Crore during FY 2022-23,
Rs.4.00 Crore during FY 2023-24 & Rs.1.08 Crore during FY 2024-25 (as on 15.07.2024)
was released for 21, 25, 32 & 08 Research Projects (New + Ongoing) respectively.

iii) Ayurveda Biology Integrated Health Research
» This component was added in Ayurgyan Scheme from FY 2023-24 and during FY 2023-24

funds to the tune of Rs.6.16 Crores were released for 02 Research Studies.

2. Ayurswasthya Yojana
Under Centre of Excellence Component of the Scheme, total 15 conferences, 85 workshops

and 28 seminars have been conducted so far for training and capacity building for Ayush personnel.

“Ayurveda Research Methodology and Statistics
(ARMS)” in order to facilitate the students pursuing
their MD/MS in Ayurveda. This scheme aims to guide
the students in planning and development of their
research synopsis and will enhance their skills in medical
writing.

* The Council has taken multiple measures time to time
for capacity building, training and continuing medical
education for the officers of the council, Ayurveda
scholars, teaching faculties of different Ayurveda
colleges and private practitioners as well.

= Scope for Mainstreaming Ayurveda Research in
Teaching Professional (SMART) Programme: Under
the scheme Council provides technical and financial
support to academicians to promote robust clinical
studies through integrative research in Ayurveda between
Ayurveda academia and tertiary care hospitals through
mutual collaboration and coordinated by the institutes
under the CCRAS.

* Under the SMART program, 03 multicentre OA studies
have been initiated with 12 study sites, 03 IDA studies
with 12 sites, 02 psoriasis studies with 08 study sites, 1
GAD, 1 RA and 01 Dyslipidemia studies with 04 sites
each. In short, 44 study sites from 38 colleges across




India will be collaborating with 10 coordinating CCRAS
institutes to undertake this research project.
