(c) whether the Government has taken any action regarding the 

construction of synthetic tracks in various institutions in Kerala State; 

 

(d) whether the Government has allocated financial support for the 

development of sports facilities in Kerala State; and 

 

(e) the details of funds allocated by the Government for the development of 

sports infrastructure during the last five years, State-wise including Kerala 

State?

(a) to (d) ‘Sports’ being a State subject, the responsibility of development of 

sports, including development of sports infrastructure, rests primarily with 

the State/Union Territory Governments. The Union Government supplements 

their efforts. The Khelo India Scheme is a demand-driven scheme. The 

proposals received from the State/UT Governments and other eligible 

entities are considered for financial support, subject to their completeness, 

technical feasibility and availability of funds under the Scheme. On the 

basis of the proposals submitted by the State Government of Kerala, three 

sports infrastructure projects which include 2 Synthetic Athletic Tracks, 
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have been sanctioned under Khelo India Scheme. The details are available
