Archaeological Survey of India undertakes conservation, preservation and
maintenance of monuments on regular basis which includes structural
conservation, underpinning, filleting, minor repairs like pointing, plastering, water
tightening etc., which are regular activities. Expenditure incurred on these
monuments during last three years is given as under:
