(a) to  (c) With a view to provide for better passenger safety by 

creating maintenance corridor blocks, minimizing conflicts in existing 

Time Table, and speeding up of train services, Indian Railways, have 

undertaken rationalization of the Time Table, including rationalization 

of train services & stoppages, in a scientific manner with the 

assistance of IIT-Bombay. As a part of the exercise, services of  

19023/24 Mumbai-Firozpur Janta Express and stoppage of 19019/20 

Bandra (T)-Haridwar Express at Tuglakabad station have been 

discontinued.  Passengers of Tughlakabad may avail the services of 

19019/20 Bandra (T)-Haridwar Express from Faridabad (10 km) and 

Hazrat Nizamuddin (11 km).
