(b) & (c): Education is in the Concurrent list of the Constitution and majority of the schools are 

under the administrative control of respective State Government and UT Administration. The 

Department of School Education and Literacy has launched a National Mission to improve learning 

outcomes at the elementary level through an Integrated Teacher Training Programme called 

NISHTHA – National Initiative for School Heads’ and Teachers’ Holistic Advancement under the 

Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Samagra Shiksha in 2019-20. NISHTHA is a capacity building 

programme for "Improving Quality of School Education through Integrated Teacher Training".  

In view of the COVID pandemic and in order to provide continuous learning opportunities 

to the teachers, NISHTHA online was launched using DIKSHA platform in October 

2020. Teachers were oriented on various aspects related to Learning Outcomes, Competency Based 

Learning and Testing, Learner-centered Pedagogy, School Safety and Security, Personal-social 

qualities, Inclusive Education, ICT in teaching-learning including Artificial Intelligence, Health and 

well-being including yoga, new Initiatives in School Education including library, eco club, youth 

club, kitchen garden, School Leadership qualities, Environmental Concerns, Pre-school, Pre-

vocational Education and School Based Assessment in a joyful learning manner. 

NISHTHA training has been extended to secondary stage teachers in 2021-22. Further, 

NISHTHA has been extended to Foundational Literacy and Numeracy (FLN) and Early Childhood 

Care and Education (ECCE) for training of master trainers. The details of teachers trained under

The major interventions, across all levels of school education, under the Samagra Shiksha 

scheme are: (i) Early Childhood Care and Education (ii) Foundational Literacy and Numeracy    

(iii) Universal Access including Infrastructure Development and Retention; (iv) RTE Entitlements 

including uniforms, textbooks etc. (v) Quality and Innovation (vi) Financial support for Teacher 

Salary (vii) Appointment of language Teachers (viii) Gender and Equity (ix) Inclusive Education 

(x) Strengthening of Teacher Education Institutions and Training (xi) Vocational Education        

(xii) ICT and Digital Initiatives (xiii) Sports and Physical Education (xiv) Monitoring and
