Re: Need for urgent repairing and maintenance of breakwater
at Androth Island in Lakshadweep

SHRI HAMDULLAH SAYEED (LAKSHADWEEP): | would like to draw the attention
of the House to the urgent need for maintenance and repair of the breakwater at
Androth Island, which is crucial for ensuring the safety and functionality of the
island’s maritime infrastructure. Several essential works, including the de-silting of
the main wharf area, the retrieval and placement of tetrapods, and the supply of
granite stone boulders for backfilling, are pending approval from the authorities.
Despite estimates being submitted, the delay in approval and execution of these
works is putting the infrastructure at risk. The tender process for casting 8T
tetrapods is in progress, while the casting and placement of 8T tetrapods at the
seaside of the breakwater await approval. These structures are critical for
mitigating the impact of strong Hitting waves and protecting the breakwater. The
maintenance of the IIF Wharf passenger shutter remains unfinished, affecting
operations and connectivity. A major obstacle is the lack of a suitable crane. The
retrieval and placement of 8T/12T tetrapods, awarded in 2023, have not begun
due to the absence of a 100-ton capacity crane. The existing 30T crane is
insufficient. | urge the Government to approve pending estimates, procure a high-
capacity crane, and expedite the necessary work.

Additionally, the Parliamentary
Standing Committee on Social Justice and Empowerment has pointed out that no
new schemes have been introduced to replace the Maulana Azad National
Fellowship and the Padho Pardesh Interest Subsidy Scheme which were
discontinued in 2022-23 due to overlaps with other government programs. |,
therefore, urge the Ministers of Finance and other concerned Ministries to take
immediate measures to restore funding for these crucial scholarships and ensure that
financial constraints do not prevent students from disadvantaged backgrounds from

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Re: Need to recognize Gangasagar Mela observed in
Sagar Island, West Bengal as a National Mela

SHRIMATI JUNE MALIAH (MEDINIPUR): According to mythological,
archaeological and historical evidences, Gangasagar Mela is the largest and
oldest annual religious congregation of our country. It has been held at Sagar
Island continuously for the last three millennia. It is a place on Sunderban delta
where river Ganga meets the sea and a small temple with holy sage Kapil Muni,
sage Bhagirath and the Ganga exists. The legend is associated with the story of
King Bhagirath who performed penance and brought the sacred river Ganga
from heaven to earth to free the souls of his ancestors, 60,000 sons of King
Sagar, who were cursed by Maharishi Kapil Muni and turned to ashes. River-
goddess Ganga descended here making Gangasagar a revered place to
worship, perform rituals and seek spiritual solace. It is said that on Makar
Sakranti, the Ganga reached the sage's 'Ashram' (hermitage) at Sagardweep
and the condemned were liberated. Every year, in mid-January, on the occasion
of Makar Sankranti, millions of Hindu devotees from all over India and abroad
assemble at the Sagar Island. It is believed that a holy dip in the confluence of
the Ganga and the Bay of Bengal will lead to atonement for earthly sins and the
achievement of Moksha or salvation. Thus, the event has deep-rooted
mythological and astrological significance, with this Mela itself together with
Kapil Muni and the Sagar Island having been mentioned in the ancient Indian
epics such the Ramayana, the Mahabharata and Kalidasa Raghuvamsham. As
it is totally isolated from the mainland, all pilgrims are bound to cross the river
Muriganga to reach the island, making it the only pilgrimage in India, which is
accessible solely through waterways. There is urgent need for a bridge over
Muriganga, for which detailed project report (DPR) has been completed by state
Government at an estimated cost of Rs. 1500 crore. Intangible Cultural Heritage
of India National Inventory can refer to "Social practices, rituals and festive
events", making Gangasagar Mela eligible to be included in the list of National
Melas like the festivals such as Deepavali, Chhat Puja and Kumbh Mela. Hence,
| am seeking attention of Government of India to recognize Gangasagar Mela
as a national Mela/a fair of national importance and placement of fund for this
purpose.

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Re: Need to take comprehensive measures to address the losses on
account of transmission and distribution of electricity in the country
DR. T. SUMATHY ALIAS THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Transmission & Distribution (T&D) losses in the country is the major
reason for the shortage of power in the country. According to the Government
report, India's T&D losses have been over 20 percent of generation, which is
more than twice the world average. If only the government reduces the T&D
losses the power supply will see the brighter side. Tamil Nadu is one of the top
industrial states in the country and its power supply and demand alongwith the
per capita consumption too is on higher side. According to the Load Generation
Balance Report(LGBR) of the Southern Regional Power Committee(SRPC),
TN's peak demand in April is expected to be 20600MW, against the availability
of 21,488MW, resulting in a surplus of 985MW. But, in the evening, the
requirement would be 20,700MW as against the availability of 16,003 MW, and
leading to a deficit of 4,697MW. Steps are being taken by the Government of
Tamil Nadu to ensure uninterrupted supply. Sir, ahead of summer, the TNEB
and TANGEDCO officials have identified overloading issues in 6,536
transformers across the state, of which, 407 have already been fixed. 48 new
sub-stations have been installed to strengthen the power grid along with the
proposal to commission 20 power substations throughout Tamil Nadu to provide
an uninterrupted power supply. TANGEDCO is getting loans from REC Limited
and Power Finance Corporation Ltd., to enhance power infrastructure at a rate
of interest about 12.5%. The Government of India has been requested for
reducing the interest to 9%. Therefore, | urge the Union Government to take all
necessary steps to reduce the T & D losses in the country to less than 10%. Also
| request the Union Government to provide adequate financial support to
develop state of art power infrastructure in Tamil Nadu with a reduced rate of

interest.
