(a) to (c) At present, Viswanath Chariali station is being served by 

08 pairs of Mail/Express services. 20505/20506 Dibrugarh - New Delhi 

Rajdhani Express  and 22411/12 Anand Vihar(Terminal)- Naharlagun 

Arunachal Express have scheduled stoppages at Harmuti and 

Rangapara North stations, from where these services may be availed 

by the passengers. Besides, provision of stoppage of train services is 

an ongoing process on Indian Railways subject to traffic justification, 

operational feasibility, etc.
