(a): Pathankot airport, owned by Indian Air Force, hasbeen developed at a
cost of Rs.3.92 Cores during the 1st round of bidding under Regional
Connectivity Scheme - Ude Desh Ka Aam Nagrik (RCS- UDAN).

(b) to (d): Theroute Delhi - Pathankot - Delhi was commenced by Alliance Air
on 05.04.2018 and discontinued after the completion of three years of VGF
tenure. UDAN is an ongoing scheme where bidding rounds are conducted
from time to time to cover more destinations/stations and routes. Based on
their assessment of demand on particular routes, interested airlines submit
their proposals at the time of bidding under UDAN. Routes may be
oper ationalised on being awarded. Besides, any airline may also commence
scheduled commer cial operations between Pathankot and Delhi keeping in
view the traffic and commercial viability.
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
