(a)  Three archaeological sites located in Baghpat District, namely Mound known as Lakha-                        
mandap at Barnawa; Ancient mound at Kasuri, Bamnauli; and excavated site and remains at 
Sadikpur Sinauli, have been declared as of national importance. 

(b) and (c)  Archaeological Survey of India (ASI) has conducted archaeological excavation at 
Sinauli during 2005-07 and 2017-18. 

(d) to (f)   During the excavation conducted at Sinauli in 2017-18, burials containing important 
archaeological objects along with evidence of chariots have been found. 
For the protection of the site, it has been declared of national importance under the Ancient 
Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act, 1958, and the excavated remains are 
preserved by the ASI.
