(a) BADP is implemented as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme under which
the share of Central Government and Punjab State Government is 60 percent

and 40 percent, respectively.

(b) 351 works with an outlay of Rs.42.08 crore and 144 works with an
outlay of Rs.11.02 crore have been sanctioned for habitations covered

under BADP in Gurdaspur and Pathankot districts respectively.
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
