(@) & (b): The coal is produced by Coal India Limited (CIL), Singareni Collieries Company
Limited (SCCL) and NLC India Limited (NLCIL) in a planned manner with mechanization,
whereby the operations are carried out by skilled and trained workforce to meet the demand of all
sectors at a reasonable price. At present the price of domestic coal is much lower compared to
imported coal.
