(a) to (d)  Presently, 15 pairs of regular trains are catering to the needs 

of Bengaluru-Belgavi sector. Similarly, 17 pairs of regular trains 

including 20669/20670 Hubballi-Pune Vande Bharat Express (Tri-

weekly) are catering to the needs of passengers of Pune-Hubballi 

sector. Pune-Hubballi sector is additionally being served by 1 pair of 

special train. Besides, extension and increase in frequency of train 

services, including Vande Bharat services, is an ongoing process on 

Indian Railways, subject to traffic justification, operational feasibility, 

resource availability, etc. 
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
