Mujibur Rahman from Government offices since an uprising ousted Awami
League Government in August this year; and

(a & b) India and Bangladesh share deep-rooted bonds of history, culture,
language and a multitude of other commonalities. India’s relations with
Bangladesh stand on their own footing and are independent of the relations
of Bangladesh with third countries. The bilateral relationship between India
and Bangladesh has been a multi-faceted partnership bringing benefits to
the people of both countries through enhanced trade and investments,
increased connectivity and more people-to-people exchanges. The
Government closely monitors all developments having a bearing on India’s

national interest and takes all necessary measures to safeguard it.
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
