(a) to (d): Under the “National Programme for Prevention & Management of Trauma and Burn Injuries”
(NPPMT&BI), 196 Trauma Care Facilities (TCFs) were sanctioned in Government Hospitals/ Medical

Colleges across the country. Out of 196, 06 TCFs have been sanctioned in Chhattisgarh. The details of
TCFs at Chhattisgarh along with unit cost are given below:
