(a) to (d) The Cruise Bharat Mission was launched by Ministry of Ports, Shipping and
Waterways on 30" September, 2024. The mission seeks to increase the number of sea cruise
tourists to 10 lakh by 2029. The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change has not
received any proposals under the Bharat Cruise Mission till date. All proposals for grant of
Environmental and CRZ Clearance are examined as per due procedure prescribed under EIA
Notification 2006 and CRZ Notification 2011/2019.
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
