(a)to(d) The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change does not conduct elephant 

habitat count in the country.  The Ministry conducts elephant census (estimated 
population) in the country. In 2017, the last elephant population estimation was done in 
coordination with the State Forest Departments and institutions. The Ministry, in 
coordination with Wildlife Institute of India and the State Forest Departments, has 
initiated ‘All India Synchronized Elephant Estimation” in 2022-23. All such estimation 
reports are made public after their completion. 
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
