(a) NITI Aayog vide letter dated 13.05.2022 has requested
Convergence Energy Services Limited (CESL) to perform the role of
a program manager for demand aggregation of 50,000 E-buses.

(b) State-wise details of electric buses as per VAHAN portal, as on
16.12.2024, are provided in the Annexure.

(c) and (d) Government of India has introduced a number of
schemes such as “PM-eBus Sewa” and “PM E-DRIVE” which extend
financial assistance for electric vehicles. State Transport
Corporations may send proposals to the concerned departments for
assistance. No fund has been allocated as financial assistance to
Tamil Nadu State Transport Corporation in the last five years.
