(a) and (b) The Scheme for Promotion of Menstrual Hygiene among adolescent girls in the

age group of 10-19 years is implemented to increase awareness among adolescent girls on

menstrual hygiene, access to and use of sanitary napkins by adolescent girls and safe disposal

of sanitary napkins in an environmentally friendly manner. The Scheme is implemented

across the entire country to cover adolescent girls. It is supported by the National Health

Mission through State Programme Implementation Plan (PIP) route, based on the proposals

received from the States/UTs.

Information Education and Communication material developed by the Ministry of Health and

Family Welfare creates awareness on healthy practices during menstruation. Field level

workers as ANMs, CHOs and ASHAs promote awareness on menstrual hygiene management.
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
