(c) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor?

(a) to (c): The Central Government has implemented National Cyclone
Risk Mitigation Project in two Phases. In Phase-l the State of Andhra
Pradesh and Odisha were covered. In Phase-ll the project was
implemented in Six states viz. Goa, Gujarat, Kerala, Karnataka
Maharashtra and West Bengal. The project has following four
components:-

l. Component A: Early Warning Dissemination System (EWDS)

il Component B: Cyclone Risk Mitigation Infrastructure (CRMI)
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ili. Component C: Technical Assistance and Capacity Building
Training.

IV. Component D: Implementation Support

Under component A, the State Government of Kerala has developed
an EWDS project named KAWACHAM. An amount of Rs.65.38 crore
was released to the State of Kerala for its EWDS project under

NCRMP Phase-Il.
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
