(a) & (b): Agriculture is a state subject. However, Government of India is implementing a
comprehensive range of schemes and programmes for the welfare of farmers in the
country. These schemes encompass entire spectrum of agriculture including credit,
insurance, income support, infrastructure, crops including horticulture, seeds,
mechanization, marketing, organic and natural farming, farmer collectives, irrigation,
extension, procurement of crops from farmers at minimum support prices, digital

agriculture etc.



Apart from the schemes, Government of India has also taken several initiatives to

enhance income and improve quality of life of farmers which include unprecedented

enhancement in budget allocation for the Department of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare
from Rs. 21,933.50 crore in 2013-14 to Rs. 1,22,528.77 crore in 2024-25.
