(a) Yes, the doctors of Central Armed Police Forces (CAPFs) conduct civil
OPD in their Area of Responsibility (AOR) by organizing medical camps

during civic action programme.

(b) About 2,96,847 persons in 2,160 villages have been provided

treatment by 383 CAPFs’ Doctors.
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
