(b) Youth are engaged in various activities through numerous
schemes for youth empowerment throughout the country. These
schemes are meant for youth in the age group of 15-29 years from all
the sections of society.

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(ii) National Service Scheme (NSS)

(iii) Rajiv Gandhi National Institute of Youth Development (RGNIYD)

(iv) Mera Yuva Bharat (MY Bharat): Recently, an overarching
enabling mechanism- Mera Yuva Bharat (MY Bharat), an autonomous
body, has been established, which is powered by technology, for
youth development and youth led development through ‘Kartavya
Bodh’ and ‘Seva Bhaav’, during the Amrit Kaal.

A digital platform for MY Bharat (https:/www.mybharat.gov.in/)
has been developed on which the youth across the country can
register and signup for various volunteering opportunities being made
available on the portal. The envisioned PHYGITAL (physical + digital)
ecosystem is to empower young individuals to become catalysts for



community transformation. So far, more than 1.65 Crore Youth have
registered on the MY Bharat Portal.
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
