Regarding law and order situation in Odisha

would like to raise a very important issue about women empowerment and what is
happening with women in Odisha.

A tribal girl, who was studying in Class X in a Government school, delivered a child
while giving examination. A Class VI tribal girl was found pregnant in Champua
district, the home district of the Chief Minister. A Class VI girl was gangraped in a
Government school in Jharusuguda. A Class XII girl in Kendrapara died by suicide. A
10-year-old girl was brutally raped and murdered in Balasore. If you see, there have
been 54 gang rapes and 1,600 instances of atrocities against women. 4 9 &
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
