Thank you Speaker Sir for giving me an opportunity to
speak on this very important Bill concerning the representation of
the tribal community in Goa.
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16.18 hrs (Shrimati Sandhya Ray in the Chair)

Madam, Chairperson, when we make a mere mention of
Goa, it invokes a picture of natural beauty, clean environment,
beautiful rivers, the lush green fields, the rich forests, the tall
mountains and the ever beautiful beaches where they descend to
play with the subtle ripples of the waves. But when did this
beautiful land come into existence? It was 500 years back or 1000
years back. Traditional folklore in the word of mouth traces the
origin to over 6000 years and that is where the first footprint of a
tribal community was found.

Madam, the tribal community in Goa awaits with great
anxiety as we the elected representatives have gathered to
decide the future of our tribal community in Goa. Who are the
tribal communities of Goa?

*Qur Honourable Minister has stated that these 3 communities
were added in 2001, it is not so, these communities have been
there for thousands of years.”

Many of our hon. MPs have asked me with surprise about
the existence of tribal communities in Goa. Well. As per a
research paper submitted to the Goa university in July, 2015, the
Goan tribes consisting of the Gawda, Kunbi and Velip community
were the first settlers in Goa belonging to the Proto-Austroloid
group popularly known in Goa as moolgoankar which means
indigenous people.

It is pertinent to note that the tribal ministerial portfolio in Goa
was first declared in 2010 under the Congress Government and a
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separate budget was approved for tribal welfare and
development.

Madam Chairperson, | also want to make it clear that the
Congress Party has been trying to give justice to the tribal
community for many years. In 2013, based on the promise of the
then Chairperson of UPA, Shrimati Sonia Gandhi, the then UPA
Government under Dr. Manmohan Singh, introduced a Bill in

Rajya Sabha on 26t February, 2013. (They have delayed that bill
and our community didn't not the justice they deserve).

| would fail in my duties if | do not take the name of late

Parliamentarian Shri Shantaram Naik, who on 4t August 2016
raised a demand in the Rajya Sabha for reservation of seats in

the Assembly for tribal community of Goa. On 101" December
2021, our leader Shrimati Priyanka Gandhiji came to Goa. She
went to Quepe. She spent an evening with the tribal community,
and promised them that the Congress Party will fight the battle for
reservation. It is a great historical moment for me personally to be

a Member of the 18! Lok Sabha to push for the rights of a tribal
community in Goa.

Madam Chairperson, on behalf of the tribal community of
Goa, | extend an invitation to all my seniors, and my colleagues in
this great temple of democracy to visit my State, meet our tribal
community, and have a meal cooked by them. Their cuisine is
unmatchable, blended in flavours of the forest produce, the real
organic vegetables, fruits plucked from the forest trees, and the
natural nuts and berries. If one participates or even visits the
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home of a Hindu brethren in Goa during the Ganesh Chaturthi
festival, one can witness the rare edible fruits, herbs, creepers,
root leaves from a rich forest as part of the traditional Matoli.
These are the produces of the forest that have been preserved by
a tribal community.

Today, as we sit in this temple of democracy and debate on
deciding on the Bill that will benefit the tribal community in Goa, |
would like to bring to the notice of honourable Members of
Parliament that a tribal community has their own decision-making
system going back to thousands of years where the village elder
or the village headman known as the budhwant or gaonkar would
sit and take collective decision only after listening to the views of
the entire tribal community. Similarly, there was a system called
as Bara-jan, meaning 12 wise men who would assemble together
and discuss and finalise various critical issues affecting the
respective villages and areas. If we superimpose that system,
Madam, we too are following a similar system wherein all
representing our particular States or areas; we take decision by
debating and discussing before arriving at a suitable decision.

They did it thousands of years before us, and sadly we are
today discussing to give rights to our tribal community in Goa.
Today, what we see in Goa, be it the roads, the bunds along the
backwaters, the planting of mangroves along the coast, the
terrace farming, the cashew plantation, the wells, the houses, the
compound walls, etc., are the work of the highly skilled members
of the tribal community in Goa. Shifting cultivation in the forest is a
skilled practice by the tribal community.
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| also want to bring to the notice of the hon. Members of
Parliament from Jharkhand and also from Bihar that prior creation
of Jharkhand, the members of the tribal community of Goa, who
were famed for their skills in building of roads and in construction
of compound walls and buildings, were specifically taken to
Jamshedpur where they played a critical role in the construction
of roads and other infrastructure in Jamshedpur.

