(a): Under the Pradhan Mantri Gram SadakYojana (PMGSY), a total
of 562 roads of 4,237 km length and 26 bridges have been
sanctioned since year 2019 to the State of West Bengal. During this
period, the State has constructed 1,921 roads of 5,743 Km length
and 54 bridges under various interventions/ verticals of PMGSY,
which includes completion of works sanctioned earlier.

(b): Since 2019, a total of 14 roads of 110 km length and 1 bridge
have been sanctioned in Darjeeling district and 9 roads of 66 km
length and 2 bridge have been sanctioned in Kalimpong district
under PMGSY.

The Government of India has recently launched phase IV of
PMGSY in September 2024 to provide all-weather connectivity to
25,000 unconnected habitations of population size 500+ in plains,
250+ in NE & Hill Sates/UTs, special category areas (Tribal Schedule
V, Aspirational Districts/Blocks, Desert areas) and 100+ in Left Wing
Extremism Affected (LWE) affected areas, as per Census 2011. The
timeline for completion of PMGSY-IV is March 2029. The Ministry is
coordinating closely with the State Governments and providing the
required assistance for submission of proposals under the scheme.

The Central funds under PMGSY are released to the State
Governments as a single unit. It is the responsibility of the State to
release these funds, along with State share, to district and sub-
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district level. The release of funds to States/ UTs for implementation
of PMGSY is done on the basis of the proposal received from the
State and it depends, inter-alia, on works in hand, execution
capacity of the State, unspent funds available with the State and

compliance with programme guidelines.

Since 2019, an amount of Rs 1,962.81 crore has been released
as Central share to the State of West Bengal under PMGSY and the
State has incurred expenditure of Rs 4,611.19 crore (including state
share). The State has incurred expenditure of ¥ 14 crore in
Darjeeling District and T 4 crore expenditure incurred in Kalimpong
district, till date.

The timeline for completion of PMGSY-llIl works is March,
2025.
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
