(a) to (c) Union Cabinet approved the setting up of All India Institute of Medical Sciences

(AIIMS) at Darbhanga on 15.09.2020 at an estimated cost of Rs. 1264 Crore. In September, 2024,

the State Government handed over 187.44 acre land for establishment of AIIMS at Darbhanga.

Pre-investment work of the project is in progress. The topographical study and hydrological

survey have been completed. The land for the project has been demarcated by the State

Government. Tender has been floated by the Executing Agency on 25.03.2025 for the

construction of the boundary wall. An amount of Rs. 2.81 crore has been released so far for the

pre-investment work of AIIMS Darbhanga. Masterplan and Drawings and estimation of the Main

building is under preparation in consultation with IIT Delhi.
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
