SHRI K. RADHAKRISHNAN (ALATHUR): Sir, the Kozhikode—\Wayanad
Tunnel is a twin-tube tunnel road project in the State of Kerala. This tunnel
road is essential for the safe and all-weather connectivity between Kerala and
Karnataka, especially considering the frequent landslides on the Thamarassery
Ghat Road.

Sir, will the Government commit to including this project under

Bharatmala or any other Central scheme?
SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, this is one of the important
tunnel road projects. Actually, this Kozhikode—Wayanad Tunnel is being
developed by the Kerala Government on the State road from their own
resources. The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways is responsible for the
development and maintenance of the National Highways only. We do not have
any proposal for financial assistance on this issue from the Kerala Government
up till now.

Sir, this is a very important project. Regarding Kerala, the situation is
very, very crucial because in all the National Highways of Kerala, the urban
development is already there by the roadside. It is very difficult to acquire the
land. At the same time, there are a lot of demands from the people and
Members of Parliament, which are very difficult to fulfi. The Thamarassery
Ghat is also there in section NH-766. These are the crucial issues.

Regarding diversification of the road, first of all, there was no provision.
We have just used a very simple methodology for making that alternative road.
But, now we have taken a decision that we will make that road with concrete.
That is how the problems will be resolved.

Regarding Ghat section, the land is at an angle of 90 degrees by which
we are developing the road which is dangerous because in the rainy season, it
is a very difficult task. So, now we have come to the conclusion that we would
acquire more land and we would, at least, maintain the land at an angle of 45
degrees. At the same time, before starting the construction of the road, we will
first give priority to the development of that particular area. And after that, we
will start the construction.
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Regarding the problem in Kerala, there are a lot of problems. We have
appointed a technical committee with some people from IITs on it. We have
already received the report. After considering that report, we are also taking
action. And there are a lot of chances and an opportunity for us to use
technical innovation, particularly in the road construction in the tunnel. We will
see that the problem is resolved.

SHRI K. RADHAKRISHNAN (ALATHUR): Sir, will the Government take urgent
steps to complete the National Highway in Kerala, especially in my
constituency, Alathur?

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: If you can tell me which National Highway in
your constituency you are talking about, it will be easy for me to give the
answer. What is the number of that National Highway?

SHRI K. RADHAKRISHNAN (ALATHUR): Sir, it is in Palakkad, Alathur.

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Particularly in Kerala, the situation is very,
very challenging. The land acquisition cost comes to Rs. 50 crore per
kilometre. Previously, it was committed by the Chief Minister that the State
Government will contribute 50 per cent of the land acquisition cost. They also
gave us Rs. 5,000 crore but it is very difficult from their State budget to give
that much money for land acquisition. After that, we considered that problem
and the request from the State Government. We gave them a good proposal
that whatever the GST is applicable on steel and cement that is to be used on
that particular road — the share of the Kerala Government is nine per cent on
that GST — it will be paid by the State Government for that project. The royalty
for the aggregates, sand and stone, and other things will be exempted. This is
how we have found a solution. Now, there is no problem of land acquisition.
But in Kerala, the problem is that there is no land available for acquisition. And
even in green alignment also, there is a lot of problem.

So, today, Palakkad-Kozhikode is one of the important projects. We
already have the project proposal that is to be submitted to the Ministry. We
are now working on it. We will make the pre-feasibility report. Positively, we will
try to resolve that issue. That is the need of that particular region.

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA (KRISHNANAGAR): Sir, | would like to bring the
attention of the hon. Minister to the deplorable state of NH-12, which goes
through Kolkata. It used to be NH-34. It is now NH-12, which is basically the
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North Bengal and South Bengal. The condition of the road from Barajaguli to
the Murshidabad border, going to the district of Nadia, after the monsoon is
absolutely abysmal. There are huge craters and water-logging. No repair has
been done. Also, due to the lack of service lanes and truck lay-bys, because of
the dhabas and the petrol pumps, there are accidents happening every day
with people trying to take illegal U-turns. | would request the hon. Minister to
look into it and get it fixed at the earliest.
SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, the main Question is related to the Kerala
Government. This is a question regarding West Bengal. So, | will request the
hon.

SHRI P.C. MOHAN: As per the reply given by the Ministry, there is a steady
growth in EV registrations in Karnataka, Sir. As of now, this year about
1,70,000 vehicles have been registered. The quantum of assistance
sanctioned to Karnataka under Central Schemes including FAME 2 and PM E-
DRIVE can relate to EV infrastructure programme together with the utilisation
status of such funds.

My second supplementary is this. Have any measures been proposed to

streamline approvals, strengthen grid readiness at charging locations, and
ensure timely execution of upcoming EV charging projects through improved
coordination among Central agencies, State authorities, and private charging
network operators?
SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Hon. Speaker, presently 57 lakh EVs are
registered in India. EV sales rate was faster than IC engines in 2024 and 2025.
EV cars increased by 24.8 per cent, and petrol and diesel cars increased by
4.2 per cent. Two-wheeler EVs increased by 33 per cent, and petrol and diesel
increased by 14 per cent. The three-wheeler EVs increased by 18 per cent,
and petrol and diesel increased by 6 per cent.

In Karnataka, the EV growth is 16.6 per cent, and in Bengaluru it is 9.9
per cent. India's EV market potential is of Rs. 20 lakh crore by 2030 with Rs.1
crore annual sales of vehicles creating five crore new jobs by 2030. Nearly 400
plus startups in electric two-wheelers resulted in sales increasing by 21 per
cent since 2024.

Lithium is very important. | remember when we had taken a decision for
electric vehicles, the cost of the lithium-ion battery was $150 per kilowatt per
hour. But presently, it is coming to $55 per kilowatt per hour. This is really a
good indication. At the same time, there is good news for our country that in
Jammu and Kashmir six million tonne of lithium reserves are there, which is
about six per cent of the world. The Mines Ministry is working on that, and it is
very important for the futuristic development of our country. At the same time,
we are already having a lot of research on the topic of battery chemistry with
regard to lithium-ion, sodium-ion, zinc-ion and aluminium-ion. | am very much
confident that this is the future.
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But at the same time, the futuristic fuel is hydrogen. Hon. Petroleum
Minister is here. | also bought a car which runs on hydrogen. The car is made
by Toyota. It is just like Mercedes; that is giving the comforts of that level. The
name of the car is ‘Mirai’. Mirai is a Japanese word which means ‘future’.
Already, our Prime Minister has given highest priority for green hydrogen
mission, and that is going to be the future.

Presently, we are importer of energy. But | am confident that under the
leadership of our Prime Minister in Atmanirbhar Bharat we will be exporter of
energy to the whole world; and for that reason, our Government is giving the
highest priority for development of alternative fuel and bio fuel.

Regarding electric charging system, it is also a challenging field because
every time technology is changing. | remember, at the time when mobile
phones came, | was in Mumbai. A phone had come made by Ericsson and
charger for every mobile phone was different. So, we need fast charging
system and at the same time we need a charging system that can be useful for
trucks, buses, scooters, three-wheelers and two-wheelers. This is very
important. Research is constantly going on and new innovations are taking
place. Even in the electric two-wheelers 400 startups are working.

As regards the charging system, a lot of people are working on it. But
this subject is related with three Ministries, namely the Power Ministry, Heavy
Industries Ministry and my Ministry. The Government has already given a lot of
incentives and subsidies. This is with the Ministry of Heavy Industries and
already it is to be given to all the stakeholders in the country. At the same time,
Karnataka is also a beneficiary, but that subject is with the Ministry of Heavy
Industries.

The priority of our Government is alternative fuel and bio fuel because
we have to import fossil fuel costing Rs. 22 lakh crore which creates a lot of
pollution and because of pollution we all are facing issues. It is very important
for the country. Our policy is an import substitute, cost-effective, pollution-free
and indigenous one, and on the basis of that the Government is already
supporting all the policies which are going to create alternative fuel and bio fuel
in the automobile industry.

The last thing which | want to tell you is this. It is a matter of great pride
and pleasure for the country that when | took charge as the Minister, our
automobile industry was 7th number in the world, and today, our number is
third. We just surpassed Japan. The USA ranks first. The size of the US
automobile industry is Rs. 79 lakh crore, followed by China, with an industry of
Rs. 49 lakh crore, and India stands at number three with an industry of Rs. 22
lakh crore.

For our ecology and environment, we have to prevent the air pollution. That is
equally important for the Government.

