Re: Need to expedite approval and execution of proposed Banspani-Barbil
railway line project in Keonjhar Parliamentary Constituency

SHRI ANANTA NAYAK (KEONJHAR): Joda Banspani railway station is an
important railhead located on the Padapahar Junction—Jakhapura section of Indian
Railways, and regular trains such as the Barbil-Puri Express pass through this
station. However, despite close geographic proximity, there is no direct rail
connectivity between Banspani (Joda region) and Barbil station at present.
Passengers travelling between these two important locations are compelled to take
a long detour via Danguapasi section in Jharkhand, which adds approximately
60—-70 km of extra distance, resulting in avoidable delay, inconvenience, and higher
travel cost. This circuitous routing also limits the efficiency of passenger movement
and mineral transportation in the region. In view of the above, a new
Banspani—Barbil railway line (approx. 17 km) has been proposed and included in
the principal project list of Indian Railways through Odisha Rail Infrastructure
Development Ltd. (ORIDL). Early approval and execution of this project will
significantly improve regional connectivity, passenger convenience, and economic
development of the Joda—Barbil mining belt.

deploy sanctioned staff, and operationalise AIIMS Balasore in full strength. A firm date
for its inauguration must be fixed without further delay. With strong broadband and
telecommunication networks already in place, this centre is well-positioned to act as a
medical hub for tele-consultation and digital health services across PHCs and district
hospitals in Northern Odisha.

Re: Need for strict monitoring of sugar content in baby foods and soft drinks
along with mandatory labelling and Pictorial warning on added ingredients to
safeguard public health
SHRI ANURAG SINGH THAKUR (HAMIRPUR): The issue of elevated sugar levels
in baby foods and soft drinks in India, many of which exceed WHO guidelines is a
key concern we should act on. The World Health Organization recommends limiting
free sugars to below ten percent of total energy intake for adults and children,
ideally under five percent, and advises no added sugars in infant foods. Yet studies
indicate some packaged baby foods contain around 2.7 grams of added sugar per
serving, while several soft drinks average about 10.6 grams per 100 ml,
contributing to rising obesity and diabetes risks among youth. The Government’s
initiatives, including the Fit India Movement and the proactive work of FSSAI in
revising nutrition standards are commendable. To strengthen these efforts, | urge
strict monitoring of added sugars in baby foods, soft drinks and appeal for the
introduction of wider, bolder front-of-pack labelling regulations with clear pictorial or
star-based warnings on sugar, salt, and fats. Prominent labels will empower
consumers, encourage reformulation, discourage excessive consumption, and align
India with global best practices. Such decisive steps will safeguard children’s
health, support informed choices, and advance our collective vision of a fit, healthy

India for present and future generations. (ends)
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Re: Need to expedite completion of doubling of Ernakulam-Ambalappuzha rail
corridor and other railway projects in Kerala

SHRI K. C. VENUGOPAL (ALAPPUZHA): | rise to seek your urgent attention to a
long-standing and critical infrastructure bottleneck in Kerala—the incomplete
doubling of the Ernakulam Ambalappuzha rail corridor. This single-line stretch has
remained a major choke point for over a decade, causing severe detentions, slow
train movements, and disruptions to both passenger and express services. It is also
to be noted that this is the only railway portion in the state of Kerala pending track
doubling. Despite repeated promises and the inclusion in the 56th Network Planning
Group meeting under the PM Gati Shakti initiative, no progress has been made.
Currently, to facilitate execution, the project is divided into three sections, yet faces
inexcusable delays: The Alappuzha-Ambalappuzha section estimate is prepared and
sent to the preliminary examination committee, but final approval is pending. The
Mararikulam-Thuravur section has its estimate prepared, yet awaits approval. The
Alappuzha-Mararikulam section has not even begun process. Even earlier
sanctioned Thuravoor-Kumbalam section has seen only a half progress on land
acquisition. These varied but persistent obstacles have kept the work incomplete for
years, denying Kerala the efficient rail network it desperately needs. | urge
Hon&apos;ble Minister to intervene personally, accord this project top priority and
ensure completion without further delay.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): | wish to raise the following matter
under Rule 377 regarding urgent reforms required in the Employees’ State Insurance
Corporation (ESIC).

