(a) & (b): Government is implementing Soil Health and Fertility Scheme to assist State
Governments to issue Soil Health Cards (SHCs) to farmers in the country. In cycle-l (2015-
16 to 2016-17) and cycle-ll (2017-18 to 2018-19), the soil sampling & testing was done on
grid basis i.e 2.5 ha grid in irrigated areas and 10 ha grid in rain-fed area. The details of
State-wise soil samples tested till date are at Annexure-l. The district wise data of soil
samples tested and SHCs generated/ farmers benefitted till date as informed by State

Government of Andhra Pradesh are at Annexure-lII.

(c) & (d): In 2024-25, 5 States were sanctioned 25 new labs (Bihar-10, Madhya Pradesh-9,
Maharashtra-2, Telangana-2 & Tripura-2).
