
Regarding  need  to  undertake  developmental  projects  on  unutilized  forest
land in Tiruvannamalai Parliamentary Constituency, Tamil Nadu-Laid

SHRI C. N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): I wish to draw the attention of the
Honble  Minister  of  Environment,  Forest  and  Climate  Change  to  an  important�
matter  concerning Melchengam in  Tiruvannamalai  District,  where nearly  10,000
acres of forest land have remained under-utilized for the past decade. This vast
area  holds  immense  potential  for  sustainable  development,  biodiversity
conservation, and livelihood generation for local communities. The people of my
Parliamentary Constituency have been demanding the establishment of a Herbal-
cum-Eco Park, along with Agricultural,  Tribal Welfare, and Forest-related Central
Government  Institutions.  Such  initiatives  would  promote  eco-tourism,  support
cultivation  and  research  of  medicinal  plants,  create  employment  opportunities,
strengthen tribal livelihoods, and ensure effective conservation of the regions rich�
flora and fauna. I urge the Government to consider this long-pending demand and
take necessary steps at the earliest.
