The Repealing and Amending Bill,2025- Passed

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE MINISTRY OF LAW AND JUSTICE; AND
MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (SHRI
ARJUN RAM MEGHWAL): Sir, with your permission, I beg to move:

?That the Bill to repeal certain enactments and to amend certain other enactments,
be taken into consideration.?
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SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, how is it possible? The Bill has been
introduced today itself. How can it be discussed today?

THE MINISTER OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS; AND MINISTER OF MINORITY
AFFAIRS (SHRI KIREN RIJIJU): This is a special authority with the Chair, and the
waiver can be provided by the hon. Speaker. We had earlier listed the Sustainable
Harnessing and Advancement of Nuclear Energy for Transforming India Bill, 2025
but then there was a request from the Opposition Parties that the Bill may be taken
up tomorrow as they needed some time to study it. I had agreed to that. We will
take up the Sustainable Harnessing and Advancement of Nuclear Energy for
Transforming India Bill, 2025 tomorrow.

Today, we can take up the Sabka Bima Sabki Raksha (Amendment of Insurance
Laws) Bill, 2025, which is innocuous, good for everybody, and will not adversely
affect anyone. I hope, Shri Premachandran will also agree with the House that we
should take it up in the interest of the needy people and pass it as soon as possible.
? (Interruptions)
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ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Respected Sir, I stand here today to participate
in what has become an annual ritual of this Government ? the great legislative
illusion, known as the Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025.? (Interruptions)

Sir, the Government is painting a picture that it is reforming and cleaning up the
Statute Book. They speak of ?Minimum Government, Maximum Governance?. They
tell the nation that by passing this Bill, they are liberating us from the burden of
history. But let us be honest about what is happening here today. This House, the
highest forum of our democracy, is being made to spend its precious time ? the



time that belongs to the suffering farmers of our nation, the time that belongs to
the unemployed youth of our nation, the time that belongs to the victims of climate
disasters, etc. ? on deleting laws that the same Government passed barely 24
months ago.

Sir, look at the First Schedule in this Bill. They are repealing the Competition
(Amendment) Act, 2023 and also the Cinematograph (Amendment) Act, 2023. What
kind of governance is this? In 2023, they celebrated these laws as 'historic reforms?.
In 2025, they are repealing them to clean up the books. What kind of drama is this?
Is this Parliament a content creation factory for their PR team? Do we pass laws so
that they can repeal them later and boast, 'Look, we removed 100 laws today'? This
is not reform. It is a shameful thing. This is inflation of data. The Government must
listen to it. You are padding your report card because you have no real
achievements to show on the subjects that matter ? jobs, economy, and social
harmony. The confusion does not end there. You have thrown the entire criminal
justice system into chaos by replacing the IPC and the Indian Evidence Act with the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita and the Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam respectively. Yet
today, you have brought amendments to the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908. I would
urge the Government to make up its mind. Are we in the ?Amrit Kaal? of new laws
or are we still patching up laws passed during the colonial era? This Bill is a symbol
of a Government that loves paperwork but hates accountability.

While you are busy fixing spelling mistakes in the Statute Book, the people of the
country are facing many serious issues. The people of my constituency are facing
many issues like human-animal conflict, natural calamities, etc. You have time to fix
registered posts versus speed posts. But you have no time to fix the broken disaster
compensation system. I refuse to appreciate this housekeeping exercise while the
house itself is on fire. However, since we are forced to debate this Bill, let me
expose the dangerous changes hidden inside this so-called routine legislation.

I would also like to express my strong concerns, reservations, and opposition to
the Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025, introduced by the hon. Minister. While the
Government claims that this is a routine housekeeping exercise to remove obsolete
laws, a closer look at the Second Schedule reveals amendments that are not merely
formal but have serious substantive implications for the common man and for our
disaster resilience. How can we casually and lightly pass these amendments
without any detailed discussion? That is a major question.



Let me raise some concerns, limited only due to lack of time. The first concern
relates to the dilution of clause 4, Second Schedule of the Disaster Management
Act. I represent Idukki, a constituency highly vulnerable to natural calamities. The
Disaster Management Act is very important for my constituency. I am deeply
concerned about the amendment proposed to the Disaster Management Act. The
Bill seeks to amend Section 30, sub-Section 2, clause 6, replacing the word ?
prevention? with ?preparation?. Both prevention and preparation are important for
disaster management. Prevention is aimed at stopping a natural calamity whereas
preparation is about getting ready for rescue works. Therefore, both are very
important. But in this case, the word ?prevention? is being replaced with ?
preparation?. I do not know what the relevance of this change is.

