lakh passengers carried in 1989-00, 
lndian Airlines carried 78.4 lakh 
passengers in 1990.91 mainly because 
of the grounding of the A320 fleet. lndian 
Airlines is likely to cany about 95 lakh 
passengers in the current year (1091-92). 
The increase in demand over the current 
year is expected to be of the order of 10 
lakh passengers every year over the next 
thrpe years so that lndian Airlines may 
cany about 125 lakh passengers by 
1994-95.
