priorities 109 staff quarters are available at AIR, 
Guwahati , 4 add it iona l  staff quarte rs  have been 
completed, 27 Nos are under construction of which 12 
Nos, are expected to be completed by March, 97 and 
the rem ain ing 15, c iv il  works are in p rog ress  
Doordarshan also plans to construct staff quarters in 
Guwahati Site tor the said construction has been taken 
over However, scheme is yet to be sanctioned Normal 
lead time for completion of a project of this magnitude 
is 3-4 years after the scheme is sanctioned

Committee of Privileges of Maharashtra Legislative 
C ounc i l  in their report recom m ended  tha t wh ile  
allotting berths to the passengers on RAC (Reservation 
Against Cancellation) Members of Legislature should 
be given priority irrespective of their number of waiting 
list.

(b) Giving preference to the Legislators over the 
general passengers in RAC is not considered advisable 
since it would raise the question of discrimination in

allotment of accommodation which is open to all in turn. 
However, instructions already exist that the Legislators 
when boarding trains at the last minute should be 
a ffo rded  the fa c i l i ty  of t rave l and a l lo tm en t of 
accommodation if it is available.
