(c): Central Government has been sensitizing the State Governments about the threat perception and activities of the militant groups in
the country. Periodic coordination meeting are held with State Governments for sharing the inputs from various quarters as well as for

Various security agencies belonging to Union and States have been working together to
check the activities of militant groups.
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
