(@) & (b):No, Sir. The commonly used CGHS Formullary medicines for day-to-day use are available in CGHS Dispensaries in Delh
and Gurgaon. The medicines prescribed by the Specialist that are not available in the dispensaries are procured from the authorised
local chemist against individual prescription and supplies to the CGHS beneficiaries.In emergency cases, authority slip is issued to
the beneficiaries for collecting the medicines directly from the authorised local chemist without payment.
