Increase In Rail Fare.

Passenger fares on 
the Pathankot.Joginder Nagar section are 
charged on inflated distance which is 1/112 
times of the actual distance. 

The decision of inflate the distance was 
taken as it was found that the line would not 
be remunerative if fares and freight were 
charged on actual distance. Even with infla-
tion in the aistance for charge, Railways are 
incurring losses on this section. Such a 
method of inflating the actual distance is in 
vogue on some other unremunerative lines 
also irrespective of gauge.
