(d) if so, the other steps taken/being taken by the Union Government to implement the scheme; and the details of districts identified by
P AB in the State of Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh?

lSTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (PROF. RITA VERMA) 

( a) The Project Approval Board (PAB) constituted under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan Programme had prepared District Elementary
Education Plans (DEEPs) for the year 2001-02 for 27 districts of Karnataka. 

(b) The PAB had approved DEEPs for 2001-2002 for 512 districts. 

(c) & (d) The programme envisages universalisation of enrolment by 2003, by bringing all children of 6-11 age group i n schools,
Education Guarantee centres, Alternative schools, back to School camps, etc. Under the programme, annual plans have been
approved by the PAB on the basis of overall requirements of the districts and also based on the report of the Appraisal Team. 

The names of districts for which annual plans have been approved by the PAB for Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka are given in the
statement annexed.
