(@) & (b): The operation of cable television networks in the country are regulated under the Cable Television Networks (Regulation)
Act, 1995 and Cable TV Networks Rules, 1994.

(c) & (d): These matters fall within the purview of local authorities ofthe State Governments and the Central Government is not
empowered to decide on such issues.

(e) & (f): The subscription fee charged by private TV pay channelsfrom cable operators is a matter between private parties and
Government is not involved in the transaction.

(9) & (h): Pay channels, uplinked from outside the country, when transmitted through cable television networks are required to adhere
to the programme and advertisement code prescribed under the Cable television Networks Rules, 1994.
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
