(a) Funds of Rs. 1771.43 crore have been sanctioned for development of Missiles under Integrated Guided Missile Development
Programme. 

(b) The amount allocated is Rs. 135.00 crore during 2003-2004. 

(c) Prithvi and Agni strategic class of missiles in different versions have been developed and are being inducted. The other missile
systems like AKASH, NAG, TRISHUL are in the advanced stage of development. In addition, BrahMos, a supersonic cruise missile is
being developed as a joint venture with Russia. 
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
