(a) Some of the stretches of National Highways 101 and 107 need attention.

(b) Yes Sir.

(c) For National Highway 101,3 numbers of estimates for improvement of riding quality of road for a length of 50.5 km amounting to Rs
7.85 crore were received during the year 2002-2003. For National Highway 107, 7 numbers of estimates for improvementof riding

quality of road for a length of 62 km length amounting to Rs 16.51 crore were received during the year 2002-2003.

(d) On NH-101, 1 No of estimate for improvement of riding quality for a length of 15.5 km amounting to Rs 2.46 crore and on NH-107,
2 Nos of estimates for a length of 25 km amounting to Rs 4.76 crore respectively, have been sanctioned.

Works to the extent of allocation made during 2002-03 have been sanctioned. Further sanction will depend upon the increase in
allocation for Bihar.
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
