However, the scheme of Decentralized
Procurement of foodgrains was introduced by this Department in 1997-98 with a view to effecting savings in the form of reduction in
the outgo of food subsidy, enhancing the efficiency of procurement and PDS and encouraging local procurement to the maximum
extent thereby extending the benefits of MSP to local farmers. This scheme is in operation in the States of Madhya Pradesh, Uttar
Pradesh, West Bengal, Chhatisgarh, Tamil Nadu and Uttaranchal.
