(a) Technically qualified and competent personnel capable of handing the latest technology equipments are already being posted in all
the places. The tenure of officers posted from other states to all the tenure stations is two years except Nagaland, Manipur and J&K
(Excluding Jammu SSA)where the tenure is one year owing to difficult working conditions.

(1) There is no proposal to increase the tenure from one to two years.

(1ii) Important steps taken to provide better telephone services in the North East are as follows:
(a) WLL technology has already been inducted in the North East.

(b) MARR based VPTs are being replaced progressively.

(c) Grameen Sanchar Sewak (GSS)Scheme has been launched.

(d) The existing SBM Exchanges in Rural Areas are being converted to RSUs.

(e) Tendering process for procurement of Mobile Services Equipments is in process.

(f) High speed internet access system is planned to be commissioned this year in Shillong and Imphal.
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
