(a)−(c) India and Afghanistan have discussed several areas of cooperation as part of India's humanitarian, financial and project
assistance for Afghan reconstruction. 

In this regard, in addition to several projects under implementation dealing with infrastructure, agriculture, health and education
sectors, and on a specific request from the Government of Afghanistan, Government of India has decided, in principle, to undertake
repair work at one temple, one gurudwara and one mosque in Afghanistan. 
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
