(a) the details of funds allocated to Rajasthan for the development of Thar desert of Rajasthan during each of the last three years and
the current year, district-wise;

(b) the details of works undertaken for this purpose and the amount utilised so far;
(c) the number of villages benefited by these funds in the State;
(d) whether the State has demanded additional funds for the purpose; and

(e) if so, the details thereof?

Answer

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RURAL DEVELOPMENT (A. RAJA)

(a) District-wise funds released to Rajasthan for development of Thar desert during the last three years and current year are given at
Annexure.

(b) Activities like contour bunding, construction of check dams and Tankas, afforestation, pasture development, soil/water
conservation works including water harvesting structures and minor irrigation structures, sand dune stabilization, shelter-belt
plantations, farm forestry etc. are taken up. So far, an amount of about Rs.103 crore has been utilised.

(c) Village-wise or Dhani-wise information is not complied by the State Government in this regard.However, these funds have been
utilised in the execution of 1171 watershed development projects covering approximately as many villages and an area of 5.97 lakh
hectares.

(d) & (e) The State Government have not demanded any additional funds.
