(a) to (d): All retail outlets (petrol pumps), set up after 1983,are required to fulfil the norms set out in the Ministry of Road Transport and
Highways (MORTH)'s circular of August, 2000 and the Indian Roads Congress code IRC:12:1983MORTH is now in the process of
laying down revised norms for establishment of retail outlets on the national highways, and, for that purpose, discussions were held
among MORTH, theMinistry of Petroleum & Natural Gas (MOP&NG) and the oil companiesMORTH has forwarded a draftof the
revised norms for the concurrence of the MOP&NG.
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
