(f) the number of labourers that are likely to be benefitted therefrom?

(a) to (f): In the light of various proposals, including payment of retrenchment compensation and grant of medical insurance to contract
labourers, received from social partners to bring about changes in the Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970, the
Government has undertaken its review. The details of the amendments which may be effected in the Act have not yet been finalised.
The process involves consultation with various concerned authorities. Hence, neither a definite time by which the final decision is likely
to be taken nor the numbers of labourers who are likely to be benefitted can be given.
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
