(a): The Governor, Reserve Bank of India in his inauguraladdress at the twenty-fourth Bank Economists® Conference onDecember
28, 2002 had emphasised the need for greater productivity and efficiency to achieve the target of 8 per cent growth in the Tenth Plan
period and making the banking system strong, efficient and on par with international banks.

(b), (c) and (d): The Government is conscious of the need for improving efficiency and productivity in the economy and has been taking
initiatives from time to time in this direction. One of the five priorities addressed in the Budget for 2003-04relates to fiscal
consolidation through tax reforms and progressive elimination of budgetary drags.
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