Madam, the Bill that has been introduced proposes a
readjustment in the representation of Scheduled Tribes in
Assembly constituencies of the State of Goa. The Goa State
Assembly presently does not have any reserved seat for
Schedule Tribes and has only one reserved seat for the
Scheduled Castes. The proposed amendments are aimed to
address the disparity in the representation of Scheduled Tribes in
the State Assembly as it is currently disproportionate to the
Scheduled Tribes population in the State. Since the delimitation
exercise in 2002, the population of Scheduled Tribes has
increased with the recognition of three more tribes.

In Goa, the delimitation was conducted in 2002 based on
data gathered through the 2001 Census, as per which the
Minister rightfully mentioned that only 566 individuals belong to
Scheduled Tribes. As a result, the Scheduled Tribes in Goa were
not given a Constitutional mandated reservation in the legislature.
The proposed Bill empowers the Census Commissioner to notify
the population of STs in Goa based on which the Election
Commission will amend the Delimitation of Parliamentary and
Assembly Constituencies Order 2008 to make way for ST
reservation in the 40-Member Assembly by taking into
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consideration the revised population. This is where the doubt
arises about the real intention of bringing in the Bill. Will our
community in Goa get representation as soon as possible or will
there be endless delay?

Madam Chairperson, for decades we have delayed in
giving the legitimate rights to our tribal community in Goa. Let us
not waste any more time in deciding on this very important matter.
| hope that the Government does not play with words, jargons and
legal terms to delay the passing of the BiIll.

Trinamool Congress, | rise to speak on the Readjustment of
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Representation of Scheduled Tribes in Assembly Constituencies
of the State of Goa Bill, 2024.

The Bill relies on the Census data of 2001 to ascertain the
Scheduled Tribes? population which is outdated and does not
reflect the current demography. The inclusion of the Kunbi,
Gawda, and Velip communities in the Scheduled Tribes List in
2003 led to a substantial increase in the Scheduled Tribes?
population as per the 2011 Census which should have prompted
an earlier intervention. The reliance on old data may lead to

flawed representation adjustment undermining the very objective
of fair representation.

Secondly, the Bill acknowledges that the Delimitation
Commission?s work ended in 2008 and further delimitation has
been frozen until 2026. These delays raise a question about why
this Government waited until 2024 to introduce this Bill. The delay
has already deprived the Scheduled Tribe communities of their
rightful representation for over two decades.

Thirdly, the Bill grants extensive power to the Election
Commission to amend the Delimitation Order and readjust seats.
While the Election Commission?s autonomy is crucial, the lack of
a clear and transparent process in the Bill raises concerns about
potential arbitrariness. The absence of a clear framework for
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public consultation and accountability in the decision-making
process is worrisome. The Election Commission?s amendment to
the delimitation process should include a mandatory public
consultation phase. This would allow citizens and community
leaders to voice their concern and give suggestions ensuring that
readjustment process is transparent, participatory and democratic.

Fourthly, the Central Government is empowered to issue
orders to remove any difficulties in implementing the Act. This
provision will allow the Government to make potentially significant
changes without Parliamentary scrutiny, raising concerns about
the erosion of democratic oversight. Any significant change
should require the approval of Parliament ensuring that
democratic processes and checks and balances are maintained.

Fifthly, the Bill states that the readjustment of seats will not
affect the existing Legislative Assembly until its dissolution. This
means that even if the Bill is enacted, the Scheduled Tribe
communities will have to wait until the next election cycle to
benefit from the adjustment. This further delays justice and
representation for these communities. The Bill should include a
specific timeline for the completion of delimitation process and the
implementation of seat adjustment to ensure timely justice.

Sixthly, Goa has witnessed significant demographic
changes since 2001. The Bill does not adequately address how
this shift will be factored into the new delimitation process. The
exclusion of updated demographic data could lead to ineffective
or inequitable representation. The Bill should mandate the use of
the most recent census data such as the 2011 data or even the
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provisional 2021 figure to ensure that the readjustment of seats
accurately reflects correct demographic realities.