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SHRI CHAMALA KIRAN KUMAR REDDY (BHONGIR): Hon. Speaker, Sir,
thank you very much for giving me an opportunity to speak in the House today
on a very important subject regarding the recent Supreme Court ruling that
made the Teachers Eligibility Test compulsory for teachers appointed before
August 23, 2010.

With deep pain, | am to state that with this ruling, lakhs of teachers now
fear dismissal or stalled promotions after decades of service. These teachers
were recuited through the rules in place at that time. Many teachers have
worked for 15 to 30 years, including long streches in rural schools, and
rendered their dedicated service to the nation, for which we have to salute
them.

Sir, now, the teachers’ demand is that those who were appointed before
National Council for Teachers’ Education’s notification and before the
enforcement of the Right to Education Act, be kept out of the test requirement.
It is because after the recent Supreme Court judgment, other States have
already impleaded and are doing the review.

Therefore, | request the hon. Union Minister for Education, through the
Chair, to kindly intervene in the matter and take necessary steps to amend the
RTE Act, 2009 and the NCTE Act, 1993 to ensure that the teachers, who were
in service on August 23, 2010, are duly protected from TET because these
teachers have already gained a lot of dedication. This has to be taken care of.

The aim was to keep the city's public life moving through a fast-paced transport
system. With time, the noise of Kolkata has increased. The population has
increased. In comparison, the central government's allocation for the
development of the metro rail has been gradually reduced. As a result,
services are constantly being disrupted. The number of employees is
decreasing. The suffering of passengers has reached its peak due to heavy
crowding during office hours. In fact, trains are often canceled due to
mechanical problems with the old rake. A suffocating environment is being
created on the platform due to the pressure of thousands of passengers. The
safety of passengers is being disrupted, passengers have to travel at the risk
of their lives. And there are many accidents. Due to the lack of green corridors
on any platform, people are suffering from the fear of losing their lives if the
traffic pressure increases. Although the Railway Department is inaugurating
the metro on new routes, the risk of not giving importance to the work of
platform, rail truck renovation, truck fitting and signal upgrading on old routes is
increasing. People are getting worried. Therefore, | request the Railway
Ministry to take appropriate measures.

SHRI B. Y. RAGHAVENDRA (SHIMOGA): Madam, | stand here to draw the
attention of this august House to the plight of our Annadatas, our farmers, and
the areca nut growers of Malnad and other parts of Karnataka.

Our distressed farmers are facing an unprecedented crisis, and | urge
the Government’s intervention in this regard. Especially, areca nut growers are
facing problems related to yellow leaf disease and leaf spot disease due to
continuous heavy rains for the last four months in our constituency.

In addition to this, | also wish to draw the Government’s attention to the
critical issue of the Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme (WBCIS). In this
regard, the predefined parameters in the term sheet are updated only once
every three years at the Taluk level. The core concern is that many weather
stations are not functional.

Therefore, | request the Ministry of Agriculture to intervene in this and
ensure that compensation for 2024-25 is recalculated using the nearest and
most climatically accurate weather station data and that the daily rainfall SMS
service is reinstated.
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| urge the Government to extend immediate relief and targeted
measures to control the devastating yellow leaf disease and leaf spot disease.
| also request the Government to explore the possibility of providing an
immediate special assistance package to compensate for the losses and
support our distressed farmers.

We must ensure that our excellent schemes are implemented with

utmost attention so that our distressed farmers always receive the protection
and support they deserve. Thank you.
SHRI B. MANICKAM TAGORE (VIRUDHUNAGAR): Madam, a Central
Committee has been formed, and the Committee has submitted a report
saying that JEE, NEET, and CUET should be conducted as early as Class XI.

In my Dindori Lok Sabha constituency, especially in Nashik district, it
rained heavily from May 5 to November end and due to this, the onion got
soaked and spoiled, so the onion did not get a good and remunerative price.

Similarly, the grape crop is also produced in a large quantity in this area,
but due to continuous rains, there was no sunlight needed for healthy grape
production. So, the grapes got mildew and the fruit was damaged. This
year, around 75% to 80% of the vineyards got damaged. Farmers trapped into
debt. It costs lakhs of rupees to clean the orchard. It costs 5 to 6 lakhs per
hectare every year, for which the state government has provided meager
assistance. My request is that the central government should give a special
package to the grape-growing farmers. At the same time, | demand that the
onion crop must be given a guaranteed price and onion exports should also be
started as early as possible.

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Andhra Pradesh. Madam, in Anantapur, Kadapa and Kurnool districts around
40,000 hectares is under banana cultivation. Prices of Banana collapsed this
season. Farmers are not getting even the expenditure spent for cultivation and
harvesting. The situation is so pathetic that farmers are throwing away their
produce on roads. They are cutting away their plantations and are shedding
tears out of sadness.

The crop which was once a ray of hope for these farmers has now
become a source of despair and disappointment. Our Chief Minister Shri Nara
Chandrababu Naidu, swiftly responded by instructing officials to provide
transportation facilities for transporting the produce to the market. Though this
transportation facility is essential for now there are problems which are
plaguing our farmers. Though our farmers are producing better quality
bananas than bananas from Maharashtra and Uttar Pradesh, our farmers do
not have the capacity to compete in the national market. The main reason is
the lack of transportation facilities for our farmers. Indian railways container
charges and refrigeration charges are expensive and are in addition to
transportation charges. Farmers will have to bear

empty container charges also. These reasons are weakening our
farmers' ability to compete in the national market. As a result our farmers are
not finding a place in the markets of Delhi and Mumbai. | also request that
farmers' should be given financial assistance to come out of the crisis that they
are facing in the present season. Madam, freight charges should be reviewed
and revised so that our farmers can find it viable to market their produce to the
national markets. These steps will reduce the burden of transportation charges
on our farmers.

SHRI ARVIND DHARMAPURI (NIZAMABAD): | wish to draw the attention of this
House to a dangerous and growing crisis, where Indian citizens, particularly youth
from Telugu speaking states, are being lured abroad with fake job offers and
trafficked to camps near the Thailand-Myanmar border, where they are being
coerced to carry out financial cyber scams. Agents in India collect lakhs from these
youths with the promise of employing them in Thailand. Once they receive the
payment, the victims’ passports are seized, and they are sold to cybercrime
syndicates in insurgency-hit areas like Myawaddy, Myanmar. | have come to know
from the families of the victims that they are indiscriminately beaten, locked in dark
cells, denied food, and forced to run online scams. Local militias, sections of the
military reportedly aid these operations for bribes, making rescue difficult. Many
youngsters from my Parliamentary Constituency, Nizamabad, have fallen prey to
this syndicate.

SHRI B. MANICKAM TAGORE (VIRUDHUNAGAR): | rise today to highlight the
long-standing underutilization of Madurai Airport, which was declared a 24/7 facility
on 1st October 2014. More than ten years later, the airport still lacks night flight
operations, leaving its true potential untapped. Currently, Madurai handles around
110 services to major domestic hubs like Chennai and Bengaluru and to
international destinations such as Dubai and Colombo, yet not a single flight
operates after 10 p.m. Across South Tamil Nadu, citizens, industry leaders, MLAs,
and MPs have repeatedly pointed out that the airport’s exclusion as a Point of Call
(PoC) under key bilateral air service agreements is the primary obstacle. Airlines
such as AirAsia, Batik Air, Tiger Airways, and Air Arabia are ready to operate, but
the absence of PoC status and permission for night operations continues to hinder
tourism, trade, and economic growth in the region. Furthermore, the lack of full
international status prevents visa-on-arrival facilities, causing significant
inconvenience to passengers and discouraging foreign investors and tourists from
choosing Madurai as their entry point. | urge the Union Government to immediately
declare Madurai as a PoC, grant international status, and operationalize night
flights, enabling it to serve as a dynamic economic gateway for southern Tamil
Nadu.

SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): | wish to raise the urgent issue
of the continued withholding of MGNREGS funds to West Bengal, which has
resulted in the disruption of livelihood guarantees for nearly 59 lakh registered
workers. As per official records, the Union Government owes the State more
than Rs. 243,000 crore in pending wage and material payments under the
scheme, severely affecting the most vulnerable rural households. The Calcutta
High Court, in its recent judgment, directed the Union Government to resume
MGNREGS operations in West Bengal by 1st August 2025. Instead of
complying with the order, the Union Government challenged it before the
Hon'ble Supreme Court, which subsequently dismissed the petition and
allowed the High Court's directions to stand. Despite the clear legal position,
MGNREGS work has not been restored, nor have the dues been released to
the workers of the State. It is deeply concerning that, even after judicial clarity
at both High Court and Supreme Courts levels, the rightful entittements of
West Bengal's rural poor remain withheld. Across various schemes and
commitments, the Union Government's cumulative outstanding dues to the
State amount to nearly Rs. 22 lakh crore, further straining the principles of
cooperative federalism. | urge the Union Government to immediately release
all pending MGNREGS payments and ensure the resumption of the
programme in West Bengal in the interest of rural employment, Constitutional
obligations and the rights of the people.

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Re: Need to fix MRP of Generic medicines at affordable rates
SHRI ESWARASAMY K. (POLLACHI): Generic Medicines are promoted with an
intention to make them available at cheaper rates to the public. They do not bear
extra costs like free samples to doctors, expiry/breakage and promotion done
through Medical Representatives. As such, their landing cost upto the Stockist level
is very low in comparison to Ethical Medicines. Since there is no control over the
MRP, the companies keep it abnormally high in order to attract their end point
sellers, the retailers. A study made on price lists of various drug companies
revealed that the MRP of these Medicines is kept 5 times to 10 times more than the
Stockist price. While selling to customers the retailers sometimes give discount so
as to attract them while the dispensing Doctors and Private Hospital Outlets sell
these Medicines on MRP and earning huge profits. Jan Aushadhi shops sell
medicines at a much lower cost than MRP. It is a big relief. But these Jan Aushadi
stores cannot meet the demand of a wide range of medicines with their limited
number, area of coverage and stock availability. Moreover, when the Govt can
supply medicines at a much lower MRP, it is a matter of great concern why these
drug companies are allowed to fix the MRP of medicines abnormally high by
making the cost of the treatment by poor patients very costly. Therefore, | urge
upon the Govt that if it really wants to help the poor patients of this country with
Generic Medicines it should take steps to bring their MRP at cost effective rates.

Therefore, the
Ministry of Railways should urgently finalise a time-bound plan for
EMU/MEMU/Local suburban services between Nashik Road and CSMT,
resolve ghat-section operational issues through appropriate technology, and
publish a firm commissioning timeline without further delay.

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Re: Need to release funds to Punjab to meet relief and rehabilitation
measures following devastation caused by floods in the State

DR. RAJ KUMAR CHABBEWAL (HOSHIARPUR): Punjab has battled
unprecedented heavy rainfall and floods in August, 2025, regarded as worst in
nearly four decades since 1988. Around 1650 villages have been affected and
floods have submerged over 3.75 lakh acres of farmland, causing massive damage
to 4658 kms roads, 68 bridges and extensive damage to paddy and other crops.
Housing damage has been significant and health sector has faced unprecedented
destruction. There have also been extensive damage to livestock. The education
sector has been badly hit, with around 3,300 government and private schools
damaged or inundated across the State. Concerted efforts and medium to long
term planning is urgently required for rehabilitation and rebuilding Punjab’s
devastated infrastructure, economy and essential services. The Government of
Punjab have submitted a memorandum to Central Government seeking flood
damages, pegging total losses at Rs.13500 crore. Earlier, on September 10,
Hon’ble Prime Minister had announced relief of Rs.1600 crore during his visit to the
State. However, Punjab has just received Rs.240 crore so far, only an advance
instalment of State Disaster Response Fund (SDRF), due in October. The
Government need to take immediate steps to release funds as demanded by the
Government of Punjab towards enabling proper relief and rehabilitation measures
for people of Punjab.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE; AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Madam, with your permission, | beg to
move:
“That the Bill to augment the resources for meeting expenditure
on national security and for public health, and to levy a cess
for the said purposes on the machines installed or other
processes undertaken by which specified goods are
manufactured or produced and for matters connected therewith
or incidental thereto, be taken into consideration.”

Madam, | have, with your permission, just introduced the Health Security
Se National Security Cess Bill 2025. The purpose of this Bill is to create a
dedicated predictable source of resource for two domains of national
importance. So, the resource stream that we want to get by introduction of this
Bill, and by passing of this Bill when it becomes an Act, we expect a
predictable resource stream for two domains of national importance. One of
them is the health security, given the significant health burden, generally, for all
Governments, both at the Centre and the State, that arises out of consumption
of demerit goods like pan masala, and the second domain pertains to the
national security. The national security requires sustained investment, Madam,
to keep pace with evolving security needs. So, this is a cess, and it is not
placed on any essential commodity. That has to be very clear from the
beginning. The purpose of this cess is, of course, to levy a cess but on a
demerit good. It is not on essential commodities. So, it is on demerit goods
which are associated with significant health risks. We wish to impose such
costs as a deterrent, so that people tend not to use it. For a start, Madam, it is
being imposed on pan masala whose ill impact on the health of our citizens is
very well known and very well documented. So, it ensures that critical national
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priorities are funded without burdening ordinary citizens on essential
consumption.

Sir, this cess is on pan masala. Yes, pan masala is a big business in
India. We know that, in Kanpur, some years back, they raided the premises of
a pan masala manufacturer ‘Shikhar’. An amount of Rs. 196 crore was
discovered during that raid. Now, we see the top film stars, like Shri Ajay
Devgn, advertise Vimal Elaichi and they used to advertise ‘Shikhar’ also. | do
not know what incentive is being given to this.

Sir, now, if | may mention, this is a harsh law. | will come to that later.
These are demerit goods. The goods, such as tobacco and pan masala are
associated with serious public health risks. Pan masala causes oral cancer.

Now, the Government is so desperate for funds that it is trying to raise
revenue from demerit goods. Yesterday, it did on all forms of tobacco and
today, it doing on pan masala. It is so desperate for finances and for
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resources. For the security of the country, they have to depend on a demerit
good like pan masala. This is sad and quite ridiculous, if you ask me.

Sir, the difference in this cess is that it is not on production capacity, but
it is on the machines. It is on machines, that is, not on actual production or
supply. Am | right? | am saying that cess should be levied on production
capacity and not on actual production or supply. That is, it will be levied on
machines. It will be a cess on the machine capacity.

Now, | would like to know why only pan masala? They say that pan
masala is under Tariff 21069020 of the First Schedule to Customs Tariff Act,
1975. This industry is characterised by a high number of small and segmented
manufacturing units, frequent changes in machine configuration with high
value addition, low raw material cost and ease of transport of finished goods. It
is very light.

You must have seen small packets of Shikhar or Pan Parag, pan
masala. What they do is that they first bring the supari, then they grind it. Then,
they add a particular perfume, which gives pan masala its distinctive flavour.
So, it is very cheap to manufacture, but the gain is enormous. You see that in
rural areas and even in urban areas, people take five-six packets of pan
masala and they keep it in their mouth for a long time which may lead to oral
cancer. This is why, the Finance Minister is trying to raise her revenue.

Now, the Government says that the capacity based levy could help curb
evasion, ensure level playing field, stabilise market pricing and strengthen
revenue integrity. Pan masala is addictive and causes public health issues at
large scale and particularly for the poorer masses. Poor people either take
biris or pan masala. The whole question arises whether by increasing the
cess, the price of the packet is increased, though the Government says that
the price of pan masala will not be affected, and will only collect revenue from
pan masala sources. So, there is a case where the cess will be levied and
collected from taxable persons who own, operate, manage or control the
machines or processes used to manufacture specified goods directly or
through any authorised arrangement.

DR. T. SUMATHY ALIAS THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Thank you, Sir. | rise here to oppose the Health Security se National
Security Cess Bill, 2025

At the very outset, | would like to ask Madam Finance Minister a very
simple yet profound question: Why is the title of an English legislation framed
as “Health Security se National Security”? Why is this linguistic hybrid? Why is
there this attempt to inject a certain cultural or linguistic flavour into what
should be a neutral statutory title? This is not mere pedantry!

As our hon. Chief minister, M.K. Stalin, has rightly pointed out, language
is not merely a tool for communication; it is a question of identity, dignity and
democratic participation. So, a law passed by Parliament must be accessible,
neutral and linguistically equitable.

Therefore, | submit that the word ‘Se’ be replaced with ‘For’. Imposing
any cess or surcharge is like slitting the throat of federalism. Why | used this
phrase, let me explain.