Further, cashew workers and other seasonal employees
are denied access to specialty and advanced medical treatment due to rigid minimum
contributory day requirements, despite regular contributions during employment.
Necessary relaxations and exemptions must be provided in view of the seasonal nature
of their work. It is also necessary to bring ESIC dispensaries presently under State
Government control directly under the ESIC Corporation to ensure uniform standards,
adequate staffing and timely supply of medicines. Additionally, ESIC must acquire land
and buildings for dispensaries operating in rented premises to improve infrastructure and
patient care. | urge the Government to take immediate action on these issues in the
interest of worker welfare and social security.

DR. MALLU RAVI (NAGARKURNOOL): The growing challenge of unemployment in the
country, including the State of Telangana, continues to adversely affect youth, women
and educated job seekers. As per the latest Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS)
monthly data released by the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation (April
2025), the all-India unemployment rate stood at 5.1% for persons aged 15 years and
above. Alarmingly, youth unemployment (15-29 years) was much higher at 13.8%, with
urban youth unemployment at 17.2%. Female youth unemployment in urban areas
exceeded 23%, reflecting severe gender disparity in employment access. The situation
in Telangana is particularly worrying, as PLFS trends indicate that urban unemployment
in the State remains above the national average, especially among educated youth and
first-time job seekers. Despite rapid urbanisation and growth in the services and IT
sectors, quality job creation has not kept pace with the rising labour force, notably in
Hyderabad and surrounding regions. Persistent unemployment and underemployment
are causing economic distress, social insecurity and erosion of the demographic
dividend, particularly among young people. | urge the Government to adopt targeted job-
creation measures, strengthen market-aligned skill development, and promote labour-
intensive industries and MSMEs, with special focus on youth and women in States like

DR. SHARMILA SARKAR (BARDHAMAN PURBA): India has among one
of the highest suicides rates among youth globally. According to the NCRB
Accidental Deaths and Suicides in India Report 2023, there has been a
disturbing rise in suicides in India, particularly among the youth. Suicides
among those up to 30 years of age account for around 40% of the total
suicide burden in the country in 2023. In fact, suicides are the leading
cause of death among the 15-29 age group. While family problems, love
affairs and failure in exams were the top reasons for suicides among those
under 18 years, family problems and illness accounted for the main
reasons for suicides among the 18-30-year-olds. Despite the magnitude
of this crisis, the Indian mental health ecosystem remains inadequate.
India has just 0.75 psychiatrists and 0.12 psychologists per 1 lakh people,
far below the WHO qguidelines of 3 psychiatrists per 1 lakh people.
Similarly, mental health accounts for only 1.05% of the total health
spending, below the WHO recommended 5%. The lives of Indian youth
must not be snuffed out early due to governmental apathy towards mental
health. Hence, | request the government to urgently intervene to prevent
further loss of lives.

Without proper
sleep/rest, the students may subject to mental agony and psychological effect
which leads to sometimes suicide also. There are so many students aspiring to
become Doctors or Engineers committed suicide as reported in the print media
across the country because of tortures by the coaching institutes. In view of
the above, | urge upon the Union Govt to take strict actions against such
coaching institutes and not to charge coaching fee exorbitantly and don’t give
much pressure on students to secure top ranks in the NEET(UG)/JEE exam to
gain popularity of the institutes.

This season average cultivation is
3.7 Lakh Hectares. Lakhs of Tonnes of last year production are still in cold
storages. Last year all the farmers sold their produce in a distress sale. Hence,

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Re: Need to accord approval to the drinking water supply projects
for Leh and Ladakh submitted by Ladakh Administration
under Amrut 2.0

These projects are of critical humanitarian and
strategic importance, as they serve not only residents but also a large
seasonal tourist population, defence establishments and essential
services. | urge the Government to accord priority approval so that reliable
and sustainable drinking water supply can be ensured for people of
Ladakh at the earliest.