The Statement of Objects and Reasons claims that this rectifies an inadvertent
error but we know that words matter in law. Prevention is a priority duty to stop
disasters before they occur. Preparation means merely getting ready for the
inevitable. By changing disaster management plans from prevention to
preparation, are we signalling that the State is giving up on preventing ecological
disasters? It is a serious question. In the context of climate change, we need
stronger preventive measures and binding preventive mandates, not a semantic
delusion that lowers the bar for district authorities. We cannot reduce our guard
from prevention to mere preparation. The disaster management authorities of our
country are doing both. However, the Government is diluting prevention and
taking up preparation only. There is a serious lacuna.

Secondly, I oppose the amendments to the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908. First of
all, the Government has to clarify whether it is amending the Code of Civil
Procedure, 1908 or the Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam. What is the sanctity of this
process, when you do these activities again and again with no prior homework. The
Bill seeks to replace the time-tested ?registered post, acknowledgement due? with ?
speed post with registration and proof of delivery? in multiple sections, including
Order 5 and Order 21.

Sir, ?acknowledgement due? requires a physical signature, a tangible proof that

the specific individual has received the summons. ?Proof of delivery? in the Speed
Post system is often just an online status update or a digital entry by a delivery
agent. In rural India, where internet connectivity is still limited and digital literacy is
evolving, relying solely on a system where a delivery agent marks an article as ?
delivered? without a physical 27acknowledgement due? card is dangerous.



How will a poor litigant prove that he never received the summons, if the online
system shows it as ?delivered?? This amendment removes the bracketed protection
of ?registered post acknowledgement due? in Order 5, Rule 9, Clause 4, potentially
weakening the verification process for defendants residing outside jurisdiction.

Sir, we are prioritizing speed over justice. This change is premature for rural India
and the falsehood of repealing recent Acts (First Schedule). Finally, look at the First
Schedule. The Government is repealing Acts as recent as 2023, such as the
Competition (Amendment) Act, 2023 and the Cinematograph (Amendment) Act,
2023. While I understand the concept of spent laws, this annual ritual of passing
Bills just to repeal amendments made last year is a waste of Parliament's time. It
creates an illusion of reform boasting about repealing hundreds of laws, when you
are simply deleting the Amendment Acts passed months ago.

Sir, I am concluding. I cannot support a Bill that simply dilutes our disaster
management framework and jeopardizes the legal rights of rural litigants under
the guise of modernisation.

I urge the Minister to withdraw the amendments to the Disaster Management Act
and the Code of Civil Procedure very immediately because the Government is not at
all taking it serious - while introducing this Bill - and is passing these kind of
amendments without a detailed discussion. It is a dangerous thing also. I am
opposing this Bill. Thank you very much.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri Kalyan Banerjee ? not present.

Hon. Member, Dr. Kalanidhi Veeraswamy ji



DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Sir, thank you very much for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025.

We feel that the passing of this Bill is not at all necessary. You feel that you have a
majority, and you are bringing in Bills, and you are either abrogating them or
amending them according to your choices just because you have a majority.

I would like to speak about the great Mavalankar. He had spoken about how the
minority should be treated. He said, ?Just because you have a majority in the
Parliament, by raising of hands, if you are going to vote on the sentiments of the
people, this is not a country which is democratic.? This is what he had mentioned.
This Government is proving his words exactly right.

If you look at the Bills which have been brought, passed, and enacted as law, you
will find that in the last 10 years, there have been several Bills which have been
enacted and made as laws. The former Supreme Court Chief Justice, Mr. Ramana
had mentioned, ?We are not passing Bills with adequate debate, discussions,
deliberations, or referring them to Standing Committees, and because of that, they
are having problems in interpreting the law and passing judgments.? Also we find
that when you pass certain laws, within a year or two, you bring it back and again
amend it. So, if you can amend one particular law, it should stand the test of time,
where at least for a decade or two, it should be alive. But you are bringing in
amendments, which are again re-amended and re-amended within a couple of
years, showing that this Government does not have a clue about the direction in
which they are travelling.