My seventh point is this. The Bill?s provision that prevents
the population figure and amendments from being challenged in
courts could be seen as an attempt to insulate the process from
judicial review. This raises constitutional concern as it may
infringe on the Judiciary?s role in upholding the rule of law and
protecting the citizens? rights. A mechanism for judicial oversight
could be included to ensure that the process remains fair and
constitutional. This would build public trust and prevent potential
legal challenges. | would like to mention here that for sustainable
development and for economic development, our hon. Chief
Minister Mamta Bandyopadhyay every month provides Rs.1000 to
the SC/ST communities under the scheme of Taposili Bandhu and
Jai Johar scheme. How can we expect from this Government that
this Government will do justice to the SC/ST people? This is
because this Government removed Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar?s
statue holding the Constitution in his hand, raising his finger
towards the Parliament Building. This is nothing but to dishonour
Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar as well as the entire SC/ST
communities.

Madam Chairperson, on behalf of the DMK Party, | stand in
this august House to speak on the Readjustment of
Representation of Scheduled Tribes in Assembly Constituencies
of the State of Goa Bill, 2024. This Bill is drafted very slowly. The
Government has not applied its knowledge. It is only entrusted on
the previous census data. The DMK Government, from day one,
has been insisting that the Government of India has to spend time
and energy, and also, has to allocate separate funds to first take
new census data.

Before taking this census data, whatever you do may not be
right, or it may be wrong also. We do not know. | can give you a
very practical example. | come from Vellore district. In panchayat
elections, certain constituencies have been allocated to certain
communities. But we find it very difficult to find even one single
voter in that particular constituency belonging to the allocated
reservation. All this happens because of the lack of census data.
Even the previous speaker had mentioned about demographic
data. Only if the census data is lying, or if the census data is
collected on time, then, automatically things will happen. We are
talking about election of the representatives from the region
where the representation of the community has to be there. In
Tamil, we used to say:

?Ellorum Innaattu Mannar?

What does it mean? Everyone is a prince of this land.
Everyone has a right to rule this land. Everyone has a right to be
represented or represent the community to which they belong to.
So, if a new census data is there, then automatically everything
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becomes clear; the representation becomes true, fair and just;
and, automatically, there will be nothing to complain about.

Not only that, whenever the Government wants to deploy
certain support to the community where they want to bring in
supportive measures to the community, if the census data is lying
and if the census data is taken on time, then, automatically people
can get benefits from the scheme. As a Member of Parliament, we
get many schemes to be given to the SC/ST communities. But if
the census data is there, then, automatically, we can choose
those hamlets easily and then, it can be given. But now, we go
into the villages and we go to the people, and then, by fair means,
we get to know which is the community that is available there and
which is the largest community, and when the scheme is brought
in, which community will get the benefit.

Therefore, from the DMK Party, through this Bill, | want to
press upon this Government the importance of taking the new
census data, which will reveal the demographic data and that will
be clear and just.

The Lambadi community in Tamil Nadu and in other places in
India, is a very important community. Even their community has to
be represented. Even they need an allocation of a Constitutional
space in India. They also need to be included here.

Now, | conclude here by stating that the Government should
act, at least, now. The hon. Prime Minister along with the hon.
Finance Minister should allocate enough funds for the collection
of census data, which will definitely give a fair and clear way of
doing this demography.

SHRI G. LAKSHMINARAYANA (ANANTAPUR): Madam, | rise today to speak on
the Readjustment of Representation of Scheduled Tribes in
Assembly Constituencies of the State of Goa Bill, 2024. First and
foremost, | commend the Government for bringing forward this
much-needed legislation. The Bill seeks to reserve seats for
Scheduled Tribes in the Goa Legislative Assembly, a crucial step
towards ensuring that the political representation of these
communities is in line with their growing population in the State.

While this Bill addresses ST representation in Goa, | want
to speak about a community that has been awaiting rightful
recognition for decades.

| speak of a community where less than one per cent of the
population is literate, a community that is largely landless and
without any steady income, a community that has given India the
great Hindu epic of Ramayana, the descendants of Maharishi
Valmiki Ji himself.

| am speaking about the Valmiki Boya community ? a
community that has faced decades of marginalization and
neglect. And as | stand here today, | say with pride, | am one of
them.