The funds collected through cess and surcharge go entirely to the Union
Government without any distribution to the States. The Union Government
eyes Rs. 6 lakh crore from cess and surcharge in the financial year 2026,
which is up to 10 per cent more than in the financial year 2025.

Most of the States protest against the shrinking share of this divisible
pool of tax revenues, not reaching them. The Health Security Se National
Security Cess Bill, 2025 now seeks to levy a new cess on machines or process
used in the manufacture of pan masala and other notified goods.

Sir, | would like to ask in this august House, through you, that the Union
Government can concentrate on the reduction of the sale of harmful products,
by creating an awareness amidst its consumers to reduce the use of such
consumer products which are harmful to health. Instead of doing that,
imposing a cess on the manufacturing machines and the processes directly
hits the small traders especially the MSMEs. Also, it is neither acceptable on
the general terms nor on the ethical terms.

| would like to explain why | used the word ‘ethical’. Sir, the quantum of
unused cess and surcharge funds amount to six lakh crore rupees since 2019.
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That is not toally spent by the Union Government. While that is the scenario,
why to bring a new bill, again a cess bill now, Sir? That is my question. This Bill
states that the cess is meant to augment the resources for meeting security
expenditure on national security and for public health. In simple terms, the
Government says that it will use proceeds from cess on tobacco and pan
masala to boost health and national security. This is really a thing to worry
about. Let us remember the words of Mahatma Gandhi who said ‘means are
as important as ends’. You are collecting the cess and to which direction you
are trying to divert the funds is a very important question.

While the BJP professes that India is marching towards global
leadership under the leadership of our hon. Prime Minister as Vishwaguru,
based on the ideals of dharma, is it not very ironical to divert these funds, the
cess, heavily laid on those manufacturing processes which are harmful
products? Is it not really ironical, Sir?

Sir, let me come directly to the political heart of the Bill. This
Government has been adopting a strategy for the past ten years to convert
taxation into cesses and surcharges because cesses do not go into the
divisible pool and are not shared with the States. According to the Fifteenth
Finance Commission’s Report, let me make it clear here that the share of
cesses and surcharges has increased from 10.4 per cent of gross tax revenue
in 2011-12 to over 26 per cent by 2024. This means States lose thousands of
crores annually and that is why, | call it as sliting the throat of federalism.

Sir, Dr. B. R. Ambedkar warned us in the Constituent Assembly that
federalism depends on the diffusion of power, not in its concentration in one
centre. But what is happening now? It is a vice-versa of it becasue this Bill is
another step in the systematic concentration of fiscal power, all powers
concentrating only in the conglomeration of the Union Government.

Sir, Tamil Nadu has consistently demanded through every pre-Budget
memorandum that the Union reduces its reliance on cesses, but instead of
correcting its fiscal imbalance, this Bill deepens it.

Sir, let me say how does it do it. This Bill imposes a lump sum cess on
machines and manufacturing processes especially those used for pan masala.
Let me be very clear Sir. Pan masala and usage of it is harmful for health. Itis
very injurious for health and States should take accountability in regulating
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that. There is no doubt about it but the method chosen here through the Bill is
deeply flawed.

And let me also say why | make that statement because there is a
nuanced difference. The Bill taxes machines for what they can produce, not
what they actually produce. Even idle machines attract the same cess and
getting any reduction is complicated. This feels less like a tax but more like an
unnecessary burden.

So, | call it as cessification of governance, not justification of
governance. | repeat, | call this as cessification of governance, not justification
of governance. This Government's favourite economic formula has three
components, headline plus chess plus no accountability. We saw this with
Swachh Bharat Cess, Krishi Kalyan Cess, Health and Education Cess, Road
and Infrastructure Cess, Social Welfare Surcharge, and now this Bill. So, |
repeat, this is cessification of governance, not justification. Even Madam
Finance Minister, in most of her speeches, has repeatedly acknowledged that
cess revenues have risen sharply, and | would like the House to make a note
of it also.

Again, our Dr. Ambedkar had warned us: “Good intentions are of no
value if the instruments are flawed.” This Bill is precisely that, good intentions
strapped to a flawed instrument. Sir, the first casualty of this Bill is the MSME
units. It hits MSMEs the hardest. Tamil Nadu has under 10 lakh MSMEs. They
are in food processing, packaging and allied sectors. They will be the worst
affected sectors if this Bill come into existence. Sir, a government should tax its
people with the delicacy of an expert hairdresser, not with the roughness or the
power of a butcher. This Bill, unfortunately, opts for the butcher's knife.

Sir, there are few other worrisome observations. Here is power without
judicial control in this particular Bill. It contains search, seizure, arrest powers,
machine sealing, confiscation and an entire inspection regime without
adequate judicial safeguards as has been rightly pointed out by our senior
colleague dada that it will become an inspector raj. Tamil Nadu already has
first-hand experience of how easily enforcement powers can be misused. We
want budget, but, it can be misused to intimidate small manufacturers. The Bill
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hands sweeping discretionary powers to officers without sufficient checks,
which is a matter of grave concern.

Sir, the Bill says that the cess is for health security and national security.
These are national priorities; there is no doubt about it. But nowhere in the Bill,
not in a single line, there is any mention of a utilisation framework, spending
formula, transparency mechanism, a commitment to share funds with the
states. That is why, we say that this Bill to be not actually brought into law
immediately, but it has to be considered to be sent to the Select Committee.

Sir, after the GST compensation ended in June 2022, states like Tamil
Nadu have repeatedly sought predictable fiscal support, which has been
denied. Let me remind the House, as per the C&AG reports, nearly Rs. 1.45
lakh crore of various cess collections over the years remained unspent. If this
Government has not spent existing Health and Education Cess funds, why
should we thrust a new one? Sir, we have to remember Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru, who told the Lok Sabha in 1957: “Taxation must never become a
substitute for planning or a cloak for unplanned ambition.” This Bill feels
exactly like that.

Sir, again, Clause 6 of the Bill allows the Centre to double the cess in
special circumstances. | would like to know through you, from the Madam
Finance Minister, what are those circumstances. Who defines them? Where is
the sunset clause? Where is the parliamentary control? This is a taxation by
Executive discretion, not by democratic debate. Even, the British did not allow
the Executive to tax without parliamentary control after 1689. But, here we are
in 2025, giving the Union Government a blank cheque to levy and raise taxes.

Sir, | am so proud, under the leadership of our Chief Minister,
Thalapathy M.K. Stalin, Tamil Nadu has been ranking high on all its health
fronts. Tamil Nadu's infant mortality rate is 13, among the lowest in India.
Institutional deliveries are 99 per cent, far above the national average. Tamil
Nadu's public health expenditure is higher as a share of GSDP than most
states. All this was achieved by our Chief Minister, not from the Central cesses
but purely because of his decentralised planning, his Dravidian model
governance based on the social justice policies and strong state autonomy.
Sir, true national progress is possible only when the Union respects the rights
of the States, and works with them as equals, not as their subordinates.
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Sir, one important criticism has been raised by Dr. Arvind Panagariya,
the Chairman of the 16™ Finance Commission, | would like to make a mention
of that in this august House.

He recently called the issue of the Centre’s increasing reliance on cess
and surcharges a complicated issue. Also, a conclave of the hon. Finance
Minister in the context of the 16™ Finance Commission has expressed
concerns over the growing imbalances in Centre-State fiscal relations. They
plead with the Union Government to stop penalizing those States which
perform well. A very important reminder to the hon. Finance Minister is that in
their own BJP-ruled Odisha, the Odisha Government has demanded that the
cess and surcharges be brought to the divisible pool so that the State can get
the share.

Why is there tax on machine capacity
instead of actual production? How much revenue does the Union Government
expect to generate annually? How will this cess interact with the GST regime
principles?

SHRI DAGGUMALLA PRASADA RAO (CHITTOOR): Thank you, hon.
Chairperson. | rise today to express my views on the Health Security Se
National Security Bill, 2025, which is a landmark legislation introduced by our
dynamic and visionary hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi Ji and our
esteemed Finance Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman.

At the outset, | wholeheartedly commend the Modi Government for again
placing public health, fiscal prudence and national security at the centre of
national policy making.

The Bill is not just a financial reform, it is a moral commitment to
safeguard the health of our citizens and strengthen the security architecture of
our nation. For years, India has struggled with the devastating social and
health impact of tobacco, pan masala, gutka and similar harmful products. The
economic burden on our health system is enormous.