Sir, to talk about the laws which have been brought in, they are against the people,
anti-democracy and anti-people. The farm laws are a one standing example. When
you brought in the farm laws, Opposition Members, having discussed with the
farmers, had brought out the farmers' sentiments, talking about not needing this
particular Bill where it will destroy the farming community. But just because you
had a majority, you spearheaded yourself, and you made sure that it will be
brought in by brute force. And there were thousands, if not lakhs of farmers, who
had to protest, not for one day or two days, but for almost one and a half years,
where 700 farmers had to die before you could realise their requirements and their
requests, and then you had to repeal that.

Even when demonetisation was brought in, the hon. Prime Minister said that he
will eradicate terrorism, he will eradicate counterfeit money and black money. He



had mentioned all these things. He said that tie me to a post and whip me if this is
not done within 90 days. Now, it has been been several years, and what was the
effect of demonetisation? About 99.3 per cent of the notes have come back. So,
where is the black money? You were talking about black money being hoarded all
over the country, but we find that only the BJP people were having the Rs. 2000
notes. When it came out, the BJP people were the ones who had access to that and
it was caught by the Income Tax Department, whereas the common man was
standing in a queue and hundreds of people died standing in the queue.

These are the things that the Government has been doing. You had brought in
abrogation of Article 370. When the abrogation of Article 370 was brought in, we
were speaking against that because we felt that J&K needs do have a special place.
It is a jewel of our country, bordering Pakistan. They had to have their own security.
You said that you have removed it, and now, there will be no terrorist activities
happening over there. But sadly, Pahalgam was a total failure of the intelligence of
the Union Government's policing mechanism and their military activities. It is a
blatant failure of this Government where five terrorists were able to come, not one
or two kilometres, but hundreds of kilometres deep into the heart of India from
Pakistan and kill about 27 tourists. In response to that, when we wanted to have a
negotiation, unilaterally you decided to go for a war. We did not know what was the
objective of that war. We did not know what was the ultimate aim of that war. The
only question we asked was, 27 people were murdered by terrorists, what
happened to those five terrorists. None of them spoke about that.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please speak on the Bill.

DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY: After the abrogation of Article 370, this is what has
happened. So, I am talking about bringing in repeals, amendments and all these
things. Anyway, you are doing it on your own, just because you have a brute
majority.

I request the Union Government to at least listen to the Opposition and have
discussions and deliberations. Even now, you are bringing in some laws whose
names we cannot understand. Today, we are even changing the name of a Bill
whose name I was not even able to pronounce. I am not even able to understand
these words.

So, I request the Government to ensure that when they are bringing in a Bill, they
make it in English, so that the whole country can understand it, and that you do not



try to push Hindi down our throats by saying that these are the names of Bills and
we have to say those names.

With these words, I oppose this Bill and hope that the Union Government will take
cognisance of these words. Thank you.

SHRI SRIBHARAT MATHUKUMILLI (VISAKHAPATNAM): Thank you, Sir. I rise to

stand in support of the Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025, which addresses a
subject that lies at the very heart of effective governance and is also very close to
my heart. This is not optional; this is essential for a modern and dynamic
democracy.

Some of my colleagues in the Opposition who have spoken here have raised
certain points, which I will address later in my speech. But one thing on which I
believe we can all agree, is that change is the only constant. Our Constitution-
makers recognised this timeless truth. They understood that governance must
evolve with society and, therefore, built Article 368 as the constitutional engine for
reform. They did not give us a static document; they gave us a living Constitution ?
a framework that entrusts future generations with the responsibility to amend,
repeal, and refine laws as India progresses.

Over the decades, however, our legislative system has developed serious structural
imbalances. I have personally experienced this in many aspects of my life, where
governments are very good at adding laws, adding rules, and adding conditions,
but are very poor at removing or updating outdated ones. This unnecessary
burden is faced by everyone ? from the common man to the poorest of the poor,
and even by the highly wealthy.