#3truggles of Boya Valmiki and ours is one and the same in
both the states of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh. Therefore, to
include the Boya community in the central list of Scheduled
Tribes, is not just a legislative process, but a process which will
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ensure equality and justice to this community. The government
should use this opportunity to identify the backwardness of this
community. Historically, this community was notified as a criminal
tribe under Criminal tribes Act 1871, and as a result, this
community was subjected to boycott for so many decades.
Though this community was gradually included in the lists of SCs,
STs, OBCs and denotified tribes in different regions, this
community is unable to get real justice and are still trapped in
poverty. For decades, they are struggling to get some
recognition. Recently we had a discussion on 75 years of the
glorious journey of the Constitution of India. The rights which
were prescribed by Dr Ambedkar in our Constitution for backward
and oppressed classes was available for the Boya Valmiki
community, which was a Scheduled Tribe. But after 1956, this
community was declared as a denotified tribe or even as
backward classes in some regions. As a result, we remain
economically backward and were deprived of employment
opportunities. Taking into consideration all these circumstances,
our Chief Minister Nara Chandrababu Naidu in 2017 passed a
resolution in Andhra Pradesh Assembly to include the Boya
Valmiki Community in the list of Scheduled Tribes and sent it to
the Union government for consideration. Even after seven years,
we did not get justice. | am bringing this to your kind notice to
render justice to our community. Hon. Minister of Tribal Affairs,
who was an MP in previous term has stated that any resolution
passed by a state assembly needs to be implemented by the
Union government and at the same time any resolution passed by
a state government should not be reversed by the subsequent
Government. As he is the minister for tribal affairs now, we expect
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him to implement the same and give us justice which is due for
the last 60 years. As we are discussing One Nation One Election
in Parliament, in this context, | want to mention that our caste is
being treated as a scheduled tribe in one state and as a backward
class in another. Therefore, | want our community to have one
reservation throughout Andhra Pradesh. Similarly, Vaddera
community in our state is also demanding ST status And | request
the government to include that community also in the list of STs*.

Despite  the clear  evidence and well-founded
recommendations, the Valmiki Boya community?s rightful
recognition remains pending. In the past few days, | personally
met with the Tribal Affairs Minister Shri Jual Oram Ji, as well as
officials from the Registrar General of India, and the Ministry of
Social Justice and Empowerment, to expedite the resolution of
this long-pending issue.

Hon. Prime Minister Modiji has promised to grant ST
recognition to the Valmiki Boya community. As part of honouring
the great contributions of Maharishi Valmiki, the Prime Minister
himself has not only renamed the airport in Ayodhya as Maharishi
Valmiki International Airport, but also inaugurated it. Today, | stand
here with confidence that the day is not far when | will rise in this
very House to speak on the Scheduled Tribes Order
(Amendment) Bill. This Bill will include the Valmiki Boya
community in the ST list, finally giving them the recognition and
justice they truly deserve.

| would like to conclude by showing my full support for this
important Bill which aims to ensure rightful representation and
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justice for the Scheduled Tribes in Goa. Thank you.

SHRIMATI SUPRIYA SULE (BARAMATI): Thank you very much for giving me
an opportunity on behalf of the NCP (SP) to speak on the
Readjustment of Representation of Scheduled Tribes in Assembly
Constituencies in the State of Goa.

Sir, Goa is a very, very small State in size. But it is one of
the biggest contributors to India's tourism. | think we are all very,
very proud of Goa because it was one of the few States which,
right in the beginning, before India was on the tourism map
globally, beside Delhi as the Capital and Mumbai as the economic
capital of India, were internationally known for their contribution of
culture, heritage, and tourism. So, one of those first few States
was Goa. Today we are giving to the Scheduled Tribes of Goa a
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seat, which is a welcome step. | would like to thank the
Government and congratulate the people of Goa for getting this
opportunity.

But while | speak about the Bill, | would like to reiterate a
few points which my learned friend, Pratima Mondal has said
because this is connected to a Bill which we passed in this very
House a few months ago. This exercise of delimitation was
initiated in 2002. It is regarding the Kunbi, the Gouda and the
Velip, all these are the Scheduled Tribes which have got this
reservation now, and that is why we are moving this Bill.

The Delimitation Commission had ceased to exist after
completion of the task in 2008. Under Articles 82 and 170 of the
Constitution, further delimitation stands frozen until the figure of
the first Census taken after the 2026 has been published.

Meghwal ji just three pointed questions regarding this Bill. |
congratulate him for bringing it for the people of Goa. My
questions to the hon.

Assembly in the State of Goa for the Scheduled Tribes of the
State."

If the delimitation is so critical and the Election Commission has
made a special case, what steps is this Government taking to give
effect to it?

DR. NAMDEO KIRSAN (GADCHIROLI-CHIMUR): [hank you, Chairperson, for

giving me this opportunity to speak on the Readjustment of
Representation of Scheduled Tribes in Assembly Constituencies
of the State of Goa Bill, 2024.