The NDA Government recognised this challenge early and has
implemented several deterrent measures. Now, with the phase-out of GST
compensation cess, the Government has taken a farsighted decision to impose
the national security cess, ensuring continuity of revenue from sin goods,
protection of public health, financial stability for national security infrastructure
and a strong deterrent against harmful consumption. This step reflects strong
governance, long-term thinking and the courage to take decisions that put the
nation above politics.

The Bill aligns seamlessly with the Government's sustained commitment
to public health. Over the last decade, the Government's share in total health
expenditure has risen from 29 per cent in 2014 to 48 per cent in Financial Year
2022, a significant increase in public investment. The transformative initiatives
such as Ayushman Bharat PM-JAY, which cover nearly 55 crore individuals
and have established around 1.7 lakh functional health and wellness centres,
reflect the Government's focus on universal and equitable health care by
securing dedicated funds through this Bill. We further strengthen the
foundation of a healthier and safer India.

However, despite these important strides, the nation continues to
grapple with serious health challenges. Anaemia remains widespread,
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affecting more than two-thirds of children and nearly 60 per cent of adolescent
girls, while three out of four women still have low dietary iron intake.

Equally worrying, hospital data from 2020-23 show that half of the heart
attack patients in India are under the age of 40, pointing to a sharp rise in
early-onset cardiovascular diseases. We are also witnessing a rapid increase
in overweight and obesity among children and adults alike, signalling an
emerging nationwide health crisis. Chronic non-communicable diseases like
heart disease, diabetes, respiratory ailments and cancer now account for
nearly two-thirds of deaths in India, up from less than 40 per cent in 1990. It is
in this broader context that cess-based funding has become even more crucial.

We must also recognise that health challenges vary significantly across
States. Andhra Pradesh, for instance, has the second-highest HIV burden in
the country. With 2.75 lakh cases, nearly 59 per cent of women in the State are
anaemic. Communicable, maternal, neo-natal and nutritional diseases
contribute over 25 per cent of the State's total disease burden. These realities
highlight the need for targeted, state-specific interventions backed by adequate
resources.

Apart from this, there are some concerns about this Bill. | hope the hon.
Finance Minister will clarify them in the House. One of the major concerns is
that the cess proceeds are not shared with the States. So, there is opposition
from some quarters. States or political parties may argue that such revenue
centralisation harms the federal fiscal structure of India. Moreover, calculating
cess based on machines and processes rather than output might be complex,
and may increase compliance burden on small manufacturers or units.

If the Government uses the cess for broader national security spending,
there might be less transparency about how much goes to health versus
security, which may raise accountability concerns.

With these words, | support this Bill and commend the Finance Minister
for introducing this Bill for health as well as national security. Thank you very
much.

'SHRI SANJAY UTTAMRAO DESHMUKH (YAVATMAL-WASHIM): Hon’ble
Chairman, thank you very much for giving me this opportunity to speak on this
Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill, 2025. While discussing this bill
in this august house, | am completely confused about Government’s Stand.
Whether this Government is really serious about people’s health or only
concerned about revenue generation?. Sir, as you know, Paan Masala,
Gutkha, Khaini is the prime and foremost cause of mouth cancer in our
country. The habit of chewing tobacco or Gutkha is very dangerous. It has
ruined the lives of millions of youths and their families too. In rural areas, urban
area, in school and colleges, in factories, we can find everybody chewing this.
Nowdays, even women are also consuming it . It is the main cause of cancer.
People are spending lakhs of rupees on treatment. This is also an additional
burden on public health system. Millions of families have already been affected
due to this habit of Gutkha chewing. But, the Government is quite indifferent to
it.

Sir, | belong to Vidarbha region of Maharashtra. It this area, Everybody
consumes Nagpuri Kharra which is a deadly combination of tobacco and other
harmful ingredients. Out of 10, around 4 persons regularly chew this Nagpuri
Kharra. This is a very alarming situation, because all age group people and
women too, are consuming it on daily and regular basis.

They are not consuming Kharra but a poison. Due to this habit of
chewing Kharra, Gutkha and Paan Masala, my region Vidarbha has become
mouth cancer capital of India. There are many examples in Yavatmal-Washim
area, where even the small children fall prey to mouth cancer. This is the
shocking reality of Vidarbha region.

Sir, the financial losses are also increasing due to these tobacco
consumers. They spend Rs. 100-150 daily for this harmful habit. The laboure
and workers spend their hard earned money on purchasing this Kharra. They
do not have sufficient money for health and education, but they are spending
their wages for it. This is not only a financial loss, but it badly affects their
overall livelihood.

’ Original in Marathi
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Sir, if this Government is really serious about providing health security, it
would have banned these Gutkha and Tobacco in our country. This is a harsh
reality, but the Government has turned its blind eye towards it. If these tobacco
products are banned, it would be beneficial for their health. But, at the same
time, Government’s revenue would be reduced. Hence, Government is not
ready to ban it because it is more concerned about the revenue generation
than people’s health. Government is not ready to ban it but imposing more
taxes on these products to generate maximum revenue.

Through this bill, the Government proposes to impose more cess on
tobacco products to use this money for public health. Why is it not banning
these harmful products? Government is playing dual game with us by not
banning tobacco products and generating revenue out of it., This is very
unfortunate. Sir, this Government and tobacco factory owners are responsible
for the loss of lives and the problems have arisen due to it in those families.
This Government is focusing only on tax collection and not on public health
issues. Sir, there is an urgent need to ban tobacco products. This bill aims at
revenue generation not citizen’s health. | demand that the tobacco products
should be banned completely in our country.

DR. PRABHA MALLIKARJUN (DAVANAGERE): Madam, | rise to speak on the
Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill, 2025 not with statistics alone,
but with the live reality of Indian families. A mother in rural India still walks
miles under the scorching Sun for a simple vaccine. A daily-wage worker stills
falls into debt for a hospital bed. Health is not an accounting entry; it is a
human dignity.

Madam, healthcare in India is fundamentally delivered by the States
through PHCs, CHCs, district hospitals and emergency care. Federal balance
is not decorative; it is an engine of our healthcare system and no national
security structure can stand on a weakened foundation of fiscal federalism.
This Bill proposes a new cess on machines and processes used to
manufacture pan masala and tobacco products. The intent may appear noble,
but our duty as people’s representative is to examine its very architecture.

First, the cess is outside the divisible pool. States which run almost the
entire public health machinery will receive nothing. Past cesses have remained
unutilized, untransferred. Without a non-lapsable fund, independent audits and
mandatory reporting, this Bill risks becoming yet another opaque revenue
system. Although the Finance Minister did mention that this cess will be
divided with States, it is in no way mentioned in the Bill. Madam, this is not an
exception but has become a norm. Cesses now form around 14.8 per cent of
Union taxes which have increased from 9.5 per cent. Rs. 94,036 crore from the
Education Cess and Rs.3.69 lakh crore from various other cesses have never
been transferred to the designated funds, exposing systemic opacity and
eroding federal trust.

Additionally, the Bill merges two important objectives, health and
national security into a single cess. This dilutes clarity and increases the risk of
diversion and makes auditing across two priority sectors very difficult. Instead
of strengthening cooperative federalism, this Bill creates a parallel stream
outside the GST framework, exactly what the 14™ and 15" Finance
Commission warned against when they urged raising States’ share above 41
per cent. Yet, we see another levy that entirely bypasses the States.

Madam, let us confront the public health burden the cess claims to
address. As per the National Academy of Medical Sciences Report 2025, India
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records around 1,30,0000 new oral cancer cases every year and over 75,000
deaths annually, which is among the highest in the world. A national study in
2023 shows that patients spent on an average Rs.One lakh out of pocket for
oral cancer treatment and 96 per cent of families experience catastrophic
health expenditure, meaning the illness destroys their financial stability. This is
the real economic burden which India is facing.

Every rupee collected must be ring-fenced for cancer screening, early
detection, NCD management, palliative care, and strengthening the State
healthcare systems. Not a paisa should disappear into opaque accounts, like
it has been happening.

Secondly, the Bill imposes heavy compliance burdens on small and
medium manufacturers, liabilities up to Rs.25 lakh per month and grants
sweeping powers of search, seizure, and arrest. The regulation must not
become intimidation. We must also acknowledge another reality. The tobacco
ecosystem employs nearly 36 million people, farmers, beedi rollers, small
manufacturers, transporters, packers, and this reform cannot be built by
pushing the poorest to the edge.