Every new policy brings with it fresh compliance requirements, new penalties, and
additional layers of regulation. Rarely do we pause to ask whether old provisions
have outlived their relevance or whether they now contradict newer laws. The
result is regulatory congestion, which burdens citizens, businesses, and
Government officers alike, creating confusion and discretionary enforcement. We
have seen how some bad actors misuse this discretion to harm the interests of
citizens and even the nation. I am happy to note that the current NDA Government
has taken concrete steps over the last decade to relieve citizens and businesses of
this burden.

More than 40,000 unnecessary compliances have been abolished, easing
procedural hurdles and reducing red tape. Over 1,500 outdated and redundant



laws have been repealed, clearing the statute book of colonial-era provisions and
laws that no longer serve India?s development.

I would like to point out a few things here. Some Members of the Opposition have
said that we are changing laws within three years or four years. We must recognise
that we are living in the era of artificial intelligence and quantum computing, where
the world is changing rapidly, and we have to keep adapting.

One must also reflect on the approach we adopt: whether we wait endlessly for
perfection or ensure that we are good enough to move forward, while continuing
to amend and improve as we go along. If I had to choose between perfection and
being good enough to move forward, I would always choose being good enough
because we should not be trapped in policy paralysis.

This is important to highlight because during the UPA regime between 2004 and
2014, only a single repeal Bill was introduced, which repealed just two outdated
laws. This starkly contrasts the approach of the current NDA Government with that
of the earlier UPA regime, which largely neglected the task of revising and
repealing obsolete laws.

Sir, I am an active Member of the Select Committee on the Jan Vishwas
(Amendment of Provisions) Bill,2025 and I have been participating actively in
rationalising penal provisions and simplifying compliance, with the objective of
improving ease of living and ease of doing business. I hope that the same principle
keeps continuing. I am happy to hear that our hon. Minister Shri Piyush Goyal has
mentioned that Jan Vishwas 3.0 is already under way. I think this is the sign of a
healthy democracy where we keep evolving and keep looking at our past.

While these reforms at the Centre have eased compliance and built trust, we need
to do so at the State also where we have a lot of interaction with citizens. In our
State, some regrettably damaging laws like the Land Titling Act or the Three
Capitals Act that the earlier Government tried to push through, have caused a lot of
pain and confusion in citizens? minds, damaging trust. As soon as the NDA
Government came to power in Andhra Pradesh, we provided clarity and have
repealed these laws which have gone against the interests of citizens. While these
were in particular nefarious things, the overarching principle that repealing or
revising the problematic laws that are creating conflict or laws that are outdated, is
essential for bringing back transparency, trust, and predictability in governance. I
look forward to aiding our State Government in continuing to do so.



The Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025 is not merely an exercise in removing
obsolete statutes; it reaffirms our fundamental principle of good governance that
laws which have outlived their purpose must be repealed with the same resolve
with which progressive laws are enacted. This House bears the responsibility not
only to legislate for the present, but to free future generations from needless
regulatory bodies.

Hon. Chairperson, I thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak on this
important Bill and I wish that the Government continues to do this to ensure that
there is maximum governance, minimum government, empowering our citizens for
a trust-based and efficient society.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, this is the
Repealing and Amending Bil, 2025. Every year, we bring these types of Bills. There
is not much confusion about the Repealing and Amending Bill. There are some
good parts which are corrected. One of them is regarding Speed Post. Instead of
Registered with AD, it will now be Speed Post with AD. It is good. It will be speedier.
But I request one thing to hon. Law Minister. ? (Interruptions) Hon. Law Minister,
kindly see. So far as the caveat is concerned, the part which you have amended is
that it has to be served upon the defendants or whatever the party. But a caveat is
filed through the lawyer. Therefore, if you can put ?the party and also the lawyer of
the defendant?, that will help; otherwise, it will be useless. If you want speedy
justice, then my suggestion is that you add ?the lawyer of the defendant? or
whatever the party where it is made through the lawyer only. There is no problem
on that.