The Bill proposes a readjustment in the representation of
Scheduled Tribes in Assembly constituencies of the State of Goa.
The Goa State Assembly presently does not have any reserved
seats for Scheduled Tribes. The proposed amendments are
aimed to address the disparity in the representation of Scheduled
Tribes in the State Assembly, as it is currently disproportionate to
the Scheduled Tribes population in the State. The Bill authorizes
the Census Commissioner to determine Goa?s Scheduled Tribes
population, incorporating tribes recognized after the 2001 Census.

The Bill authorizes the Election Commission to amend the
2008 Delimitation Order, allowing constituency adjustments in
Goa Legislative Assembly to ensure adequate representation for
Scheduled Tribes in line with Article 170 of the Constitution, which
deals with the readjustment of the number of seats in the House
of the People and the Legislative Assemblies of the States and
Union Territories. Between the 2001 and 2011 Census, the ST
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population in Goa has increased to approximately 10 per cent,
and is expected to have further grown since. However, according
to Articles 82 and 170 of the Constitution, territorial constituencies
are to be readjusted after the Census. The delimitation exercise
remains frozen until post-2026 Census figures are published.
Thus, there is no mechanism to readjust seats to accommodate
the increased ST population recorded in the 2011 Census
compared to 2001.

For the first time in 150 years, India?s Census has been
delayed. The Modi Government is shrinking from its administrative
duties for political gains. Even two years after the COVID-19
crisis, the Government continues to postpone the Census, aiming
to benefit electorally from the delimitation exercise if it is
conducted before the 2029 Lok Sabha elections. The Modi
Government?s refusal to undertake a national level caste Census
has meant unequal representation of the SCs and STs in various
domains, including Parliament and State Assemblies and also
local bodies, especially if their numbers have grown relative to the
rest of the population. While the Modi regime has spoken much
about good governance, it lacks the basic understanding that
good governance involves drafting policies and programmes
informed by data gathered from the Census and National Health
and Family Welfare survey, etc. In the absence of such crucial
information, the Modi Government?s schemes do not respond to
the actual ground realities.

Sir, the Constitution of India has several provisions to
prevent discrimination against the people belonging to the
Scheduled Tribes, and protect their rights. | strongly support this
Bill.

#3ir, Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi often described
Adivasis as the original habitat of the world and as heirs of culture
and heritage. This is appreciable. But this is only confined to his
words and actions of his government in this regard is zero. Our
Adivasi regions are deprived of social and economical
development. Even after 77 years of independence their progress
is nil. While the whole world is moving towards development, our
tribal areas are deprived of basic amenities like drinking water,
roads and electricity. There are many such villages where these
people do not even know about mobile phones. This is the result
of negligence by respective governments. Tribals are provided
special rights with the help of special laws. One such law is 1B70
which gives exclusive land rights to the tribals. But off late this law
has lost its existence.

PESA law was introduced in 1996 for autonomy of tribal
areas. It was mandatory to pass a resolution by the Gram Sabha
to do any work in tribal areas. Even that law has lost its
existence. Geo 3 was a lifeline for tribals which has provided
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employment opportunities to tribals and laid a strong foundation
for primary education of tribals. The areas where ftribals live are
geographically diverse and lies 3000 feet above sea level. They
witness continuous rainfall and dense forests are unfit for human
habitation. These places are often affected by dengue, malaria
and chikungunya. In such areas, when teachers from plain areas
come for teaching, they do not stay there for long duration and
teach only for few days in a month. As a result, education
standard was very bad and young tribal children were deprived of
primary education. In such a scenario, GO 3 has emerged as a
ray of hope, which ensured local jobs for local tribal youth. Eligible
local youth were appointed as teachers in schools, where they
used to teach the kids in their own language and paved a bright
path for the tribal children. Such a useful GO 3 was cancelled by
the Supreme Court. As a result. Due to lack of employment
opportunities and due to their inability to compete with candidates
from plain areas, our tribal youth are getting addicted to drugs. |
request the government that even if they do not do anything new
for us, at least do not withdraw the existing laws and deprive us
our rights. GO 3 is like oxygen for the local youth as they get
employment opportunities. | request the government that if they
cannot restore GO 3, at least they may come out with some
alternative arrangements for the tribal youth. Lacks of a tribal
youth are dependent on this GO 3. Therefore, | request the
Government that it should be restored or come up with some
alternative GO. With this | conclude. Thank you.