Madam, therefore, | propose three constructive amendments. Firstly, a
turnover-based exemption threshold should be there so that small and medium
manufacturing units are not crippled by this cess and can be shielded from
crushing compliance. Secondly, a dedicated beedi workers’ livelihood
transition and welfare fund offering, skilling, micro-credit, health protection, and
pathways to alternative livelihoods may be created. Thirdly, a statutory
requirement should be there that a fixed percentage of the cess be transferred
to the State to hold fiscal federalism and equip the State to handle tobacco
related disease burdens.

Hon. Chairperson Madam, let us situate this in India’s broader health
context. India still spends just 1.9 per cent of GDP on health, which is far below
even our own national health policy target of 2.5 per cent. The Supplementary
Grants every year show chronic under-visiting. If health is a priority, it must
appear in the Union Budget and not in the last minute cesses. We have around
31882 PHCs at the grassroots, but many still lack doctors, diagnostics and
24]7 services.
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The ruling party mentions dash number of AIIMS with a lot of pride, but
in reality, we all know that these AIIMS are without specialists, mandatory
health services, and with long appointment waiting list. Quantity without quality
cannot deliver health security. A PHC, without a doctor, is a building. A CHC
without diagnostics is just a signboard. This Bill assumes that higher taxation
will curb addiction. But, addiction cannot be fought with taxation alone. We
need awareness campaigns, counselling, cessation clinics, and behavioral
support. A cess cannot rebuild-ise, a roadmap will definitely do.

Hon. Chairperson, Madam, India needs a genuine alternative raise in
health expenditure to at least three per cent of GDP in the Union Budget
through transparent budgeting. The Government should treat States as equal
partners in health planning and implementation. We need to strengthen PHCs,
CHCs, district hospitals, and, even the pride of our nation, the AllMs. Focus on
quality services, not just on numbers. We may publish annual health security
and accountability statements and launch national cessations support mission
for addiction treatment and behaviroal change.

Hon. Chairperson, Madam, this Bill collects revenue from the people, but
witholds trust from the States. Without trust, no health system can endure. |
would like to quote a line from Shri Rabindranath Tagore’s work:-

“Faith is the bird that feels the light and sings when the dawn is still dark.”

Let us not darken that faith with opacity. Let us build a system where
every rupee is accounted for, every State is empowered, every worker is
protected, and every citizen is secured in health, and thereby the national
security.

Lastly, Madam, Finance Minister, | wish you to keep in mind the health
economy which is in dire straits as we speak. You propose to generate
revenue for a different expenditure, which is becoming costlier because of
rupee which is in free fall. Thank you. Jai hind.

DR. GUMMA THANUJA RANI (ARAKU): Respected Madam, | rise to speak on
the Health Security se National Security Cess Bill, 2025, which aims to provide
a stable, long-term revenue stream for health emergency preparedness and
national security. The Covid-19 pandemic highlighted the urgent need to
strengthen disease surveillance, response systems, and public health
infrastructure, making this Bill timely and welcome.

First, | would like to acknowledge some of the positive aspects of this
Bill, especially its dedicated and predictable health security funding. This Bill
recognises that public health emergencies cannot be managed by irregular,
ad-hoc budget allocations. A dedicated cess ensures a stable and long-term
funding mechanism. This funding can support disease surveillance networks,
expand ICU and emergency care capacity, and back vaccine research.

Public health supports national preparedness. This Bill allocates
resources to strengthen both public health and security, recognising that robust
health infrastructure is crucial for overall national preparedness.

While acknowledging the positive aspects, | would like to stress that
States like Andhra Pradesh continue to face significant public health and
infrastructure gaps. It is crucial that the benefits of the cess reach the frontline
and support state-level preparedness effectively.

Firstly, ensuring safe drinking water and preventing water-borne
diseases and food poisoning in the residential schools of Andhra Pradesh is
essential. | may bring to the kind notice of the Government that a couple of
months ago, a jaundice outbreak occurred in the Kurupam Girls Residential
School, where two innocent tribal students lost their lives, and 170 tribal
students were admitted to the hospital due to jaundice.

This outbreak occurred due to contamination of water with faecal matter.
It is complete negligence on the part of the State Government for not providing
safe drinking water to the students studying in residential schools. It happened
due to the poor maintenance of an RO plant.

Our former Chief Minister Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu demanded for
the compensation and accountability from the State Government. But so far
nothing has happened.
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The second incident happened a month back immediately after the
Kuruppam incident where food poisoning happened in the Government
Residential School run by the State Government in Jarrela and
Rajendrapalem.

In Jarrela, 53 students fell sick and in Rajendrapalem, 22 students fell
sick and were admitted in hospital only because of food poisoning. These
incidents have raised concerns about the State’s response affecting the tribal
students and inadequacy of the public education infrastructure. Today, | raised
this issue in this House because there is a saying in Telugu that ‘Neti Ballale,
repati pourulu’ which means today’s children are tomorrow’s youth.

There is another important issue in Andhra Pradesh. In 2025, PHC
doctors prostested in Andhra Pradesh which reveals serious pressure on
public healthcare with overall 1100 centres at risk of shifting outpatients and
the emergency services due to the staff shortages and long-standing
unresolved grievances.

While temporary measures like deploying substitute staff and restoring
in-service PG quota were taken, long term issues are still pending. Health
security and national security should be strenghtened in the rural areas and in
the tribal PHCs by hiring and retaining staff and improving the promotion
channel and by giving incentives and emergency care training and upgrading
the infrastructure so that the service remains uninterrupted and vulnerable
communities receive the treatable healthcare.

By this, the Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill must clearly
focus on providing safe drinking water and upgrading the rural water pipelines
and providing surveillance of water borne diseases in the high risk districts like
ASR and Manyam in Andhra Pradesh and additional priority should be given
for improving sanitation and health services in the welfare schools.

'SHRI SACHITHANANTHAM R. (DINDIGUL): Hon. Chairman Sir, our hon.
Finance Minister has introduced Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill
2025. Hon. Finance Minister while making the introductory remarks said that
as per the production capacity of the machinery, Cess will be levied on Pan
Masala and other tobacco products. She also announced that the amount thus
collected would be utilized for health security and national security. These
securities are very much needed. There is no second thought on this. But hon.
Finance Minister should clarify whether the amount collected through Cess
would be sufficient for ensuring health security and national security. If Cess is
levied, the amount thus collected will only go to the Union government. As the
States have to take care of health and security issues, | urge upon the hon.
Finance Minister that 50 per cent of the amount collected through such a cess
should be given to the States. In her initial remarks, Finance Minister said that
they would devise schemes for the States with this fund. | wish to state that if
50 percent of the tax income is provided to the States, they can themselves
formulate Schemes suitable for them. | urge that taxes on the essential items
should be reduced and the taxes on corporates and the rich should be
increased. Please show sympathy towards poor. Don’t shrink or do away with
the Schemes meant for poor people. We cannot minimise the usage of
tobacco, Pan Masala, zarda, liquor, etc. just by putting more tax on these
products. Union Government has refused to accord approval for a hospital
under the PMJVK (Prime Minister Jan Vikas Karyakram) funds. We also want
to know as to what happened to the PM CARES fund created during Corona
period. We also wish to know the income and expenditure statement pertaining
to PM CARES fund. Many families in our country are facing difficulties due to
cancer, kidney failure and heart related ailments. When we recommend for
providing assistance under the Prime Minister Disaster Relief Fund, they fix a
quota for the number of beneficiaries for every month. Whatever be the
required amount, they permit only an amount between Rs. 1 lakh and Rs. 3
lakh. People are affected during the period when diseases spread rapidly. This

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Government failed to control the pricing of drugs. | wish to ask the Government
to explain on the action taken against those who fix and sell medicines at
exorbitant rates. National security has become a question mark in the national
capital itself. During Operation Sindoor, hon. Minister for Home Affairs stated
that headquarters of Jaish-e-Mohammed terrorist organisation and other
terrorist camps were destroyed completely and terrorism has come to an end.
Delhi Car bomb blast took place only after Operation Sindoor. Who are falling
prey to terrorism? Only those who are boycotted and those who feel insecure
try to follow terrorism.

Drug
Enforcement Agency says that illicit drug is transported along the seashore of
Gujarat and Maharashtra. Trafficking of Drugs like Methamphetamine has
increased 6 times between the years 2014 and 2024. Therefore, | request the
Hon Finance Minister to use the collected fine amount, which were imposed on
such illegal activities, for national security. This Government should make
changes in the tax system. Taxes on poor should be reduced. Income should
be generated by levying additional taxes on the Corporates and the rich. | urge
the Hon Finance Minister to implement the welfare schemes meant for the
public through such tax revenues collected from corporates and rich.