Sir, the problem is somewhere else. Now, we are amending the Act, we are
bringing more and more Acts; but is speedy justice being delivered? Where are we
stuck? I just give you one small example. When in the Supreme Court, filing of new
cases was 40,000, the strength of the Supreme Court judges was increased to 34. In
2024, filing was more than 60,000. In 2025, till two days ago, filing was 70,000, but
the strength of judges has not been increased. Computers and all that will not
decide the fate of a case. A real judicial reform by increasing the strength of the
judges is required. Unless it is done, nothing will be done in this country. So far as
justice part is concerned, I am saying about it. We need more judges. If you go to
the Registry of the Supreme Court, you will see that after registration of a case, it
takes at least eight to ten days to remove the defects, etc. People are also not
there. A similar situation is in the High Courts and district courts also. These



computers etc. are all additional. We need original men to decide and they are the
judges. The strength of the judges needs to be increased. Virtual courts etc. means
we are just side-tracking the problem itself. Unless the judges are there, who will
decide? Although it may not relieve much, I now understand, but as the hon. Law
Minister is here, to whom can I make a request. He can reject my request also.
There is no problem.

He is smiling and he will reject my request. But this is not the request from myself.
I am almost at the end of my life. Please do it for the future of this country.

Sir, one thing is very clear which I have understood in my own way. g9 fthe & et o

SHRI S. VENKATESAN (MADURAI): Hon. Chairperson Madam, this Bill is aimed to
repeal or amend more than 70 amendments. There is no second opinion on the
fact that such obsolete acts are to be changed as per the changing times. These
amendments are to be brought from making good as better and better as best.
They should not rather bring amendments to make bad to worse and worse to
worst. Our Hon Member Kalyan Banerjee talked about whatever is related to law
department. Once a case is filed in the Judiciary, it may take at least one month for
the case to come for hearing. After so many hearings, the judgment in that case
may be pronounced after several years. This was clearly stated by Hon Member
Shri Kalyan Banerjee. But our experience is totally opposite. Recently a case was
filed in the Madurai Bench of Hon Madras High Court on 7" November 2025. This
case was registered on 10 November 2025 and the judgement was pronounced on
1 December 2025. Within 20 days from the date of filing of a case, Judgement was
pronounced. This issue is an old issue which was discussed by the Courts for
centuries and Judgements were pronounced several times in the past as well. It is a
curse that the mind-set of the Hon Judge is reflected through his Judgement. If the
particular Judge has an opinion on this particular case, he should have transferred
this case to a different Judge and kept himself out of controversy. I want to register
in this august House that this much civilised nature was not visible in the Judiciary.
Similarly, our Hon MP Shri Kalanidhi Veerasamy quoted something stated by a
former Judge of Hon Supreme Court. The Judge said that this law-making Body, the
Parliament is unable to take time and discuss in detail before enacting a particular
law. And as a result of this, the Judiciary and Courts face difficulties while making
interpretations. Within 3 minutes, 4 labour codes were passed in this House
without any discussion. We have passed a legislation affecting the lives of several
Crores of labourers who are part of our 140 Crore population. Earlier we got the
feeling that the Judgements were pronounced as per the substantial arguments
made in regard to the case. Now the Judgements are pronounced keeping in view
the favours that they would be getting after retirement from the Post which they
are holding. In such a fashion, Judgements are being pronounced as an entrance
exam to the Post that would be occupied after the person?s retirement. Friends I
want to register here as a matter of concern.



I have been serving as Member of Parliament for the last 7 years. In all these 7
years I have seen that not even a single suggestion made by a MP from the
Opposition has been included by the Government in the law. Not even a single
suggestion or an amendment has been accepted by the ruling party. You objective
is to bring a legislation and you do not have any slight inclination to uphold the
democratic nature of this House which legislates laws controlling 140 Crore people
of this country. Therefore, I strongly oppose this amendment Bill.

SHRI BALYA MAMA SURESH GOPINATH MHATRE (BHIWANDI): Honourable
Chairperson Madam, I express my gratitude for giving me the opportunity to speak
here today. Today, we are discussing the Repeal and Amendment Act, 2025. This
act aims to repeal 71 outdated laws which includes 65 amended laws and 6
obsolete laws. Four laws are being amended: the General Clauses Act, the Code of
Civil Procedure, the Indian Succession Act, and the Disaster Management Act. Since
2014, the Modi government has repealed or amended many old laws.

I will give you some examples where changes in the law are necessary but are not
happening. There is the issue of renaming our new Navi Mumbai airport; the
Maharashtra state government, through a unanimous resolution in the Legislative
Assembly and Legislative Council, proposed that it should be named after the late
D.Y. Patil; but this proposal is pending for 3 years. Therefore, there should be a law
that ensures no oversight on such pending matters.