SHRI E. T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (MALAPPURAM): Madam, the purpose of
this Bill is to introduce special taxes on the products like pan masala and any
other items that the Central Government may add later. Money collected from
this cess will be used for public health and national security purposes. The
Government can increase cess up to double if needed in public interest for a
limited period. Other penalty clauses are also there.

When we are discussing this, | am not questioning the integrity of the
Government or the honesty of the hon. Minister. The fact remains that, instead
of addressing the crux of the issue, you are just beating around the bush. You
are really not addressing the main issues. It is as if you believe in some kind of
magical remedies, which will not work. We have to address the real problem.

We all know that there are certain problems, especially in the health
sector. If we honestly think about the health sector in India, it is deteriorating
significantly. These kinds of small arrangements will not serve that purpose.
We have to take it very seriously. Revenue generation, to an extent, is okay,
but that alone will not solve the problem. Instead, we have to do serious work.

We know that worldwide, the expenditure on education and health is
given maximum importance. Unfortunately, we are resorting to these kinds of
small arrangements. We may do it around the merits of it. India is a country
that gives very low priority to this sector. As an example, India spends only two
per cent of its GDP on health care. At the same time, other countries allocate
between five per cent and eight per cent. India has a very low spending on this
sector. The Government should change its priorities.

Now, what is happening is this. My learned friends have mentioned
about another danger. The products like Pan Parag are emerging in the market
in a big way. We may get some revenue out of it, but | would like to say that
this revenue would Kill our kids. This drug abuse is still rampant. There is no
remedy. So, what | am saying is, India must think seriously about this.

Currently, we have agreed to allow 100 per cent foreign investment.
Foreign companies are coming in. Okay, let them deposit their investments
and run good hospitals. But now we have to realize that a new technique is
emerging, which is not Foreign Direct Investment. They are not investing
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money here; rather, they are taking away the ownership of the institutions. This
is happening now. Big hospitals in India are being captured by foreign entities.
They are capturing the entire market. You know what the strategy is.

Madam, | do not want to take much of your time. | would like to say that
these foreign companies have already purchased most of the hospitals in
India. | do not know whether the Government is aware of this. For example,
Temasek (Singapore) holds 59 per cent of their share in Manipal Hospitals;
Blackstone (US) is capturing 80 per cent of its share in KIMS; KKR (US) holds
a significant share in Baby Memorial Hospitals; CVC Capital (Luxembourg)
holds 60.4 per cent of its share in HCG; General Atlantic holds 70 per cent of
its share in Ujala Cygnus; and TBG Growth (US) holds 55 per cent of its share
in our hospitals. What are they going to do? They are not investing in India. We
are talking about ‘Make in India’, but these companies are taking over India's
hospitals, according to their will and pleasure. What will happen if we remain
silent on these matters? What kind of danger are we inviting?

| humbly request the Government to think seriously about this. It is not a
small issue. Our investment and various other aspects depend on these
considerations. Policies need to be revised. The Governments should think out
loud about these matters.

Madam, | would like to emphasize that we have to work jointly and fight
against these challenges. | am going to conclude. The Government must have
a clear-cut programme of action, not just take the cess on that. The clarity is
not there. One area is security and the other area is health. What is the
proportion of allocation? How much are you going to allocate for health and
how much are you going to allocate for security? All of these aspects require
further clarification.

So, with good intentions, | would say that you must think seriously about
these issues. With these few words, | conclude. Thank you very much.

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DR. M. K. VISHNU PRASAD (CUDDALORE): Thank you, Chairperson for
allowing me to speak on the Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill,
2025, which proposes to levy a cess on machines installed and the processes
to manufacture goods that fall under high health risk and high revenue
category, like pan masala and tobacco products.

The main objective of the Bill is to raise additional revenue in two
categories: national security and public expenditure. But, Madam, from health
security to national security, the purpose of collecting cess is to spend it for a
specific purpose.

But here the spectrum is very broad — from health security to national
security. Where the accountability will be and how the audit will take place is a
serious concern that we have to focus on.

Anyway, this Government brings a Bill for consideration and passing.
But till now, | have not seen any consideration; only passing. Whatever
revenue that is generated from this cess is expended usually for a specific
purpose. This allows the Centre to have more fiscal autonomy, but the point to
be noted is that it acts as a new and big source of revenue for the Union
Government. At the same time, the cess reduces the fiscal state and the
financial autonomy of the States. Most importantly, the shift towards non-
shareable taxes reduces transparency in fiscal management. Normally, in
public health spending, it is said that 1.1 per cent to 1.5 per cent of GDP is
spent as per 2017 statistics. But as per the National Health Policy, it has to be
a minimum of 2.5 per cent. This Government will never believe in spending on
health care, but it only poses as if it is having a serious concern about the
health care.

Article 270 states that the States will not receive any share of cess
proceeds, a structural aspect that increasingly strained the fiscal federalism.
For example, the 15" Finance Commission recommended that the States
should receive 41 per cent of the divisive pool, for 2021-2026, the actual share
of the Centre’s gross tax revenue has declined significantly as the Centre now
collects the largest proportion of taxes through non-divisible taxes and
surcharges. As a result, the States have to encounter a dual challenge that the
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share of the simple taxes diminishes while they continue to bear nearly 50 per
cent of public expenditure’s responsibility, particularly in essential sectors like
health, education and infrastructure. In this context, introduction of additional
sources from which States are excluded, which leads to restrict and undermine
the cooperative federalism. Combining health and national security and
merging the two, both unrelated objectives, under one cess is dilution of
priorities. Funds meant for public health may be diverted to security purposes
or vice versa. This reduces transparency.

Madam Chairperson, | would like to bring to your kind attention that
more than Rs. 1.5 lakh crore of funds collected by the Government through the
varied schemes for the purpose of higher education, road development and
welfare of construction workers are lying unutilised. | am not saying this.
Madam, it is CAG’s report. A huge possibility of diversion of funds for the
purposes mandated under the Finance Act cannot be ruled out at all. A cess
does not form part of the divisible pool to be shared with the States. The cess
that is collected is to be deposited to designated reserve fund. There is a huge
shortfall of Rs. 3.95 lakh crore cess which was not transferred for the specific
purpose, especially in the field of oil industry, health and education.

Madam, intended beneficiary funds are Prarambhik Shiksha Kosh
(PSK), 2005, Madhyamik and Uchchtar Shiksha Kosh (MUSK), 2017 and
Pradhan Mantri Swastik Suraksha Nidhi, 2021. But CAG finding says, in 2018-
2019 and 2023-2024, around Rs. 37,000 crore is shortfall in transfer, but the
Finance Ministry claims that it transferred Rs. 3.6 lakh crores, but shortage of
Rs. 1 lakh is still there and it is not answered at all. The reasons are violation
of fiscal transparency, that is, not transferring money to the intended fund. This
is violation of Parliament’s authority, federal accountability and citizen’s trust.

Madam Chairperson, there is another interesting report of CAG. It says
that out of Rs. 2.75 lakh crores received from 35 different cesses and levies in
2018-2019, only Rs. 1.65 lakh crore has been transferred to reserve fund and
the rest was returned to CFlI, that is, Consolidated Fund of India. There is
inflexible rule that we cannot park public funds outside Government accounts.
There are three funds in which Government receipts are parked and they are
Consolidated Funds, Contingency Funds and Trusts.

In 2021-2022, the Government collected Rs. 52,000 crore through health
and education cess out of which 60 per cent of the fund, that is Rs. 32,000
crore was transferred to the Prarambhik Shiksha Kosh (PSK) but till now there
is no fund transfer for MUSK and PMSSN.

Interestingly, this Government is hiding itself behind Minor Head 800,
that is ‘Other Receipts & Other Expenditures’. In 2019-2020, the C&AG Report
said that repeated use of Minor Head 800 results in opaqueness of accounts
and needs to be curtailed. In the latest Report, the Government Auditor said
that 60 per cent of expenditure is under nine major Heads like health,
roadways, etc. though land reforms was under Minor Head 800. The total
expenditure under nine major Heads worked out to Rs. 79,000 crore. Out of
this, 60 per cent, that is Rs. 48,000 crore was treated as Minor Head 800. This
was a mere account adjustment.