In our area, some private companies supply electricity, and due to privatization,
many difficulties are arising. Therefore, there should be some law regarding this
matter. Local people should be given priority in jobs and businesses in the state
they reside in, and it is necessary to enact laws for this purpose. This should include
the railway department, the revenue department, and other departments. There
are many issues where it is necessary to give confidence to the people.

We form governments for the welfare of the people, but when making laws, we do
not take them into confidence. Therefore, the government should pay attention to
the needs of the local people through legal means.

On the Mumbai-Thane road, begging women and children are seen at traffic
signals. Whether it is summer, monsoon, or winter, these children are seen naked.
Police vehicles and government vehicles pass by, but no one pays attention. The



issue of child abduction is serious across the country, and the government should
pay attention to it.

Honourable Chairperson Madam, I support any appropriate changes that need to
be made according to the time and changing circumstances. Thank you, for giving
me the opportunity to speak.

SHRI SELVARA] V. (NAGAPATTINAM): Hon Chairperson Madam, Vanakkam. Thank
you for this opportunity. The laws that are proposed in this Repealing and
Amending Bill 2025 consists of mainly the laws relating to the labour welfare,



finance and banking, Universities and educational institutions. It therefore
becomes inappropriate to discuss about all laws in one particular amendment Bill. I
urge that there is a need for these laws even today. Therefore, there should be
separate discussion on each of these laws. Recently the Union Government has
changed the names of all the Criminal Laws that were in force as BNS, BNSS and
BSA. These have names in Hindi and Sanskrit.

There are agitations held against this act of the Government. Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita (Indian Justice Code); Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita (Indian Citizen
Safety Code) and Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam (Indian Evidence Act) are the three
Criminal Acts passed in Parliament recently and assented to by Hon President of
India. Ten Trade Unions have announced in one voice that nation-wide agitations
are being held against the Four Labour Codes which were formed by abolishing 44
labour related Acts of the country. In order to make changes to the Labour laws of
the country, during the year 2020, Four Labour Codes were enacted. The trade
Unions have strong opposed these Codes. And nation-wide strikes and agitations
were held in this regard.

Particularly, in section 148A, in sub-section 2, words ?Registered post,
acknowledgement due? shall be substituted by ?Speed post with registration and
proof of delivery?. In the Disaster Management Act of 2005, in Section 30 and Sub-
section 2 and in Clause 6, ?Prevention? shall be substituted by the word ?
Preparation?. I urge that these amendments are not to be made in a hurry. Rather
they should be discussed in detail before going for amendments.

ADV. GOWAAL KAGADA PADAVI (NANDURBAR): Thank you, hon. Chairperson
Madam, for giving me this opportunity. I rise today to participate in the discussion
on the Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025. On the face of it, the Bill appears
technical, procedural and even harmless, but the Parliament is not a clerical office,
and legislation is not a routine housekeeping exercise. Every repeal, every
amendment, and every omission carries constitutional consequences, historical
baggage and social impact. The House must therefore ask ? and I do ask ? why
these laws are being repealed now, who benefits from these repeals, and whose
rights may be invisibly diluted. The Bill is repealing certain central Acts, and
amending the core procedural laws like the General Clauses Act, 1987; the Code of
Civil Procedure, 1908; the Indian Succession Act, 1925; and the Disaster
Management Act, 2005. But history teaches us that the procedural changes often



affect substantive rights, especially of the poor, tribals, women and the litigants
who have limited access to justice.

Madam, there are important Supreme Court judgments that I want to narrate over
here. The Supreme Court, in the case of Mohar Singh, held that the effect of repeal
on accrued rights must be examined carefully; repeal does not automatically erase
past rights unless explicitly stated. Similarly, in Kolhapur Canesugar Works Limited,
the hon. Court had warned that savings clause cannot be mechanical and must be
interpreted in favour of vested rights.

Madam, the Bill seeks to amend the CPC. It replaces ?registered post? with ?speed
post with registration and proof of delivery?. The Supreme Court, in the case of
Salem Advocate Bar Association had held that procedural law must serve justice,
not obstruct it. The speed post infrastructure is uneven, especially in my tribal
constituency Nandurbar, which is an aspirational district. Also, proof of delivery
failures will result in ex-parte decrees, especially against the poor. Not just that, it
may lead to improper delivery of summons or notices that may cause harm.