This is a point of concern where the Government keeps on imposing
cess and it is not being utilized for the specific purpose. The transparency is
lost, opaqueness dominates, and accountability is questionable. Hence, |
strongly object to it.

Lastly, by adding one more cess, this Government is making a big mess.
Thank you, Madam.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, | will only be able to give five minutes
each to the hon. Members to speak.

The next speaker is Dr. C. N. Manjunath.
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DR. C. N. MANJUNATH (BANGALORE RURAL): Thank you, Madam for this
opportunity to debate on the Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill.

Actually, when we are giving something to health and when we are
giving something towards national security, in fact it is not a stress and it
should be a joy. It is going to be a minimal responsible contribution for nation's
critical response. So, certainly, it is a privilege to speak on this occasion
because a healthy nation is a strong nation.

Today, 60 per cent of deaths in India are premature and due to non-
communicable diseases. Earlier, children used to bring parents for the
treatment of all these diseases. Today, parents are bringing their children in
the age group of 20 to 40 years for the treatment of heart attack, brain stroke,
high blood pressure, diabetes and cancer.

If one looks at the GDP loss because of tobacco and related products,
including pan masala, the revenue loss in terms of GDP is one per cent, and
nearly five to eight per cent of our health expenditure goes towards tobacco-
related diseases. At the same time, nearly Rs. 37,500 crore is spent towards
tobacco-related products, including pan masala. So, it is a matter of great
concern.

In fact, we have to congratulate our hon. Prime Minister as well as our
Finance Minister for bringing lot of steps. | am saying this because she has put
a lot of money in the hands of the people because for income up to Rs. 12
lakh, there is income tax exemption. As a result, nearly Rs. 1 lakh crore is put
in the hands of the people.

As regards GST reduction, it was the desire and dream of the people of
this nation that life insurance should be exempted from GST, and health
insurance should be exempted from GST. Today, she has done that. Nearly 33
life-saving medicines are exempted from GST. This shows how concerned the
Government of India is as far as health is concerned.

Another important thing worth mentioning is that today we have the
National Organ and Tissue Transplant Organization (NOTTO) where organ
transplantation has been included as a free procedure for the benefit of poor
patients. Today, heart, lung, kidney, and liver are included under NOTTO.

My suggestion would be that even the bone marrow transplantation
need to be included because bone marrow is also an organ and bone marrow
transplantation in private sector is pretty expensive. It goes somewhere
between Rs. 20 lakh and Rs. 30 lakh. In our State of Karnataka and some
other States also, it is already included under Jeeva Sarthakathe Programme.
So, | propose to include bone marrow transplantation under this Programme.

Another important initiative is the Prime Minister National Dialysis
Programme. Today, people have accepted that dialysis is part of life. Earlier
there was hesitancy, and under this Scheme, 28 lakh chronic kidney patients
are undergoing dialysis free of cost. Almost 3.5 crore cycles have been done.
There is a need to expand this National Dialysis Programme because more
and more people are coming. You look at COVID and post-COVID scenario. ...
(Interruptions) | will just take a couple of minutes. Yes, some of the
chemotherapy drugs have been exempted from GST. We are raising some
cess and internal resource mobilization is going to happen because of health
cess as well as security cess. After chemotherapy, nowadays we give
immunotherapy. So, immunotherapy drugs are pretty expensive, and for each
patient, it costs somewhere between Rs. 30 lakh and Rs. 60 lakh. | draw the
attention of our hon. Finance Minister to exempt these immunotherapy drugs.
There are nearly 40 immunotherapy drugs for cancer which are exempt from
the customs duty. As a result of this, the cancer care will be more affordable,
more accessible and this is one of the important things.

In fact, we really appreciate the Ayushman Bharat Programme. We have
a hub-and-spoke model today for the treatment of heart attack. Three million
deaths are happening due to heart attack and brain stroke. Unfortunately, 30
per cent of heart attacks in India happen in people below 40 years of age.
Even young people are suffering from heart attack. Under the hub-and-spoke
model, the Taluk hospital gives a thrombolytic therapy, which costs Rs. 15,000.
It is under the NHM scheme. Then they go to the nearest city hospital for
angioplasty and stent programme, which is within the golden hour. The
treatment has to be given within the golden hour for this thing. After this
programme has been introduced, the death rate in Tier-2 cities and Tier-3
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cities has come down from 25 per cent to 8 per cent. So, we are saving
millions of lives.

| want to give another important suggestion. We need to encourage
public-private partnership in Tier-3 cities. Tier-1 cities have fantastic
Government hospitals as well as private hospitals. We need to encourage
private hospitals to move into Tier-3 cities. We have to consider some tax-free
holiday for private hospitals who are going to set up in the Tier-3 cities.

The Government of India's defence expenditure is phenomenally high.
Somewhere around Rs. 6.8 lakh crore is spent on defence expenditure and
modernization of Armed Forces is taking place. India has demonstrated its
might in the recent. ... (Interruptions) During Operation Sindoor, most of the
weapons used were indigenous like BrahMos Missile. Recently, our defence
expenditure has gone up. In fact, HAL in Bengaluru has got orders for 92 Tejas
fighter jets worth Rs. 62,000 crore. India is really growing strong.

At this point of time, our infant mortality and maternal mortality have
come down significantly, thanks to ASHA workers as well as Anganwadi
workers. We need to support them by increasing their salary.

SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Sir, this Bill is actually a
continuum of yesterday’s Bill. You have given adequate time, in fact, a very
luxurious time, for both the Bills. This also shows that the Government has a
very light legislative agenda. Anyway, thank you for the time.

Sir, this Bill is called the ‘Health Security Se National Security Cess Bill'.
This name is confounded because if you actually look at ‘se’ in the English
dictionary, it actually denotes the chemical ‘selenium’. So, | was completely
confused why selenium is here in this name of the Bill. Then, | had to ask
some of my colleagues. They told me that ‘se’ is actually a Hindi word which
says that it is from health security to national security. So, this Government is
now levying a cess to strengthen health security and national security.
Perhaps, they were prompted by the failures in Pahalgam and Chandni Chowk
that they think that they need to have more resources to prevent these kinds of
terror strikes. The House has still not been taken into confidence. No
accountability has been fixed for those two terror strikes. | hope during this
Session we will get some holistic answers from the Government on why
Pahalgam happened; where the accountability will lie; and why the terror
strikes in Chandni Chowk happened.

Sir, | have some specific objections to the Bill. My colleague Dr. M. K.
Vishnu Prasad has very eloquently talked about the anti-federal nature of cess
and tax. Every time a Government raises a cess on some pretext, the money is
really never spent on the intended purpose. This is not just a critique of this
Government. Successive governments in India have raised cess and never
spent on it. There are enough reports which speak about the money which is
collected as cess and even as the education cess. | think one report said that
we collected some four per cent as education cess and about Rs. 90,000-odd
crore has never been deployed. | am afraid that this fund also will face the
same condition and the money will never be spent for intended purposes.

When it comes to the intended purposes, the Bill does not say what the
intended purposes are. It basically says, ‘health security to national security’. It
is like motherhood and apple pie. Nobody can object to it. But what are you
going to specifically spend it on? That has not been specified at all. How much
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revenue will you get through this cess? That has also not been specified. This
is an overarching Bill which gives power to the Government to add any other
product to it and also to increase the rate without ever coming back to
Parliament. So, it is actually going to bypass Parliament in the future. It is
going to collect money which is not going to go to the States. On those two
counts, | object to this Bill.

Thirdly, in this Bill, the tax and the cess are going to be not on the
production but on production capacity. This production capacity is going to
open a Pandora’s box for the bureaucrats to go and harass these
manufacturers. The manufacturer will have a certain production capacity. But
he will say, “My machine is not working. So, how do you calculate my

production capacity?” “I have not got my spare parts.” “Last year, there was a
flood.” “Insurance company is not giving me money to repair my machine to
increase my production capacity.” So, this is the most arbitrary way of levying a
tax.

This is going to create confusion and corruption. This is not ease of
doing business; it is only helping the bureaucracy and another tool to go and
harass.

So, this Bill is anti-federal because it is a cess. This Bill is anti-business
because it is production-linked, and this Bill is anti-health because it does not
specify what it is going to do for health. This Bill is anti-national security
because it does not say what it is going to do for national security.

Therefore, | urge this House to reject this Bill. Thank you.