There is an omission of Section 213 of the Indian Succession Act. The Supreme
Court in Clarence Pais versus Union of India upheld the differential probate
requirement, but observed that the legislature may revisit the colonial distinction if
social conditions so demand. I want to ask the hon. Minister whether they are
saying that the probate is not compulsory. I think this amounts to an appeasement
politics on the basis of religion, which is being removed, and it is going to affect the
family and the personal laws of all religions. I would urge the hon. Minister to
kindly clarify this matter.

With respect to the Disaster Management Act, replacing ?prevention? with ?
preparation? in Section 30 of the Disaster Management Act is not merely a cosmetic
change. The Supreme Court in COVID-19 related judgement stressed that the
State's duty is proactive prevention, not reactive preparation. Is the Government
diluting its responsibility by shifting from preventive governance to post-disaster
management?

I just want to ask one final question to the hon. Minister. For example, if you are
bringing in the Repealing and Amending Bill, what about the Forest (Conservation)
Amendment Act, fSieH TmT 991 &1 AR o1, a8 &4 folam Tar? You are taking away the
powers and duties of a constitutional body and reducing it to a ceremonial body. St

This Government repeatedly claims minimum Government, ease of doing
business, legal simplification. But in reality, we witness maximum executive control,
reduced parliamentary scrutiny and delegated legislation replacing debate. I urge
the Government to refer this Bill to the Standing Committee on Law and Justice,
table a rights impact statement for repealed laws, ensure explicit protection of
pending cases, conduct district level feasibility studies on CPC amendments, clarify
the safeguards following the omission of section 213 of the Indian Succession Act
and reaffirm preventive responsibility under disaster management law.

Finally, I want to say that repealing a law is very easy, correcting historical injustice
is hard, and protecting constitutional values is the hardest. Therefore,
simplification must not become silent dilution, and efficiency must not replace
equity. Governance must never override justice. That is all I want to say. Long live
the Constitution.

SHRI MADDILA GURUMOORTHY (TIRUPATI): Thank you, Madam, for giving me
an opportunity to speak on the Repealing and Amending Bill, 2025, which seeks to
repeal outdated enactments and correct formal defects in existing laws. If I quote a
few positives in this Bill, they are as follows.



Clause 2 read with the First Schedule repeals obsolete enactments, ranging from
the Indian Tramways Act, 1886 to several Amendment Acts passed between 2016
and 2023 that have already served their purpose. This exercise reduces legal clutter
and improves statutory readability for citizens, businesses, and courts. Clause 4,
the Savings Clause, is a critical safequard. It protects accrued rights, liabilities, past
actions, and pending proceedings, thereby ensuring legal continuity and
constitutional certainty under Articles 21 and 300A. Under the Second Schedule ?
General Clauses Act, 1897, Section 27, replacing ?registered post? with ?speed post
with registration? aligns statutory language with modern postal systems and
reduces procedural delays. Similarly, amendments to the Code of Civil Procedure,
1908, modernising service of summons through proof-of-delivery mechanisms, will
improve dispute resolution timelines ? an essential factor for ease of doing
business, trade certainty, and cross-border commerce.

While the intent of the Bill is positive, certain concerns merit attention. First, Clause
2 provides for a blanket repeal of multiple Amendment Acts without a consolidated
restatement, which may create interpretational challenges for courts, lawyers, and
administrators. Second, under the Second Schedule, procedural amendments are
introduced without clear transition guidelines or capacity-building measures for
subordinate courts and district administrations. Without such support, the benefits
of these reforms may not fully reach the ground.

I would like to seek some clarifications from the Government. First, Clause 2 read
with the First Schedule: How will ambiguity be avoided in on-going litigation that
relies on provisions contained in repealed Amendment Acts? Second, Clause 3 read
with the Second Schedule (Code of Civil Procedure, 1908): What steps will be taken
to ensure uniform adoption of ?proof of delivery? standards across all States? Third,
Second Schedule ? Indian Succession Act, 1925: Will uniform probate rules be
notified to prevent divergent practices among High Courts?

Madam, I support this Bill. Thank you.
